TNE NEWRURGH MYSTERY.

The givat excitement which this mysterions affair
cecasioned a week ortwn neo haa, so far ne general
speculntion in Newbargh i« concerned, to a cort ain ex-
tent subsided. There is still, lowever, & determinatioa
on the part of a large numbor of the citizens of Ore
avge County #o arrive at =ae clue to the identity of
the victim of come inlmman wretch, as also, and mors
particulurly the base villain who comtnitted the dead,
And alibough they have not fully sapcerded, yot they
think that from facts which lave been brought to the
knowledge of the Coroner, that bn* & very short time
can elaps: Lief we'the mystery sball kinve boen unrav-
eled, 1t has been atated that the body found might
have been that of 8 female subjec: which some doubt-
ful anatomist had left on the roadsids to avoid the ex-
pense of burinl, but this i« not eredited by many, in
‘deed only those who wake themnselves happy by hop-
ing that such might be the cnse veuturs upon euch a
theory. Gossip has seut inquirers in many dircotions
to ascertaia the truth of statements which have bheon
vented by persons unknown to fame, and in mos! cases
strangers to the trath, Ancnymous lettore hinve ponred
in open the jodicious Coroner, but withon! the effect
of drawing him off from trocks which he thinks it snfe
and proper to follow up.  Last wa sk he reccived s let-
ter from & woman in New-lLaondon, Conn., signing her-
polf “ E. Dolan,” whose daughter has been mising
pince early in the month of April.  She inclosed n lock
of her daughiters hair that (he Coroner might compure
§t with that upon the h ad of the murdered woman,
the other marks, however, such as a strengthening

ron the back, do not correspond, bif the suppo-

wition of thix disconsolate mother, that her danghter
bad been seduced by some * vile mffisn” fod ler to
write to Coroner Fonton ot all events, »o that e stone
shonld be left nuturned in the anxious senrel for the
wisled dnughter, The Coroner sent a Jock of the hair
from the head of the wonsn who was found near
Maribore’, but sines has reecived no roply.

A geotleman from Dutchess County, who, in the
present sinte of affairs, desires hi= name vot Lo rans-

re, aleo writes to inform the Coroner of some im-
portant matters which mey lead to the developaent
of something uvefnl. ~ This geatleman promises that, in
1he event of his information lending to anything advan-
tsgeous to the case, he will then appear. A rumor
was current Inst week that “a ecerain man” had
geen sn lderly man and a voung woman in the cars
eoming from New-York on the Wednesday previon to
the discovery of the bady,  This “ corfain man” ob-
perved that they paid their fire separately, and that
they aeted in n very noticeable manner; e nfierward
paw them in Newburgh, talking with govat forvor ot
thy corner of Water strect, near the Orange {lotel,
Yhis, however, has doveloped itself in smoke,

As was stated In Tor Tiwvse a fow doys ago, the
Coroper applied to Gov, King urging him to ofier a
peward for the apprelension of the prraon or pereons
who may have hoen concerned in the murder, Lotlers
were also wiitten to the Gaovernor hy Me. 8t John,
formerly Bank &hpnri.rd--ml:lri for the State, sl Mr,
Joel T. Hendley, Secretary of State, recommeniing
the offer of a reward; hut the Governer, throngh his
private Seerctary, replied that the cnse hind nnt heen
sufficiently developed to warrant his taking any action
in the watter. At this reply the people in and aronnd
Neburgh, who hinve walchod {he progress of the in-
guest and the netion of the Coroner and the Jury
thereon, hove waxed indignant, and evirywhore ex-
press their disapprobation of the Governo's refusal to
ald in facititating the dennds of jostice, Uptothe
present time the Coroner, Sherilf and one of {he
Police officers have cxerted themselven pralacworthily
and at their own expruso,  Having gene to the oxtent
of their means in the pursuit of duty, sud the Gov-
ernor havivg declined to oifer a roward, ou Friday
wvening last the Trustees of Newbargh met and re-
poived that they would aid, »o fur as they were able,
the officers of the law in prosecating theirseavch, with
& view to gain some traces of who the nnfortunnte
woman was, and of bringivg ber nmrderer to justion,
It is believed that there are persons within ten miles
of Newbirgh who are able to tender important in-
formation, but will not give it until sapproached with
some pecuniary guaranty.  Uader this state of afluirs,
the Trustees, at their mevting, provideds that they
would pay the expenscs incurred by two oflicers, who
shall start out this morping with the necessary rlomants
for collecting information, at least a3 to theidentity of
the body.

The Jury met at Middlehope on Satnrday evening,
and after duly considering the state of the case ay de-
veloped by the forezoing fucts, adjourned for two
woeks. The Jury scem as determioed to prosccute
the investigation now as they were at the begioning of
Lhe inguest.

Anotlicr application is about to be made to the GHv-
arnos for the offer of areward,  The Jury sppearsto
be sanguine of sticcess, shonld Lis Exgelloncy acquicsce
with their desires,

The Coromer continues remnrkably cautions in his
representations Lo the Jury or others, and #ifts evory-
thing brought to his uetice before e yoveals o the
public. He listens to suggestions with greal calinmness,
and takes due advautage of evergthivg caloulated to
enligbten the Jury on the subject.
