So far as 1 have been able to necertain, the ultra
frecating ticket hus beat the * Union * Walker
ticket, go far that the latter wukes s poor show.
The County Court decided at its term in May last,
that thero should be voting preciucts in this bogus
Dorslas County at Lecompton, Franklio, Gum
Spsiugs (#u iwaginary town on the Shawnee Le-
serie), sud on Washington Creek. Siuce then
there bas been an attempt to change the programme.
The design of leaving Luwrence, by fir the wost im-
portant place in the couuty, without representation,
of course exeited indiguntion, even smong those
who kuew they could not vote.  As clreiimsisuces
fullp deseloped the sineerity of the Free-State

olicy, and the certainty o its being maintaiued. the
gqﬂn Judge, who is ecspuble ol being awayed,
jelded to the prruuniou- of some cuuning men, wid
a bandbill which changed the velting precmet
from Fravklin to Lawrence, At the latter plice
they appointed Mr. Crane, a Pro-Slavery man, and
two men who have passed fur Free-State men. one
of whom, however, hud ausiously evdeavored to get
a pomination, but in vain,  No place was allowed
bim on the ultra Pro-Slavery ticket, of eourse, and
when the shrewd, edeulsting portion of the Pro-
Slavery men, who are uwder management, made up
a ticket, one-half of them Pro-Slavery men aud the
other half pretended Free-State men who have aeted
with the enewy uid are looked on as renegndes, this
game person was lelt off.  He theratire refused to
aot as Judge of election, baving arrived at the con-
yiction that the thivg would pot do. The bogus
Sherifl of this eounty quarreled with the bogs
Judge, aud declared thas there should not bhe an
eloction in Lawrence.  The two parties each assortod
their authority, aud each declared that returns from
such points would or would not be legal. Whatever
influence tended to prevent it, no polis were opened
in Lawrenee. In Franklia there was the sime
difficulty, the same uncerfanty ng to whether an
election would gmount te anything. At the voting
place on the edge of the Shawnee Reserve there
was voting carried on all duy. This point was 14
milos from Lawrence, Neatly all the votes polled
Ahere were of men who hsve come up during the last
two days to vote. The vote was light.

COMMENCEMENT OF THE C€OLLEGE OF
NEW-JERSEY.

Frem Our Special Reperter,

The one bundred and testh Annual Commence-
ment of the vemerable College of New-Jersey, at
Vriveeton, took place on Tuesday and Weliesday,
aud the attractions of the occasion filied the village of
Privovton to overflowing with visitors from not only
every section of New-Jersey, but from slmost every
State in the Union.  Doth public and private honses
were taxed to their utmaost to sccomiaodate the throng,
end even then there were many who wers compelled
to either stand and sleep or betake themselves to the
floor fur ludgiogs.  And even the privileges of enjoy-
ing the last-mentioned luxury was worth somethisg
(we mean to the lapdiord, not to the lodger), for our
roporter knows one Princeton laudlord who modeatly
valurd & stooze on lis sdamantine floors, with the
privilege of & greasy over-cont forvovering, at§l—ta-
tile fay urs of & similar charactor at proportionate prices,

The Apvunl Oration waa delivered by the Hon.
Wi C. Alexander, at Naszan Hall, ou Tuesday aftar-
voon.  The spacions hall was Licrally erammed with
people, and thourands were obliged to retire aftera
fruitless e ffurt to get witlun the sound of Lis woice,
The nadress was of about 3 misutes durstion, during
which tune the gentleman’s natural elognence of
speech, together with the euchaining intersst which
Le threw around his subject, keld: his numeroas sa-
dience completely speil-bound.  Mr. Alexander com-
menoed by saying, that it was not without signidcancy
that he acenpied the position that had been assigued
Litn upon this occnsion, without immedintely revertiog
to the days of kis youth. One impulse s naiforn
must bave its origin in natural feeling. The days of
youth—in every warldly eeuse, our Lappiest days—
came back to us in such gatberings, and we would
fuiw live over again the hours when we were a8 yot
untaivted with the carthy bandliong of the cares and
Lusiners of the world, and when onr models of
stutestien and pattiots were those stern, impracticsble
old Grevks aud Romans, concerning whomn we were
accustomed to read with our mastors,  Such return of
thovebts was matural sod pleasing, like the coming
bome of some wayward soldier after the vicisitudes
of yenrs, to the green quictwle of the lap of earth
whiere he had spent his childbood among the hills,
And therefire it s that, whether we return to these
shudes, or whether, as in the present cass, wo reside
amang them, our pepsive thoughts go back te the
days of College discipline. They wers sur days of

impressicn, ater truces have been superficial in
cutparison. Then the seal was act on the meltsd
wax, which presently grew hard sa rock. Whost a

tribute to the powar of academical education! Great
scholars amd great men hnd, without doulit, been
made in lpriv:u-y: but these must fur ever lack the
high sud almest festive associntion of joint parsuit—
rementbranee  of  enthosinem  caught  from  soul
to soul i the common race for  knowl-
edge npd reputation, A powerful  agency o
forwing and 1efiving the character of man was the
hallowed iufluence upon the leart and fancy which
exists in the precints of su ancient collegs,  The
rlic.-uhrhen- dwelt ateonsiderabls length on the eifect
of public education upon the national mind and char
acter— tis powir in the transmision gud establishment
ot truth, protection of liberty, extonsion of civilization,
aud the progress of refinement; and poiated vt the
intimate conneetion which bad slways existed between
literary institutions aud the cause, progroess and sue-
cess of human liberty, and the influence exerted by
tiniversities and colleges in forwardiog every enter-

isa ever undertuken in support of toe natural and
jualienalile vights of man.  He claimed that Fresdom
bad never hnd nusiliaries more important than thess
institutions, aud as an illustiation of this fact, referred
to the part that universities had token in the English
and Scoteh Revolations; the French Ravolutions of
1530 and 1848 and the stroggle betwesn power and
right in the South-weetoru Stutes, Germany aod Aus.
tria.  The spirit of progress had had oo champions
like m:h-n.nit!-n i colleges, with whom every enter-
prise i favor of Freedom bad vriginated,

Mr. Alexander having thus allided to the influsnce
tnd iporterce of cducational institutions geneally,
come ywre directly to the principal topiv of his ora-
tion, and dwelt upon the ivflacnce exerted by the
College of New-Jotaey upon tho liberty, inde pendence
and geatness of these United States. Ho sail that
the College huilding bad served as a batrack alter-
untely for the royal and the continental forces; that
within its walis the Continentul Congiess ones met;
thint at the commepcoment of 1783 the stage was hop-
ored with the presence of the Fathur of kis Country,
whu was specially nddressed by the vaedictory orator
of his olusf, himsclf & soldier of the Reveluion, and
whose name within o few years had been added to the
list of illustrions and departed Presidents of Nassan
Hall; that the Progident of the College and o gradu-
ate  of the first class, sffived their pames to
the Declaration of American  Independence;
that four-fifths of the Alumui passod frow her wall
to the ranks of the Revolutionary srmy, and that no
one of them proved recreant to tho eause, while their
blood muistened every battle-field from Quebee to the
Savavrah; and from the establishment of the College,
in 1747, up to the hreaking out of the Revolution,
God, in His providence, was using it as an instenment
iu the preparation of the men who were to bear no
urimportant part in that struggle for empire. ‘The
speaker refened to many instandes of patric
tin nmong the early graduates of fthe Uolles,
which covvection he mertioned the names of [ane
Swith, Joseph Reed, James Caldwell, Benjamin IRush,
Frapvis Barber, Scudder, Livermore and Sergennt.
Hlair, Pnterson and Elisworth, Ramsay, Howell and
Murtin. From these men the orator came dowa to
the nevession of President Withempoon in 1708—ulo-
gized bis character, talents, attaiumeats and putriot-
mi, tud speke of the wonderful iutlusnce be exert-
od in the cause nud progress of lberty aod
the dostinies of the country; that he imbued
the mud of every pupll, and of all who
cawe within the scope of his influence, with
an ardeut love of liberty nud Batred of oppression,
nud formed and molded the chinracter of :‘I‘w future
men of the country, snd prepared them for the prond
and distinguished parts which many of them wers des.
tised to perform iu the great political drama thes about
1o be epacted, Sketches of the character and services

We print below the remsiks wade by a veteran
ane hunidrod and seventeen yoars of axe, st the Ploneer
Festival in Madison, Wis,, on Thursday last, Whaat
events have been crowded into this man's life! When
lie was buip, Frederick the Great, now a historical
charaeter, wis 0B the throne, Austria was engaged
in # furiets war, and Avson was making Lis remack-
able vovage aroind the world,  He was n ** chusk of
a boy ' when Franklin made his great discoveries in
electiicity, of which the electric telegraph is the re-
sult,  At'the time of Braddock s defeat he was as obd
ss nny o lnd who earied a musket under the lead of
Washifgton twonty years later. e was twenty-five
viears of age when resistance to the Stamp Act in
Mussnchusetts began, and was gualified by his years
to cecupy 8 seal in the fint Colwinl Congress in
1765, Hé might have sccompanied Boone in his ex-
ploration of entucky—n State that now coot
wore than a millon of r:nple. Had be f““ to Burope
when he was over thitty years of age, he might have
seen nud heard Huome, Burke, Juhnson, Pitt, Gold-
cmith, Voltaire, Klopstock and Lessiog-—all long sinee
dend ard historieally valued by their successors.  He
wis & mivdle-aged man, o the full \'i.ﬁut of life, when
the war of [ude pendonee closed, and Washigton wos
President of the United Statea, 11+ zaw the rise and
opening of the Freneh Bevolution; he was a witness
of the whole carver of Napoleon, e was old—more
than three score and ten —when Hull surreodered at
Detruit: yet, how fow who were there then live to tell
the story tow ! He bas seen this countey grow from a
cuilection of Evglish, French sand Spavish colonies,
contalpivg o population of less than two millions, to
the ravk of @ firstsclues power,  But in one hundred
and seventeen years what has he not seen !

State's Prison tor life, under commutativn of seutence

Sharpe bud twoe brothers and two sisters, inc'uding
the oie vow in the Peoitentiary; Johnson had four
sisters atd four brothers; the paruts of both are all
Lsitg yet, but po relative, or oven asquaitance whe
knew fhom before they committed the wunder, wad
te them in their last trying hour.

After those whose duty or privilege it was had
scconted to the platform of the scafluld, Shendl Job
brietly addrvsses the assembied minltitade.
