According to the latest accounts at the Iudian
Bureau from the Yellow Medicine Agency, the

hostile feelings of the Indians are subsiding. Four

thousand annuity Indians were friendly, but two

thousand others came uninvited aud expressed sym¬
pathy with Ink-pa du-tah. The hostile Indians had
forced the Agent to surrender the squaw of Ink-pa-
du-tah's son. No volunteers will be ordered against
the Indians, unless required by the special agent.
Governor Cumming will probably not depart for

Utah before September. The Administration is

quite well satisfied with Mormon affairs, as they
stand.
Herran has not asked the United States to oc¬

cupy the Isthmus, or made any specific proposi¬
tion. He has, hewever, assured Gen. Cass, iu

general terms, tbat his Government wishes to set¬

tle tbe difficulty. He presents some New-Grauadian
claims to irdemuity, but intimates a willingness to

pledge the railroad tax for ten years in settlement
of American claims. There are two parties ia

Panama, one of which desires separation from Pan¬

ama, and an independent Provincial Government
nuder tbe protection of the United States.

wandering Apache who now desolates it. Our efforts
constantly at tbe heels of these Apaches force them
further west, crowding them upon more western na¬

tions, who report their mountains inundated with new

peoples forcing their way with rifle and revolver.
Lord Napier had an interview with the Secretary of

State to-day, relative to the seizure of the alleged
slaver Pauchitu by the English vessel of war Sappho.
I understand the isetretary explaiuod everything satis¬
factorily to hi* lordship.The Cabinet will hold their regular meetings during
the absence of the President. There was a special
meeting to-day, and considerable routine business was

disposed of.
An interesting incident occurred to-day in the offico

on Indian affairs. A treaty was concluded and signed
by the Commissioner and a delegation of Ottawas
from Kansas, by which this band of Indians surrender
their tribal character and become citizens of the
UBtted 8tatee.

The special agent sent to pay off the annuity In¬

dians at the Yellow Medicine, three hundred milt's
west of St. Paul's, reports that six thousand In¬
dians were assembled at that point, of whom f*ur
thousand were supposed to be Sioux entitled by
tieaty to pensions. The remainder appeared to be

Bluekfeet aud band* not recttgnized in tbe treaties

of the Vnited States. The agent had but thirty
seldiers in the vicinity, and requested further pro¬
tection. Ciipt. Sherman's batteries moved up to
his support, aud, under the orders of the War De»
pertinent, from six hundred to one thousand men

will *oon be concentrated in the Territory.
Much ill-feeling prevailed amoug tbe tribes, and

they clearly sympathized with Iuk-ps-du-tuh end his
hand of cut-throats.

HOW AMERICAN CHILDREN ARE BADLY
BROUGHT UP.

Newport and Saratoga are called, or considered to

be, the right places for children. It is so, and it is
not so. What they gain in health they lose in almost
everything else. I am always attracted toward chil¬
dren. I adore nurslings and infant*, provided they
are kept clean and nice. Bnt I do not dare approach,
those a little older, tLey are so awfully mannered.
Sadness tills the mind, to see bow early infantine play¬
fulness and grace are frost-bitten, aud wither even

before budding. The pa.-sion for jewelry is insiil'ed in
the cradle. It is disgusting to see nurslings with rings
and bracelets, and so on upward through all grada¬
tions of age. It is specially American, and we must

suppose this farhion i« borrowed from tbe Iudians.
Then again, before they can spell or read fluently,
they " polk,'' and are put bodily through the deform-
ing manipulation of the daneing-maste-r, a* if the
dancing matter could give that genuine graceful
deportment which the French call Uiine. Their little
embryo minds and hearts are already poisoned with
coquetry and love of show . They have txir<.r (an

expression considered vu'gar, and nowhere used in

Europe), receive calls, bouquets, make appointment";
rivalry and envy iu their uglie.-t »hupe early take pos¬
session of their souls. For y ears I hav e observed this
disease all over tbe country, in all cities where I have
seen society. Above all, it i* painful to one'» feelings
at hotel* and watering places. When I see here, in
the evenings, in the parlors, rows of these little dolls
and fops dressed, ribboneu,jeweled, fanning them -elves
monkey-like, in imitation of the elder part of society, I
feel an almost irresistible itching iu tbe fingers to pinch
their mammas. Nuiserie- seem not to exist in Aiu»r-
ica. In this respect, the manner of bringing up chil¬
dren i* far superior all over the Continent of Europe.
There children are kept children as long as possible,
and all care of parents and families is bestowed to
watch over the tender blossoms, and preserve them
from the heating, unwholesome influence of parties
and motley company. It was so once likewise in
England, until the bad example given by the reigning
Queen, who, in her over-fondness for her numerous

progeny, origiuatcd, or at least made fashionable,
these juvenile parties, in which children, fully equip¬
ped io all the freaks and oddities of groam-up person*,
represent withered dwarfs. Should I follow the pre¬
vailing absurdity of classing virtues, qualities or oddities
according to race*, this desecration of infantine natur¬
alness should be called Antflo-SaxoB or English. Hut
t is a disease, and as such it may be- bumsn, or it
may result from certain combinations of social life,
extending beyond the contracted and exclusive assign¬
ment of certain attributes, to certain races. One
thing is certain, that no such bejeweled, affected,
distorted little creatures as are to he met in Amer¬

ica, in streets, public and private parlors, at juvenile
at d grown up parties, were cahed to Himself by the
immortal teacher of simplicity, lov e and sincerity.

FROM NEW-JERSEY

Carsaasyaagaae* of Tb« n. v. Tribuae.
Wtvr Mm it nt ii, N. J., July 80, 1857.

It ha* been my good fortune recently to visit
.ome of tbo lakelets of New-Jersey. In We*t Mil-
ford towntbip, Paasaic Co., i* the outlet of a very
fine sheet of water, which ha* been raised a*a re*er-

voir for tbe Morri* CanaL Previous to the Revo¬
lutionary war, the London Company threw a dam
across the stream issuing from the Long Pond Val¬

ley, intending, a* i* oaid, ic build either a forge or

furnace there, aa at Uiogwood, a few mile* further

down tbe valley. Or it rosy bate been designed aa

a rraervoir for tbe Ring wood fnrnaee in dry ».«.

.oni. 'J t ancient dam wa* a few rod* below the

present one, ai d no rvmuniita of it are to be aeen.

Twenty-five yenr* ago tbe Long Pond did rot cover

.o Urge a surface a* it now doet. The ..uttot
was nearly two milt* further up the *tream than
the pierent i ne; but eveu then the pond wa* re¬

garded ft* a beautiful object, spreading, a* it did. ao

fii ely between the mountains. The present dam ha*
raised the water ao that it covers a very lar^e -ur-

fa< e, probably double as many acres a* formerly.
For several years after the enlargement the decay¬
ing WfH*j and vegetable* bred fever», but imw

the va'let is very healthy. The W iter passes froui
the |>ond down the natural channel a* far a* P0of>
ton, at which point it is turned into the "feeder''
connected witn the main canal. The scenery in the
Long Pond Valley is exquisite. If one will asce nl
the ridge immeoiately back of tbe Preshyt^nan
Church, he will have a scene spreading out before
him nevei to be forgotten. On either side are bold
mountains, and in plain view tb? pond, whilst in

every direction are beautiful fields and meadows.
From the mount .:ns em either side of the valley the
prosp« ct i* very beautiful.
Midway in the valley there is a turnpike, which

finds its way through a notch in the mountain into
Orange County. It is a rous,h road, through reff
bold scenery. When a child, it made me sLudder
to look down the deep gorge by the roadside, to

deep indeed that the hemlock tree* were below
you. Just i - you leave the top of the mountain
going east, you ceime to a sharp turn in the road, at
which po ut a very singular occurrence took place
many years ago. A penttJ uameei Matthew San-
ford, who i* still living wr» on hi* way to church
one Sunday mormng, accompanied by hi* wife, who
had a babe in her amis. They wen« riding iu «n

oid-fashioiit d « ig, and us the horse came near that
sharp angle iu the road, he became uumauagable
and sprang oi tbe bunk into the top of a venerable
hemlock tree. Sanford seeing what wa* coming to

pass, exclaimed, " Wife. I gueae we've started for

'trmiity this time!" .Strange to say, the horse,
Sanford, hi* wile und the babe, all made their way
(*< WB through the frh ndly branches of that hemlock
to tbe rocks below without the b of life or limb
When the HUB Bai hi* wife picked themselves up,
they for some time were unable to find tbe child,
but it* cries Anally directed them to a crevice into
which it had f-lbn without any serious damage ! I
met with seven' persons who wpre well acquainted
with the facts, and I l ave ofteu aeen Sanford, the
chief actor, and always with an involuntary laugh
about hi* "starting to'taruity" through that hem¬
lock trie top. It is doubtful whether tbe fact can

be paralelled.
Thi* valley ha* been for several years tho fivorite

retreat of Mr. Cropsy, the justly-celebratt'd btnd-
leape painter. It ia said that *ome year* ago he
was sent to the valley by a gentl.'tn; n, a native of
the valley, to pnint n landscape in which his native
home should be the prominent object. While en¬

gaged in executing this order he discovered that the
valley bud many natural htautus, but none so pleas¬
ing as tbe young lady whom he afterward muried.
Thi* amiable and accomplished lady ha* accompa¬
nied her husband iu his « xtensive journey* through
this country, and several countries of Europe. Her
letters, some of which I have seen, show a keen ap-
pM'cietioii of the famous phue* and scenes through
which she ha* passed in the Old World. Altogether,
the mountain girl has doue no little honor to her
native hi me. She is now with her husband, spend¬
ing several years in London
A few uules from the Long Pond is a place known

ns Rirjawood, which is hi mew hat famous in the his¬
tory of this region. Some yeurs before the Revolu¬
tion, probably is early at 17C.U or 17»i.">, "tbe Lon¬
don Company " wn* formed, which secured, by grant
or purchase, large tracts of land at Chniiottciiburgii,
nine miles south of West Milford, Rugwood, some

eight mile* oast *«f West Milford, and Pompton,
about midway betweeu Ringwood and Paterson.
The main object of tho Company was to manulae-

turo iron. The first manager of the Company in this
eiuntiy was said to be John Jacob Foesoh, after¬
ward the owner of the Mount Hope Furnace in
Mi rris County. Under hi* direction a furnace wn*

luilt at Cbarlottenburgb, another at Riugwood.
another at Winockie, and still another at Pompton.
These furnaces were small affairs compared with
these built iu our day. The manat/pruent of Mr.
Foescbdidnot please bis employers, whoMperBSded
him by sending Robert Frskine, eta]., to tike
bis place. Ibis Mr. Frskine was the *ou of a

Scotch clergyman, and having gone into business,
made a failure. I have *een some letters addressed
by hi* mother to her "dear Kobie,'' which are very
alii ctionatc in style and M holesome It matter. Mr,
Fiskine was noted as a mathematician in his day,
and made many curious calculation* and draft*,
which are still in existence. Occasionally, also, he
wrote ina humorous vein for some ol' the London
BtTwroapere, and some of the rough drafts in the e

article* are yet to be seen.
Mr. Frskine must have come to this country

about I77J. Copies of many letters to his employ,
eis in the old country are still in existence, and very
soi n after he came he tegBfl to noiify hi* corre¬

spondent* at home of tbe spirit w hich w as .pervading
all ( hisse* in thi* c>unlry. Some of thi se letters
aie deeply interesting, as shewing what the jieo-
ple thought and how they felt before the wai
c< me on. One thing is v.i rtli noting a* remarkable,
that Frskine espoused and defended the Auiouc u

ride (4 the dispute with great warmth. Af'er the
war cdi.menced he became "g' Dgnpher" to fie
aiity, and I am quite sire I brtve seen a copy of hi*
BlBp Ot NeW-.Jeleey dialled for the U*e of Wash¬
ington. He was also commissioned a* a captain iu
the army, and perhaps ro*e to higher rank. Iiis
positii ii a* the manager of those an«it iron-works
gave him the control of" many men, so that he bad a

ci mpany enlisted from them, the air.ingeiiieiit boiii_r
that thi* company was not to be called out, eleeut
in cases of absolute necessity. He and his men did
good service to the country , and his name ought to
be held in kindly remem bra nee for bis zeal iu »err¬

ing his new ly-adopted country.
Mr. Frskine and his amiable lady.they hud BO

children.resided at Bhagwood, in a mansion which
combined elegance aud strength. It was furuo.he I
with such stout onk« n door* and shutter* a* to be
considered proof again«t all the ordinary nrmsol'
assault. I have often conversed with aii old holy
who said that rich pe< pie for many mile* around
w ere accustomed, in dangerous times, to carry their
silver plate to Frskiue's house for stfe keeping.
This fact excited the cupidity of a g-ng of robber*
who infetted that regmu, being led by one Claudius
Smith. Traditions difler a» to the manner in which
tbe house was entered. One tradition say* that one

of the gang begged and obtained leave to «Lay all
night in the home, and, after the family were asleep,
that he let in his confederates. Another tradition
says that they caught a young man employed a* a

clerk by Frskine, ami compelled him Io go tithe
door ol the mansion with *ome stoty which induced
the inmates to open tbe door, when the villains
rushed in. Still a third tradition assert* that Smith's
gang bad nothing to do with the robbery, which
wa* perpetrated by men in the vicinity and in
Fiskine * employ. It is said that Frskine believed
the latter «tutement, and that h» hud reason to
know that one Boheoch led the affair.
At this time it is difficult to say note the robbery

was committed, but it is certain that it wa* com¬
mitted during Frskiue's ab*ence. and that the rob¬
bers found very considerable amounts of booty.
Frskine dienl before the conclusion of the war, and
wni buried not far from the Ringwood mansion,
wheie bis monument i* still to be aeen in a good
state of preservation.

This sphndid property, after the Revolutionary
wur, was sold, and a very oonsiderabk) part of it
was purchased by the late Martin Ryeraou of Pomp-
t< ii, Ihe father of Peter and the Hon. Martin John
Ryerson, who recently owned Ringwood. The
latter e»t«te ha* been purchased by Cooper &
Hewitt ot Trenton, and i* said to be a very valu¬
able property by rea*»ui of its extensive aud excel¬
lent iron bed*.
