DEATH OF AVQVSTB COMTE.

In the death of Augutte Comte, which is announced

by the last forI ign arrival, Kurope ban loet one of it*

most profound and independent thinker*, a»d science
a cu'tivatcr surpa'se-d by uone in paas.oaa'e devotion
to truth, in cameat fincenty of research, or in boldness
and ten*' ify of grasp, if not in comprehensiveness of
v'fion. We are not the follower* of Comte, as a

pl.j'ci-opbical teacher. Hi* system in our opinion,
labors utder palpable nnd important defect*. Ilia
method was wat ting in lucidity, his range of intuition
was comparatively limited, atd hi* style of exposition
w«» a* remarkable for the absence of symetry, as for
it* strirgent demands on the intellectuality of the
student. Hat we honor Comte f>r hia lofty scientific
aims. He was intent on reducing tbe pursuit of truth
n> a practical reality. Ho sought to harmonize tne

acquisition* of ages by clearing away the
tubliish from tl I products of wisdom. It was

his ta k to undertake t^e analysi- of error, to develop
the law of its geBCBla, and to drive it away from the
field of scientific research. In tbe spbeic of physical
oicts, fie Positive Philosophy of Comte pre-ents a

clue of inestimable value to the explorer of natoro.

It was lop.' before be found fit kpprot at ton, but he
did not taste of death until he had commanded the
homage of great and aoble minds among his cotetnpo
rniie.s..The details of Coisto'l Ufa are extreilisly
n ager. We have recently published a description
of some of the most interesting passages in his
history, which nasy Of OUT readers will remember.
Comtc was lx.rn, Jan. Pi, 1?!>3, in Montpellier, the
beautiful city in tbe touth of France,*which la* long
1 con famous as the resort of A r.eriein and British in¬
valids in quest of health. At tbe age of sixteen he
entered the Polytechnic School in Paris, and for the
rest of his life made that city his permanent residence.
Ho early exhibited a decided predilection for mathe¬
matical .-fudits, and in 1832 became a teacher in taa'

branch of acienoe at the seminary in which he had
been educated. The germs of the Positive Philoso¬

phy, with which his came ll identified, were published
us early r» 1890, in a periodical of which he wat one

of the ooilaboratora. Af «r the RerolatJoa of July,
1830, he formed an intimacy v\:th the St. Si¬

nn naps, and for some time was inbtied with ad-
mitatiofl of the blUHOBl discoveries wbjeh they elai lied
for their master. Hut Cotnte was not the man to em

brace tbe *y*tem of another mind. He boldly follow¬
ed bis owi Dour** of inquiry and deduction, of which
he presented the flrti fruits to the world in tbe " Posi¬
tiv o Philosophy.' the fm: volume of which was pub¬
lished in 1839, and has sioeobooi succeeded by severe'
others. I'pon the divulging of w hat were considered,
linger the scientific etiquette of hi* time, as audacious

specu'ftfiors, be lost hij position as a public teacher,
and for several years di p tided for r supsoit on giving
priante lessens in the i udimeiits of matbematies. Of
late, a few of his- discip'e» in different countries, unwill¬
ing tl at the power* of so orea( a man should be wanted
la ntch humble labors for a livelityvod, bad secured to
him nn annual stipend which suflic-d for the modest
wants and simple habits of a phlloeopbcr.
