THE RIGHT TO ¥OTE.

It will be perceived that the act of Congress is clesr
and explicit un this subject. It prescribes the qualii-
cations vnly of those who '* aha!l be entitled to vote at

it is certain, thew, that the question now raised as
regards the pretended right of persona to vote wiio poe-
sees the requisite qualifications, under the act of Cou-
Em.m for voting at the first election, but are excluded

y subsequent Lerritorial legisiation Low in force, han
10 foundation whateve: in law, ard such votes wonld
be wholly illegal. Under these circumstances, I trust
that no ore will attempt to vote who is excluded by
the Territorial law; aod if such illegal attempt i
mede, such 8 clear violation of the act of Congress nod
of the lawa of this Tersitory will be arresiod and pre-
veuted by the judges of the eleetion,

THE TERRITORIAL TAN.

While the tax remaius, the qualification applies no

more to the election in Octover than it does to the
election of delegates to the Convention, because it
was dropped in boil acte, and becnuse we have no
yight to inse rt & wost important provision that is thas
omitted by the Legislature, and because it la 8 settled
rule that in inlmgwtirg statutes that, if the Logisla-
ture bad intended in either case, in presccibisg the
qualifications, and all the qualifications of voters, to
superadd oue that one that was inserted io & precading
law, they would bave repeated the restniction in &
subsequent statute, How eazy wes it for the Legidla-

AN ESCAPE FROM SALT LAKE.
S lits.

The following parrative is from the pea of Jobn
Davies, 8 young Welshman, who emigrated to Salt
Lake with his family about two years ago from Maesteg,
South Wales, It i takes from a private letier, dated
Council Bhufls City, lows, June 2

“ | guess you are anxios to krow the reason why
I left Salt Lake. 1sball try, in the ficst place, to la-
form yon what a man must dy to ba a Mormon. He
wust give himeelf, his family, and all his ions
ever to Brighsm Young, and then he'll have to give
the tenth of ail bis income—the tenth day’s work—and
he wust keep from two fo ten wivea If he don't
agree to these things, he had better quit; but by doiog
#o be is in darger of losing his life every minute, for
thelz would rather kill him than iet him be the mesos
of letting the world know how things are in their
midst. Many bave beenabotdownin trying to escape.
I have seen €ozens shot down on the street; and
tbres days before I left 1 eaw threa persons
killed merely because they intended to escs
they were sliot down in & place called Nprin;d:\led-.
while they were preparing their trunks to leave. Thia
tock place about ¥ o'clock on a Sunday morsi g,
within fitty yarde of the gates of the city.” The first
wae & yovog man called William Parish; he reccived
seven balls in his body, The second was his father,
aud the third was & man called Pottor, whose body re-
ceived af maoy a# fitecn balls, The old man was

ierced ip the back, sud his throat cut ip three dif-
erent places. 1 saw them lying down, and I could
gutne the persons who killed them.  Brigham Youog
bias got men for this prpese.  Their wumber is four
hundred. They are called the * Destroyicg An-
ale,*  Their captain’s name is William Hickman,
and the secovd in commend is Porter Rockwell,

“The wealls arcund the eity are 1) foet high, and
they are surroncded by s deep and wide wost. The
city is entered by four gates, which are watched in
the night time. The gates are so parrow that only
ove vehicle cap pass through st once. The * Destroy-
ing Apgels” go out om the plains in the Spriny, in
order to intercept those who may escape frow the
city. Many left on foot last Janunry, Tbey sleep Ly
Aay and travel by pight, 1 know of men snd women
who bave tiaveled this way—the men dressed as
woren and the women &8s men, 1 oame across some
who were very short of food; the Little they had they
gave to the women, end the meu were prucipally sus-
tained by the women's milk !

+ 1 Jeft Salt Lake City on the 17th of April, in com.
R'ar'}' with two We'shmen and an African. ‘The few

ormens who knew of our iotentions said that we
would pever reach the States alive, but1 told them
that | was determined to try, whatever would oceur.
Ou Saturday, (the day after we left) we had traveled
thirty miles from the city when we saw three men fol-
lowitg ue, They were sent by the authorities of the
city 1 eateh ns.” The name of one was Patrick Linch,
an Jrishmau I'? birth and Secretary to Brigham Young,
T1is mean fived his revolver at me, but the ball went by
withont hurting me. They tuen came near us on their
heises and ixquired our pames, and whea we refused co
toll them. they swore that they would blow * our damned
binins out.’ With that, one of them raised his revolyer
86 if he was goicg to use it—he hadl one each side of
the saddle. 1 then took out my revolver aad told
bitn to fire if he liked. I had six revolvers with me,
and a1itle, cootainizg in all thirty-seven balle, An-
otker barl was then fired at me, which whistled by my
Jeft ebeck, | then fired at biw, and one ball hit him
on the leg and snothier on the stoulder. (My friends
by thix time bad Tun in the woods, and I was left to
fight it out myself.) 1 then loe: my footing, and one of
the men run &t e with a knife and cut my belt acd
took four of wy revolvers. [ had the other two hid
in wy boote. I get hold of oae of them and fired, and
succecded i keeping them off for eeme time, il 1
bad & chance to rus to the wouds, where I got dn s
¢lstarce of my friends,

 We contibued to travel that day ard the following
pight, and succee in reaching & plase called Fort
Bridger, which is one hundred thirtven milos from
the Valley> The usiuber of our pursgers had sow io-
creased fo twenty, and we bad to put to the woods
sgniv. We traveled till night, and wete =0 fortunate
as to mect a Lost of frendly Indians, who gave ue
bufialo meat to eat, The next day we overtook a
cumber of wagons, known as Mrs, Babbit's train, in
pumwber twenty-eight. [ wae hired to drive one
wagon, which was drawn by six moles. We had some
tronble with & lotof Indiazs called the ** Crow Tribe,”
They were well armed, and about a thousaud sironz.
About six hurdred shots came iuto our tents. We
killed abeat thirty Indians, and they killad Eve of our
