and the butchery was stopped.  An inquiry into the
matter has ended very unsati-factorily. In s general
order, Gen, Outram has declared it certals that the
murdesers were of the 10th; but the evidence a« to
the actual partics was so unaatisiactory that nc one
bas been convieted, This i ot all: Gen Wilson,

truth and justice that we should ascertaio every faoct
ealeulated to refute or eonfivm the concinsions derived
from the face of the pspers, Accordingly, we went
to the precicet of Oxiord (which is & villaga with six
houses, including stores, and without & taver), and
ascertained from the citizens of that viclnity, and es-

cially those of the handsome sdjacent village of
New-Sauta Fe in Missourt (separated only by a streat
and containing aboit twenty kouses), that altogether
not more thow one tenth the number of persons repre-
serted to have voted were present on the two deys of
the elertion—much the smsller number, pot evcesding
thinty or torty, being present on the fast doy, when
more than fifleen hundred votes are represented as
heving been given. The peopls of Oxford, as well as
the se of the neighboriug village of Santa I'é, were ns-
tounded at the maguitude of the return; and al per-
sous of all parties, in both places, treated the whole
affair with derision. or ivdigoation, not having heard
the alleged result until several days after it bhad oc-
curred.

In the consse of our journey to apd from Oxford, we

We learned that sume very
few pereot #, baving eabins on the Reserve in Johnson
county, ruil clabinivg a residence thersin, though gen-
erally abeont, had voled wt some of the precicots in
that ceunty ; but we are convinced that but a very in-
considernble number—not reaching, we believa, one
burdrec—eof Missonrians or other persons havieg no
adinitted 1ight to vote, did cla'm or attempt to exer-
vise that vight any where witain that county. The
ople of Missouri cannot be justly charged with any
interference in the late election; nor are they in any
degree complicated with the evidently fraudulent re-
turn: mode from the precinct of Oxford, Those re-
tures, eyond all doubr, are simulated and ti titious,

| nder these cireumstacces we do not fesl embar-
racsed by mny technical ditficalty, 84 to vur right to go
behind the returns,  We hold the returns thymaselves
to be defective in form and in snbstauce, and thers-
tfere icadmissable, We go behind them and taqgnire
into the facts, cnly for the purpose of amyg
whether by these valld oljections to the mere re-
tnroe, onr rejectlon of thew will have the effec: of
deteating the will of the people, rought to be fairly ex-
pre:ted at the polls. In the event of such consequences,
we might hesitate to reject 8 vots upon any defect of
form, bowever essential in law, By’ ic the presont
case, we feel onrvelves hound tomdhere to the very
letter of the law, in order to dsfeat o gross and palpadie
(raud. The sousideration that cur own p.lmhy this
