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TH TRIAL OF COUNT MIGLEON.
From Our Own Correspendent.
Paris, Och. 22, 1567,

Among cotemporary French eelebritios Count
Migeon to-day stands in the first renk. Xe is an
extemporary celebrity. A year ago his name was
aa little known, out of his own district, as that of
apy other of the peaseful members of the Legis
lative Body; to day it is—we will not ssy a house-
hold, but—a café and workshop word, frequent in
the mouthe of all men. But celebrity is not the
omly change that has of late befallen the name of
Migeon. A year ago he wea a ‘' membar in grod
standing” of the Corpe Lagielative, that is, what fo:
six previous years, he had consistently been, a
thorough Napoleoniei; that is, & model of tha moral
aad political virtues; invited by the Emperor to
dine st the palace, courted and sdulited by the
Prefect and lesser officials of the Department of
the Haut Rhin. To-day these very officisls
bear resdy testimony to bis want of neacly every
virtue, snd to a lepg catalogue of Yie vices, dsfocts
and legsl offensee.

1 spoke briefly in my Iast of Migeon's trial, which
was then going on It will soon appear why [
recur to it and make of it the prominent thems of
this letter, as it ie the prominent theme of intersst
in Fraoce.

1 any render bue followed e thus far he will
please remark that the two preceding paragraphs
present 8 number of facts, earefully puritied from
coloring or iuference, the exact truth of which is
undisputed by any party.

Count Migeon, then, 18 to be tried on these charges,
for baving carried iilezally his election.  Sizty wit-
neeses ure called by the prosscution. Maoy of them,
most of them whoee testimony carries weight, are
5nmernment. officials, including the Prefect of the

epartment, the Sub-Prefect, magistrates, mayors,
police agents, ete. The two first-named and several
of the others were, until the eve of the elec-
tion, personal scquaintances aud, ostensibly, even
intimate friends of M. Migeon ecertain of the
most damning parts of their testimony could only
have been obiained by virtue of their intimate rela-
ticus with him. Oce of them, for instance, M.
Baillehache, government prosecutiog stterney,
swears positively that on & certain occasion (the
yoar proceding the election, observe) he mw the
decoration of the Legion of Honor on M. Migeon's
breast: he could not be mistaken, for ke went up to
that gentleman, aud, beginning with some compli-
mentary phrase, carried un & conversation with him
for the sole purpose of examining this decoration,
which it was unlawful for the Count to wear, and
which it was his officinl duty to prosecute him for
wearing. Notice, by the way, that this gentlemanly
procedure took place at a par -\T&ﬂﬁ.lj" the Pre-
fert in his own house, where Migeon and Baille-
hache were gueste.

Sull, the reader will observe, I confine myselfl to
& statement of undisputed facts. Coming now to
the mass «f testimony and the pleadings of adyo-
cates, which cannot be quoted entirs, nor intelligibly
compreesed within the limits, I must necessarily
mirgle opinions with facts. Neitbher shall inteation-
nil{ be colored by prejudice.

f all the testimony offered by the prosecation
wereto be taken without qualifisation, it would
prove—beside many other things, of which I shall
speak presently—that M. Migeon’s indisoreet frionds
bad been guilty of uttering promires, threats and
faleo reports; thut be had been guilty of insulting &
gendarme sud a mayor (who had acted most treach-
erously towerd him), and of wearing & decoration
that did ot rightfully belong to him. It would be

were; ong of ench kind muy suffice as pample:
promise— that if M. Migeon were elected the work-
ing man's duy would be only ten hours long, but if
Nizolle were elected it would be fourteen hours
long. A threat—that Magors who did not use their
influence for Migeon would lose their offices. A fulse
report—that the Administration of the Department,
but not the Emperor, was opposed to M. Migeon.
Aniosult to a g'ndarme—that eaid gendarme wus
not & fit man to be shaken hands with by M.
Migeon.

he witnesses for the defense, including in their
number, it must be remembered, a greal many
mayors and parish priests, contradicted those of the
prosecution, as a matter of course. And il their
testimony were to be taken without c'ualiﬂusﬂon.
the wituesses of the State were generally mistaken,
and some of them perjured. However, by strict
technleal interpretation of the laws, one can con-
ceive that an impartial judge might wheily condemn
Migeon on the charge of cﬁ‘cul.uling false rumors in
oue instance, and nﬁu on that of circulatiog illegally,
certain printed documents For though his most indis-
creet friends did little, and be did strictly nothing
that our laws respecting elections or public opinion
with us would gravely condemn, i must not be
forgotten that French laws bearing on the
case are different—not only those lsws made since
1r52, but such as date from much earlier periods.
Oneof the severest of these laws under which, with
most show of reason, the acoused might be con-
demned, the law on colportage namely, was earnest-
ly sustained and voted for in 1849, by Migeon him-
self, and as earvestly ulla_pmd and voted agninst by
his present el:lunt defender, Jules I'avre, then an
eloquent defender of the public liberties in the Leg-
islative Aurmb]{r.

The charges found againet Migson were plainly
but the pretext for etfecting his utter ruin as a poli-
tician and a8 a man of high social position. They
were trumped up agninst him after his unexpected
success in the election, by the influential membera of
the departmental admivistration. It was first by
their intrigues that the central authority at Paris
was misled to eubstitute for him another eandidate,
In the interest of Lhis candidate all the illegi] means
charged upon Migeon (exocepting the wearing of a
decorstion), and still others not charged upon him,
were employed, with the sanctiou of high officials,
Migeon, who seems to be & dashing, {ree-spokea,
free-handed, and withul strong-willed mav, enjoying
great personal popularity in his district, where his

charities have been  profuse, went into the
canvass with  epirit, proclimed everywhere
his devotion te the Emperor, and earri

tho day, as we have seen, by an overwhelmin
msjorify. The cabal wus iotensely vex
paturaly; the Centual Government was also vexed
ws naturally. A large number of Mayors who had
ventured to vote for Migeon were dismissed or re-
quested to eend in their resignations. 'Then this trial
is got ur; and in the course of it the prosecution,
wandaring wide awsy from the counts of the indist-
ment, tuke every means to destroy the reputation of
Migeon. His money transactions, his pecuniary
condition, his fawily relations sod inmost private
1 fe nre all brought into open court, The Procureur
In‘arrinl. with sll the aridity and more than the
malice of & villsge gossip, rakes together from secret
police re flosting scandal, private letters, mis-
tatements and misaporehensions, a mass of calumny
that, even if it were iue, has after all no legal brear-
icg on the charges, but that is for the most part
ptuven to be false. Toe virulent spirit of the prose-
culion is patent to any impartial reader of the re-
port of the trisl.

1t is but too true that, after all this irrele7an
scsrchicg into the private char:cter of Coua
Migeon by enemics who so recently are proved to
bave bouored and courted bim with dinoer invita
tiors, public laudsaticns, and private letters full o
sycophsntic phrase, the late member of the Corpa
Leginlatil aud welcome guest at the Tuileries turns
out fo be not immaculate. Bat it is also trus that
whatever was worst in hin. was perfactly well
knewn to theee adulators and persecutors loag ago

In fine, the prosecuting sttorney bas wade & bad
business worse by his unskillful management of the
care, Ho bas given an opportuity to one of the
sblest and the very wittiest Repablisan lawgers of
the French bar, ur tar pretext of defenJing his client,
to pass u soathivg criticism on the pretended free-
dom of the Inte vlections, to shew up the disgracoful
jutriguing of high- placed dignitaries, to lay bare to
public mockery the cant and sham of ** universal
sullrage " as practiced under Government pressure
ard patronage.  Every liboral journc] i the coantey
ergerly seizes upon nnd safely publistica in extenso
Jules U'avro's speech, of which thers is hardly a
paregraph that published ag editorial, would not
eonlemn Writer, manager wnd printer to fine nad im-
prisoument, Matters ave now brought to sucha
prae by the blunderiog zeal of the Procarear Impe-
rial of Colmar, and by the legal seumen and pointed
wit of Favre, that whethor Migeon be =sndewmned or
acquiited, the scandal to Goverament cannot be di-
winished.

The
lowest penalty by luw is six months. This léniency
is explnined by the fuct thut Migeon had had the
promise of the decoration in 1543, although the for-
mal papers were not sent hie. There is nothing in
this veidict which will prevent the prisoner from
taking his seat in the Corps Legialative next month.
That body must feel flattered in its dignity by such
treatment of one of its members.

W lay before our readers two games, lately played
by oar leading smateurs, Paul Morphy of New-Orleans
and Louis Panlsen of Dubuqus, Towa, These chess
batties are eharacteristic of both gentlemen, one beisg
remarkable for its brillisocy, the other for its sound-
uees; the former representing the hot blood of &
Bouthern sky, the laiter an analysis of the phlegmatio
Tenton. We publish this game of Mr, Paulsen’s with
Dr. Rapbael of Kentucky in preference to any other,
because it was played without seeiog the Board, We
think it will be found to compare favorably with simi-
lar coutests of the greatest chess celebrities.

Notwithetanding that Mr. Paalsen, in playing fve
blindfold games simuitaneously, has effscted what
never before was attempted by any man, he is not
¢ither exhausted by hia efforts, nor has he a‘tained the
limit of his powers, He states that he (sels satistiad
be could play eight games at the same time, and sseerta
that he should vot be astonished if somebody were to
play twezty. Those who have the pleasure of his
acquaintance know him to be of au exceadingly tacitarn
and modest disposition, sud incapable of speaking
otherwise than he thinks; and aa his former assertions
with respect to himeelf have been put to the test aod
proved correct, we can shide the day when he shall
attempt theee eight, satisfied that when he undertakes
it he will Fucceed.

A tomber of geptlemen in the Copgreds, as alsd
r.avy of bis acquaintance in the West, have stated
{heir belief tha® Mr. Panleen plays much better blind-
fold than over the board. He is icclined to think 2o
himeelf, sud lately expresied bimes!f as wishful of
Mr. Morphy's opinion on the subject, for which par-
pose he wou'd p'ay one game, or more if pecezsary,
with him; the Iatter over the board. It must mot be
supposed that such a facility in blindfold chess has
been sttained by practice. Ouly once befors couiing
to this city bad be played three games at s time, but
he vevertheless stated to the New York Chees Cuub
that be felt convineed ke oou'd qually well succeed in
four or five, o in three, All the chess he kmows be
has taught himeelf, and never ei joyed the opportunity
of contouding with first-elass playsrs un'il his cniry
iuto the present Congress. Paul Morphy's style, how-
ever, combines every cl t, being o charactsrizad
Ly native genius allicd with extessive stady aud re-
search, ms to partially excuse the borrib'e altempt a’
