LAST HOHDS FROM THE WEST.

Edatatlal Corrnpocder.ee of The N. T. TO nn,

('mi \i,o, 111., Jan. 11, 1868,
Since I wrote lust I have bceu us far West as

Iowa City, and am lu re on my return. Conversa¬
tions with friends who have traversed and are fresh
hVnm all the States and Territories of the North-
VVest haw but aDgbtfy modified my previous in-
prcssiotis with regard to the condition of the Peo¬
ple, My latest conclusions are as follows:

I. The quantity of Grain in the West is greater
than I had supposed. Illinois and Indiana (I think
Ohio hIso) have far uiore ytik ..i u..o o..>. a*

moment thau ever before at this season; Wiscon¬
sin probably the same; while Minnesota, thouuh
she has no surplus to export, has at least double
the product of any former year. And this crop
will go further and hold out much better than
hitherto, because there is an abundance of Prairie
lih) almosteverywhere, for want of which mil¬
lions of bushels of Grain were fed out last year.
I lie hardly found a place outside of thia city
where this Hay is not lor sale at $.1 or $ti per tun,
while it is offered in many places at $'2% to jilt.
1 was told in Iowa City that a load which had bsen
vainly offered there at all prices down to $1, wst

finally urged upon a friend of the owner for noth¬
ing, but BO declined to have it pitched into his yard.
This story may be apocryphal, but there can Isr 00
doubt of the general abundance and extreme ehaap-
nesi Of Hay throughout this region, where it sold
up in some localities even to !*70 per tun last
Spring, while thousands of cattle died for want of
it, including some who had Grain in sufficiency.
The scarcity of Stock Hogs for fattiug is calculated
to swell the surplus of (irain. Wisconsin is ban.
bag Cork by the cargo from Illinois, when sin» could
profitably make a surplus, if she only had the pigs
whereby to convert her excess of Corn into I'ork.
Most Of the Wheat remains still in the st ick, BWdit-
ing better prices, the growers having no tit storage
for it if threshed.

II. The Spring demand for Good*, and especially
for Dry Goods, throughout this region mint be very
light. The people are unable to pay for half the
usual supply, and are so harassi'd by debt that thoy
do not choose to incur any more just now. A friend
asked a tailor in Davenport how his trade bore the

general pressure. "First rate," he replied; "I
