A MAN FOUND DEAD IN THE STREET.
—_——
SUSPICION OF FOUL PLAY.

A case came before the Coroners on Saturday which
is somewhat involved in mystery, and may perhaps
prove to be a munder, although there is a probability
that it is nothing more than a fatal accident. About
3 o'vlock that morming n man, then anknown but ap-
parently a German, was found lying dead on the side-
walk, eorner of First avenue and Third street. The
remnins were conveyed to the Seventeepth Ward Sta-
tion-llouse by an officer, who called Surgeon Mott.
The ductor, on making an examination, found four
wonmls on the lips and ene inside the mouth of the
Jeensed,  On the sidewalk where the body was found
was 1 pool of blood, in which the diend man lay face
downward when first discovered, The doctor and a po-
liceman traced the bloed to the corner of First avenus
and Second street, and saw blood on an iron railing,
which rendered it probable that the wounds on the
body bad been inflicted by coming in collision with
the sbarp poiuts of the railing. The doctor was of the
opinion that the deceased, while intoxicated, had fell
pgainst the pickels, as the wounds correspond in sice
and shupe with the pointed railing.

Coroner Connery, on being notified, proceded to jm-
pannel & Jury, and cotrgnenced an lnguiry into the catse

of death,

(ieorge Lang, but Capt, Martt yesterday reperted to
Deputy-Superintendent Carpenter that he had beea

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THE STATE OF EUROPE.
From Our Owp Corpespondent.
Loxpox, Priday, Jan, 5, 1565,

The English public was most disagreeably sur-
prised by the last Indisn news,  8ir Colin Campbell
—after having rescued the garrison of Lucknow
aud sent the sick and wounded, the children and
women to Allahabad—had to evacuate, not only
the capital, but ull the Kingdom of Oude, within
the territory of which there is now no Englishman
living. 7The rescue of those wnfortunates, shut up
in the Residency for full six months, was due te
the national honor of England; but each life saved
was bought at the loss of at least two lives from
smong the troops of Neil, Havelock and Sir
Colin Campbell; and as soon as they were wafe,
all the dearly-conguered advantages of o po-
sition in Oude to ba given up once more,
In faet, the Ouda campaign ins  onl
now, and will eeftainly prove s bloody
seriously fought one.  'We had no sympathy with the
Mohammedin eonspiracy, with the treason and
wutiny of the Sepoys, with the sudden rebellion of
the Mogul st Delbi, and with the infamous mas-
sacres of Nenn Suhib; but we cannot but sym-
pathize with the Erorie of Oude, who have been
saopexed to the Eoglish dominiens by Lord Dal-
housie like a floek of sheep, and who now stand up
in a fair fight for the independence of their native
country. Though the ultimute result is indabi-
table, England appesrs in this new campuign os a
conquering power not a bit bhetter than the first
Napoleon; and though in the long mmn Sir Colin
Campbell's srmy may prove to have been the carrier
of civilization, still we must deprecate civilization
earried forward by the sword, and by the toreh, and
by the gallows. Bir Colin Campbell’s retreat, howoey-
er, and with it the prospectof having more batties to
fight, and of & strenuous national war, is not the
ouly bad news, General Windham's defeat by the
Gwalior contingent is a serious blow against the
Englith prestige. 1'or the first time from the be-
ginning of the outbreak, the Sepoys have learned
that the European troops ase not invineible, and
though Kir Colin has redeemed the honor of English
arms and dispersed the vietorious Gwalior contin-
gent, still the report of Windbam's defeat will have
strengthened the nerves of the Oude insurgents, and

rhaps stir up new defections in Ka)pootana,

Vindhism's laurels of the Redan have svon wither-
ed, the Crimean honors have been eelipsed; the
coursge of the Colonel, which gained a high name
and a rank te him, was unavailing for a command of
greater extent. Windham bas proved to be an infe-
rior (reneral.

Genersl Haveloek's death has caused universal
regret, He died on the eve of the day when Parlia-
went eonferred a Baronete him; be could not
ever kuow that beside the peosion of £100 for
good services, his country has found him worthy of
some more substantial seward.

Field-Marshal Radetzky has likewise died at the
sge of 93. Hisreputation was fuctitious. Nobody
can doubt his personal bravery: and his merits as
chief of the stafl of Field-Marshal Schwarzenbery,
in 1813-14, ere likewise undoubted, but they were
rather of a diplomsatic than of a military charaeter,
Hia great aim was to combine the operations of the
different armies seting against Napoleon; he had to
smooth down the difficulty st headquaters, where
Austrian, Russian, Prussian, Swedish, Saxon, Ba-
varien and other German Geverals and officers, with
their secret autipathies against one another, had to
be bronght into a satisfactory eombination, that no
personal squabbles, no wonuded pational vanity
should interfere with the progress of the somewhat
ipeongruous allies, He suceeeded fully in this diffi-
cult task, and his urbanity sod amenity of manners
prevented any partial collision or the breaking out of
ul-will. From 1714 to 1534 he remained, bowever,
under a cloud, for the irregularity of his private life,
He was the most recklesa spendthirifs of the Austrian
armoy, fond of gambling and of women, and Fm-
peror Francis, aiter baving twice paid tae private
debts of the General, guve him up as irreclaimable,
Pruce Metternich, however, liked the diplomatist
soldier, whose elegant vices were no blemish in the
eyes of the great Chancellor of the Empire, the de
farto ruler of Austria uuder the reign of the idi-
otie Ferdiund, Radetzky was Metternich's favorite
Geperal.  As to the Italian eampnign in 1439, i
is suliciedtly known that the l'iaﬁ‘ Marshal was
surprised by the Milan revolution and deicated as
long a® General Mepgewein was the chief of bis
stafl, Mo beeame victorious when General Nugent
on his own responsibility organized the first ar.

Sir Colin Camphel, hearing of this disaster, quitted
Lucknow for Cewnpore,  On the 7th of Decomber he
came up with the Gwalior mutineers and iotally des
feated them, copturing 16 guns, 26 carriages, an I
mense quantity of smmunition, stores, & and the
whole of their baggage., The PBritish lws in thig
action was insigpificant, only one officer bewg kiled.
