My
driver reined up on one side and took off hia hat.

I lilted mine as the King passed, looked at bim,
and he replied with a military aalute. . Hia faee
waa Ri.ghtly flushed and hie eyes bright, and I re¬

member thiiikinc that the heavy and rather stupid
air which be weare in his portraits did him injus¬
tice. But he was even then, perhaps, laboring
under that congestion which struck hiiu down the
aame night, aud from the effects of which he will
never recover.

I was gh»d when the clock struck twelve at last,
and I could leave the rattliug streets for that quiet
corner of the palace in which Humboldt lives. The
door was opened, as before, by Seifert, who recog-
eized me at once. " Welcome back !' he cried;
"we know where you have been.we have read
a'J your lettert! Hie Excellency has been quite
tick, and you will not find him eo strong aa he was

last year, but he ia in tolerable health again, thank
tod Come in, come in; he ia waiting." Opening
the doore ae he epoke, he ushered me into a little
library, on thethreehold of which Humboldt, who
bad riaen, received me. He waa el-ghtly paler
than before, a little thinner perhaps, and I ooul 1

eee that hie etep was not to firm; but the palo-blu
eye beamed aa clear au intelligence as ever, and
the voice bad aa steady and cheery a tone. H
»boob bände with the cordiality of a friend, and

after tbe firet greetings were over, questioned m .

niiButely concerning my travele in the North.
But one topic coon euggeete a hundred other',

and he wae ere long roaming at large over the
whole field of geography and climatology, touching
the farthest and darkeat regions of the earth with
The light of his atupendoua knowledge. The eheet«

of tbe new volume of Cosmos lay upon the table.
"Here ia what 1 ha\e b«en doiug. since you were

here before," said he, taking it up: "the work
will be published in two or three weeke."' "You
find yourself, then, etiii capable of euch labor? " I
ventured to ask. "Work ia now a part of my
life," eaid he; " 1 sleep eo little, and much rest
would be irksome. Day before yesterday, I worked
for tixteen hours, reviewing these sbeete." "Are
you not greatly fatigued," I asked, "after euch an

exertion.'" '"On the contrary." he replied, "I
feel refreshed, but the performance of it depends
freatiy on my state of bodily health. I am un¬

conscious of any mental fatigue." As I aaw in the
face, and heard in tbe voice, of the eplendid old
man, all the signs of a sound, unfailing intellect, I
rouidwell belie.c it. 1 had prided myself a little
on having worked w ith the brain fifteen hours a day
for tlx months, yet here was Humboldt, in hie
eighty-ninth year, capable of an equal exertion.
Tbe manner in w hich be spoke of h.e bodily

health waa exceedingly interesting to me. Hie
amd, full of vigor and overflowing with active life,
etrmed to coneider tbe body aa something inde¬
pendent of iteelf, and to watch, with a curious eye,
it« gradual decay, aa he might have watched that
of a tree in hie younger days. " I bave been un¬

well through the Summer," eaid be, "but you
mu»t not belie, e all you may have aeen in the
newepapere concerning my illness. They stated
that I wat attacked with apoplexy, but it wae only
a vertigo, which soon left me, and hat not been fol¬
lowed by auy of the usual effects of apoplexy. One
reeult, however, sbowt that my body ie beginning
to gite way. 1 have not tbe same power of con¬

trolling mj limbe as formerly, the will does not
tvem to act upon the muaclea; there it a link
brfken tomewhere. which it is probably too late to
reatore. For instance. \ery often, wheu I attempt
to walk etraight forward, I do not feel certain tha
my legt will carry me in a etraight line; they may
go either to one side or the other, and, though I
cannot notice auy real want of strength, 1 feel un¬

certain and mietruetful. For this reason. I must
bate aitietance when I go up or down etaire. Alter
bD, it ie not singular that tome parts of the ma¬

chinery thould got ruety, at my age."' Soon after¬
ward w hi.'e speaking of Thibet, be referred to a

very fine copperplate map, and I noticed that he

aid of spectadet. But then he ha* the eyes of a

youth of tw-uty years. Age may pa!-y his limbs,
b it it has never looked out of those wmdow*.

vtrv accurate eopiea of it can be obtained at a mod¬
erate price. Aa I have not only seen the orig.i.a
but the room and man that it represent", I caa ten-
tifv to its entire fidelity, and would suggest to Hum¬
boldt« admirers in America that they cannot pro-
eure a better illustration of bim. I suppose eopiea
of it will l»e sent to America for sale. Herr Mi
hausen, Seifert'« soti-in-law, who is now attached,
as artist, to the expedition for the survey of a w.ig-
on-road to the Pacific, prepared for the press, be¬
fore leaving Berlin, a splendidly illustrated work on

the Gila Country, which is now bein^' pubhihed
under the patronage of the King. It will cost about
$26 a OOpy. Humboldt himself wrote the preface,
a copy of which he gave me. He was greatly
gratified at the readiness with which OUT present
Secretary of War gave Mr. Möühausen a second
appointment.

aid Important news. The worst fears entertained
»irice our last have been more than fully realized.
The capital is banloaded and in arms; the blood of
citizens has already been shed therein; and a univer¬
sal civil war seems now to impend ujkiu thi.s distracted
and unhappy count iv.

This movement was sudden and unexpected. The
attention of ul! was turned at the time to the form. du-
bid coalition organizing in the interior; t'omonfort
teemed strong in the support of the garrisons and
people of the District; ana none for a moment dreamed
that even then two of her revolutionary plots were

fully matured and only waiting their opportunity. All
at once, on tbe evening of Sunday, tbe 9th, the city
was thrown into commotion by th. appe.ranee of two
distinct programmes, proclaiming resistance to the
new order ot thiBga, and calling the people to arms.

On* of these w as in tbe nauie of the extreme radical
or " Ultra-Puro paity, of which the Vice-Prwei.lint.
Juarez, now out of prison, is the cbiet; the Other ia
that of the Santa Anna party, now headed, singularly
enough, by Gen. Zuloaga, tbe very same man who
inaugurated the recent COUf tVileu iu the name uf
Comonlort.
The people responded according to their attach¬

ments and prejudices.or perhaps the circumstances ol
the moment. These ranged themselves on the aide o

the I itra-Purou: those under the ancient banner of
Santa Auna; while tbe remainder took sides with
tVnionfi.rt, or took no side at all. The Siutannist*
were fortunate enough in the beginning to get posses¬
sion of the citadel, tue Couveut of San Domingo, and
that of San Augusüu; the Radicals adopted a guerrilla
sort Of warfare, with a free range of tbe streets, which
they barricaded as occasion might require.while the
(Jov eminent party held the balance ot tbe city. Busi¬
ness, of course, was suspended, most of the shops
closed, and martial law ut once proclaimed.
There appeared, however, at first a sort of hesitation

to come hand to hand. Firing was kept up all over

the city, from the streets and the house-tops, but no

combined movement was made. The Santannists con¬
tented themselves with fortifying their position, and
t'omonfort hesitated; in the meantime the Kadioals
seemed to have the city all to themselves, aud con¬
tinued to fan the Hnmes of popular fury by intemperate
appeals, Like these:

THE PUEBLO INDIANS.

h rom T\t Santa h't Ga**tti cj Ja*. 2.
During the last week we have been issuing the annu¬

ity goods to the Pueblo Indians, which con»ist nearly
ot agricultural implements, far those who have
received their quotas seem very much pleased, aud
leave the agency gratified and thankful. One of the
Pueblos reiused to accept their proportion, elating
that some Mexican- had informed them it was only a
trick of the Government to get their lands, by bring¬
ing hereafter an account against them for the goods
received. Their agent endeavored to remove this
erroneous impression, but not with positive success.

They espnsssd their gratification at the offer, and
ttlfiir wiilillgnisi to be commanded by their agent u

all other business matters. We have no doubt tuat
in a abort time they will learn betfr, and come back
for their goods, as they were informed that at any
time they might change Ihe.r determination, they
could i all and get them,
There are twenty pueblos and towns, containing an

aggregate populat.on of 8,0UO eonls, immediately
within this agency. Tbey are semi-civilized, and
some of them can read and write. They are generally
quiet, industrious and sober, and till the soil for a

liv :ng. There are several pueblos called the M »

about 400 miles west of tins place, who were Dever
considered directly within this superintandency until
the Gadsden purchase. Tbey are quite prosperous.
Their housee are neatly built with stone. They have
never been vis.ted by their agent, nor have they but
once seat in a delegation. If they are not transferred
to the Navajos agency it is our intent, r. to visit them
next Spring. Out ot the twenty pueblos imraediately
recognized as within this agency, eighteen have sent
in some of their principal men to congratulate their
new agent and tender to bim their services.

rettivehotne, sein ted from Mr. Anderson * stables ia
London, w hich Mr. Kaney said ho had before handled,
w as placed at one end of the riding-house alone. Mr.
Kaney went to tbe other end, and at his command
tl e hi rtl walked quietly up to bank He then inadB
the bona lie down in theprttence of the t^ueen. when
Mr. Kaney crawled between his hind legs, aad orer

him iu various ways. Mr. Kucey theu i died the
hors. on his back. Tbe horse was afterward placed
in verioua positions, iu which it »tood without holding
aud without a bridle. A third horse, selected by Mr.
Meyers, the riding-master, as a very nervous animal,
was then brought in, and in a few minutes afterward
it was made by Mr. Kaney to do all which hatl been
doue bv the other horses. At the conclusion of thi*
e-xhibiticn of Mr. Kaney'* wonderful power over tha
horse, his Royal Highness the Prince Consort ex¬

pressed to Mr. Kuney his gratification and thank*.

by Judge Lynch'* speedy and severe coda, we nauat
admit that there are many eireurnrtaoocs to justify the
people of Noble County. They have long been cursed
Dy tbe presence of a numerous and well-organltedl
gang of scoundrels, who have set the law* at deBaace.
and whose uumber*. power and influence have fabled
them to escape- with impunity. It has beea almost
irr.potsible to convict any who might be arrented, and
to bieak up tbe gang by lawful mean* wa* impracti¬
cable. The citizen* have at length taken the matter
into their own band«, ar.d, we hope, will malt*
thorough wo.k, and rout out the entire gxng. Th*
prosperity, as well a* the reputation of the couoty de
mann* it.
A lawyer who went from thi* eify to endeavor to

obtain the liberation of the accused, wa* looked upon
a* an aecomplice, or at least aa an aider aad abettor
of the scoundrels, and wa* summarily arrested and
confined w ith hi* *uppo*ed confederate*. After being;
held ia durance two or three day*, he wai liberated,
axd dodged back at a 2:40 speed, a wiser and a better
man, glad to find bis neck unstretehed. even though
minus his expected fee. If thi* method of treatise all
who give aid and comfort to the rascals is rigidly
earned out. we have strong hope* tbat the band will
he t horoughly routed, and Noble County be effectually
cleared of those who have beeu so long a terror and
anLoyance to it* good citizen*.
