propriste heads, so that the collectors and merchants
van readily learn and understand what is and what is
pot law. Laws directly repealed are excluded, and
tlioss repealed by implication are repealed. Such
additions o~ are nacessary to give efficiency to the re-
mainder, are made. Very few chisnges are intro-
duced, and those few are to conform the law to the
prevailing commercial practice,

DPEATH OF JUDGE KANE.

From The Philadelphia Evening Ruiletin, 224,

The Houv. John K, Kane, Judge of the United
States District Court for the Eastorn District of P'enn-
aylvania, died about ¥ o'clock last evening, at his resi.
dence, Fern Rock, on Green-lane, Twenty-second
Ward. He had been suffering for some days from a
severe attack of pnewmonin, the fatal termination of
which had been snticipated by all who attended him.
John Kintzine Kane was born in Philadelphia ahout
the year 1795,  He wasa son of Juhn Kane, whose
fatlier emigrated from Ireland in the year 1756, His
mother was & Mies Von Hennselaer of New-York.
He was edpented at Yale College, and then studied
{aw in Philadelphia, in the office of the late Jud
Hopkinson, On the 8th of April, 1817, he was ad-
mitted to the har, and soon took rank among its mem-
bors a4 ope of the most promising of their num-
bar. He waa originally a Federalist in politics,
but in the Jackson times he gave in Lis sdhbesion
to the Democratic party, and was elected by them
severnl times to the State Legislature, He was aiso
at one time their candidate for Mayor, and held, for a
time, the office of Uity Solicitor, Tn 1815, he was ap-

inted, by Gov. Shunk, Attorsey-General of the
State., Thi= ofce he resigoed in June, 1916, when, on
the decense o ge Randall, of the United 8tates
Distriet Conrt, President Polk appointed him to il
the vacancy. This office he continued to hold up to
the time of his death. Mra, Kane, who survives him,
was Miss Jane Leiper, 8 descendant of Thomas Leiper,
of the Revolution. A dsughter and three sons also
suivive. The latter are Col. Thomas L. Kane, who
is mow in Californin, K. Patterson Kane, esq., & mem-
ber of the bar and of the Common Council of this city,
and Dr. Jehn K. Kane, who accompanied the search-
ing expedition sent out in quest of the second Aretic
expedition of the late Dr, Kaue, and who is now iu
Parie.

Judge Kane was & gentleman of fine abilities, n
good lawyar, and & learued judge. He was also an
areumplinhe:l belles-lettres scholar, and an adept in
the graceful accompiishments of society., Few men
of our acquaintance were more courtly in maoner, or
better caleulated to impress upon the observer the
idea of & perfect gentleman, Whether at the bar, on
the bepel, in political life, or in scciety, he never for
an ipstant lost hiz self-posseasion, or was betrayed
into o pude word or a display of temper, He wasa
member of various artistic awd #cientific societies,
such s the Musical Fund Society, the Academy of
the Fioe Arts, and the American Philosophical So-
viety, and exercised Ligh influence iu ull of them,
However men 'may huve differed from hua on politi-
cal questions, there are pone that will deny him the
possession of most winning social qualitics, and of
grest fitmness and teoscity of purpose in everythiog
tiat Lie undertook.

Tur Poptearrs oF Wasnisaros.—Rembrandt
Peale, the venerable painter, read 8 paper last eveniog
before the Historical Society ou the Portraits of Wash-
ington. He exhibited a copy of & portrait of Washing-
ton painted by his father when Wasbington was but 41
years old—the first portrait for which he ever sat. The
old man subsequertly painted three winiatures at dif-
ferent times, axd several wholelengths and busts.
Washington was sitting fur one of these winiatures
when he received the pews of the surrender of Bur-
govoe, He himseli remembered seeing him often in
Philadelphia, and ofteatimes after ke had met him
once he would run around a square to meet bim again.
Washington would say to bim sometimes, * How is
your good father! " To Houdon's cast of his head, &
projection of the chin and an elevation of the head
gave a theatrical air. Mr. Peale exhibited & colossal
mopvehrome of & profile which be had corrected from
Houdon, and which certainly expressed something
grander than the portraits. Of the portraits by his
‘ather he thought the eyes and nose were too small.
Iuthe portrait painted by Mr, Pine the head was evi-
dently too small, Mr. Peale had the opportunity of
watching Washington when sitting to his father i
13805, In 1795 Washington sat to him and Lis father
at the same time, On the day that Le sat to Stoart &
set of clumsily-carved ivory teeth had been fitted into
bis mouth, which were ultimately rejectad, aud Stuart
suid he found Lim the most difficult wan he had ever
attempted to epgage io conversation. Washipgton was
sitting to him about the same time, lut Lie sat with his
old teeti—a set pow in possession of Mr. Hamis of
altimore. While he was sitting some forged letters
were publighied which were alleged to have been taken
from & runaway slave of his. These had been going
the rounds for two or three days, nobody dariog to ssk
bim ebout them. To Mr. Peale's cousteruation his
uncle asked Washington about it while he was sitting
to him, in this abropt way:

 Geperal, did you write those letters

For a few seconds Washington was silest, which
Mr, Peale interpreled as a just rebuke to his uneie's
rudencas, At last he said:

“ I never lost any letters. No servapt of mine ever
ran away from me;  and then be changed the subject.
In two hours this was koown all over the ¢ity, aud the
ory pettled forever.

Mr. Peale then gave an mocount of the p

MEETING FOR THE RELIEF OF TIHE
POOR IN BROOKLYN.

—y

A meating called for the purpose of faking nacessary
measures for the relief of the suffering poor in this
city, was held in the Governor's Koom of the City
Hall lnst evening. There was a good attendance of
wealthy citizens, and others who felt an interest in
the matter.

On motiou of Mayor Powrri, ex-Magor George
Hull was called to t{e chair, and Daniel P. Baroard,
v#l]., was appointed Secretary.

The Cuarrmax stated thaf the object of the meet-
qu was to learn what had been done by the ** Society
“for Improving the Condition of the Foor," and what
they were still doing tor their relief, when he called
upon the Recretary of the Society, Mr. Emnes, to
minke his report. 3

My, Eases stated that the distributions of the So-
ciety had this year commenced much earlier than in
other years, owing to the financial condition of the
country. Formerly the distributionscommonced about
Januaty, but this year it was found pecsssary Lo com-
wence about the 10th of October., The amount dis-
nibuted already is $7,000 66, Receipts, $5,500 10,
Leaving a balapce of debt of 81,5002 06, Thisamount
bas been expended chiefly in food and fuel, To ad-
dition to those relieved in'this manner 71 families Lnve
been assisted in paying their rent. Mauy families
have been sssisted in removing Lo the country, where
they could be made more comfortable. Most of those
relieved are Americans. The estimated weekly ex-

naes {or the next five weeks will be, as feras can

who, with their daughters, have had employment in
New-York, and on account of the stagnation of busi-
nese, or fuiluze of their employers, Lad Leen thrown

out of work.
The CHatRMas offered a few remarks, concluding

with an earnest appeal for assistance, and read a
pumber of letters from persons who had been assisted,
to show their character.

Mavor Powgrs stated that thers were, undoubt-
edly. n lsrge number of persons in a sufferiog condi-
tion in the city, and samong them there were persons
who could not apply to the Superintendeots of the
Poor. What was most wanted was sction instead of
speeches, A letter was read from Moses S, Beach,
esq,, of The New-York Sum, inclosing & vheck for
$100.

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DISEMBARKATION QF ELEPHANTS AT
CALCUTTA FROM BURMAH.
—n L
Corrmpoudecce of The Loudos Duily News,
Cavcoera, Dae, 21, 1857,

Two cargoes of elepbaots fram Burmah bave been
landed at Calcutta since the last maid l+f. oo ar-
rived in the ship Tubal Caio, consisting of (wenty
elaphants; the other in the via, and namberad
fifty clephsuts. The process of hoisting these most
gigantic of existing quadrupeds from their hertha ou
board ship, and gettung them oo shors, was a novel
and «urious sight, The arrival of the elepliania was
wentaned in the newspepers, aod many persous were
attracted to witness their disembarkstive. It took
place at ‘the Goversmect dock-yard, about balf a
mile below Fort William, Strange to say, there is go
wharf at this dock-vard alongside of which the ves.
salz could be brought, so that they Lisd 1o be moored
shout filty yards off from the shore, They were, how.
ever, brought near a jetty at the estremity of which
is o Inrge crane, and by means of this ernne, and Lhe
tackle on board ship, all the elepliants were safely
Inpded. The first party in the Tubal Cam wore lsaded
in 8 somewhat diferent manser froes the other o the
Belgravia. When the apimals wera howstad np fiom
between dorks, the hoisting tackle was connercted with
the crane chains, and the crane baing then turned
slowly round, each elephant in succession was lowered
aud deposited oo the bank of the river. This plav
gave too much liberty to the elephants after reactvng
terra firma: for, as some of them chose to indulgs
a roll and hath in the shallow water after their voyage,
time was lost hefore the drivers could mansgs to lead
them awny. It was therefore found mone conveniont
and expeditious to lower each elephant into a harge
alongside the ship, and to land him aftegwara by deaw-
inig the boat the short distunce to the shore,

The fifty clephants in the Belgravia were all bronght
between decks, part on the main deck, and the re-
mainder in the orlop deck below, Nol maoy vessals
would have the neceasary hight between decks—fron
eight to ten feet; and there was ouly just space
enough in the Helgravia for the larger anima's to
stand upright without touching the timbers bi the
deck above, The elaphnnts were raogei on each
side of the ship, strovg beains being placed a0 as to
confine them trom rolling toward the center while
the ship was in motion. L!'Zvn-l,ﬂhiug wias lefl as open
as poswible for the purposes of ventilation, but yet the
congregation of s0 wany large suimals caused the
atmosphers to be yery hot and oppressive.  Some of
the more mischievous were fethered by s chain at-
tached to one or two of thel wegs, to prevent them
from anvuying their neighbors, When about to be
removed from the ship, each avunal was brought
under the main batchway, the opeaing of which had
of goursa been lengthenéd and widened 2o 1< to sdmit
of their descent when they were smbarksd at Moul-
mein. Each elephanton boan had n mahout, or driver,
and a coolie, or servant, for feeding and cleaning hiw.
To these men they had become acenstomad, .mlf were
greatly subjected to their influence. The clephant's
mahout, assisted by the sailors, arranged a atroag
canvas slipg, or gitth, edged with strong rope, round
the animal's carcass, and, the tackle being adjusted,
the huge fellow was slowly raised off his feet, and
the ascent wos commenced, Oue of the largest was
aaid to weigh turs 2 ewt.  There was no opposition
to the process of hoisting oo the part of the aoimala,
with ope or two cxeaplions; ndeed, for the most pact
they appeared anxious each to have his tirn as soon
us poesible, for they had <agacity encuch to under-
stand it was the means of quitting the ship, as it had
been the means of bringing them intoit.  There was
areat excitement among the crowd on shore when the
hoatswain's whistle was heard dirscting the sailors at
the capetan to hoist away, and as the falls or howini
ropes, which were connected with the maid an
mizen masts of the ship, became strained and tight-
eped, presently the rough, ivert-looking masa of the
animal’s spine and m‘i was seen above the deck.

gan torning over somwe of the treah grass placed in the
bottoan of the boat to divert s attention, sod e
mained quiet until the boat was Lrought as near the
ground of the dock-yard as possible, Then, at 1 s1g-
val from the maliout, after again lsaniwg over mnd
carefully testing the depth of water with his probos-
cis, he #lowly raised one huge foot over the boat's
side, then the other, and in & few minutes e waa on
his way to the place where the rest of his companions
were picketed,

All the elephants were of large size, and landed 1o
eveellent condition, It is expected that they will all
suffer somewliat from fever after the confinement aod
close atmosphere they were subjected to during the
\'nﬁﬂgu, but & liltle mwedicine will soou remove this.
While un board ship they were fed on rations of rice,
with an allowance of green fodider, a large proportion
of which consisted of the stems and leaves of an im-
mepse species of pineapple found wild at Burmab.
After lauding, the Hies in the dock annoyed them
greatly. Looking at their tough hides, it was not easy
to understand Low such a surface could be a0 sonai-
tive, The plan they adopted to rid themaelves of the
gupoyance consisted in gathering up in the hollow ex-
tremity of the proboscis n quantity of dust acd small
gravel, which was either thrown over the head s0 na
tor fall in & sbower along the back, or projected with
force between the fore legs, so as W sweep away Lhe
intruders from the skin beneath. The Captaia of the
Belgrevia brought a young elephant, batwean four
and five years old, sod about the size of a pony, a4 a
private speculntion. It lived on tie upper deck, uear
ihe Coptain’s cabin, dud was rewarkably tame, Four
hundred rupees, or forty poundssterling, was the pnce
of this animal.

The Government elephants were marched op to
Barrackpore st night, leaviog Calcutta at 10 p. m.,
after the traftic of the day was over. It is straoge
that not only is the horse afraid of the elephaat, & fear
which is ensily comprebended, but the elephant
equally timid with regard to the horse, and conaidara-
ble training is req to get rid of this mutual dis.
trust and alarm when the apimal: bave beea upaccns-
tomed to each other's society, The use for which the
elephants just landed are us]permljy wanted s carry-
ing commissariat stores. They can carry au 8norinous
weight, and can go in places whers 8 cart cannot
wmove, Oue elephant takes with eass on his back two
inrge aoldiers’ tenta complete, sach wads of double
cloth, and capable of accommodating sixtesn men,
and can march at the rate of four miles 3u hour with
nis load, The driver, sittisg on his neck, guides and
viges himon by meana of a sliort iron instrument,
powted at the end, with which he pricks hun about
the Lead, and having & small sickle-liks ]'srujrdlan at
the side, which is inserted into the pendulous Hap of
the esr, and serves to turn bim to either aide 8s occa-
sion requires, Many of the slephants are much dis-
figured by having their ear fobes torn in various di.
rections by this instrument. Tae ear, vertaun
parta of the hesd, ure alone seusitive to the goad of
the mabout; musket bullets glance off tie thick hide
of the hody, and even the coical ritle Lullet fmeeynent-
v inls to peuetrate its substace.
