He should öf¬
ter no objection to the request of the prisoner's
counsel for another cause, that, although, as he had
said, the (Joveiiiment was prepared to proceed at
the earliest moment, a brief delay would anit the
public interest. There were important witnesses
in the States, whose presence before the Grand
«Jury it had been ImiWBlihlf] to secure, and in the
asme indictment with StoweU there wore iumorons
other Mmra of persons who h id not yet been ar

reeled.
Judge Eckels then said that the delay requested

Has certainly not unreasonable, and that the ease

might lie over. Iu consideration of tb» grave char¬

ing in the Territory hi deemed it his duty to remark
thus publicly what under ordinary circumstances
there would be no occasion to say, that in this Court
there should be no undue haste, neither undue delay
in the trial of any ease, and least of all a case of thia
magnitude and description. No prisoner should bo
abridged in time for preparation for his trial, nor

denied any facility for procuring witut'Si-ca which
the Court can afford,

A email irop ol a very good sample of cotton was sue

eeaefaM* ultivated in "ur southern settlements during
the past .season, ahm a few -talk- Of indigo, and propa-
rat.on* are beiri.' made in that regkM for the production
.I cotton and indigo to supply our demands, as speedily
as indigo seed can de prucitfod in sufficient qnaatlty.
Madder can bo raised in all our settlement*, and it is a

matter of astonishment»hat BOseedof so useful and easi¬

ly cultivated a plant haw ever bora brought into this
Territory. so far as I am informed, and it is to be

hoped that our trieiid* abroad w ill take the earliest
¦tepe to supply this want. Our ijuautity of wool is
still far short ol an adequate supply, chiefly caused by
a im asurably culpable Inattention to the care of so

valuable a class ot stock as is our sheep, and to de¬
pending too much upon foteign supplies which are at

any time liable to be beyond our roach. Your in¬
fluence, counsels and example can do much toward
ecconraging the production of wool and flax, that our

spinning wheels and looms be aot compelled to stand
idle, and the people caused to suffer through their own
Improvidence in affairs within their reach and compre¬
hension. 0
The manufacture of iron baa not been prosecuted

with that success so loudly antieipated and so much
d. sued, but an engine having been furnished to the
company, it is expected that all compatible attention
will be given to supplying an article which enters so

largely iuto our various daily operation*. Iu fine,
there is no known limit to the resources kindly pro¬
vided in the clement* surrounding us, no trammel upon
the skill and energies of the people, to hinder any from

putting forth theii talents to the fullest stretch t..i en¬
riching, beautifying and making heavenly the moun¬

tain and desert region in which our lot la cast.
Our schools, to those unacquainted with the tact*

und circumstances connected therewith, may seem not
to have received that attention which their imj»ortauce
del nnds; at the same time each Ward tbrougnout the
Territory has provided one or more eotafbrteble
school-houses commensurate with the number of, pu¬
pils to be accommodated; and proportionality more

has been done in Utah for the tme enlightenment of
the rising general ion, than has ever been ac com plishod
under like conditions iu any other portion of the
L'nioo. And ii*id* trom the stated hours aud exercije*
of achoots, education is cnstantly attainable from
books, fiotri conversation, from reflection, at home,
abioad, in highways aud byways, and a* it* develop,
ments implant the deeire for still higher attainments,
academies, colleges and universities will arise at the
summoning wand of increasing wealth aud leisure fur
learned acquirements until, ete long, are shall a* far

outstrip the world in every branch of true aeieaOC us

we now do in that knowledge which savoreth of eter¬
nal lives. In this great cause, also, your influence
and example can be made productive of much good,
even though your judgment should lead you, during
your present session, to walre direct log-elation upon
this subject.
Kepotta from the Auditor and Treasurer, which I

have the honor herewith to trunsmit, will furnish you
the requisite information touching the ceudition ol the
tinnncial affairs , f the Territory.
The parent Government exercises' a general super¬

vision over the aborigines within its borders, yet a

brief allusion to tbe red mea wHbin and around Utah
may not here be inappropriate, the more especially
-nice the expense ol their care and support has, from
the beginning, fallen almost exclusively upon us, and
from present appearances bids fair to do so altogether;
and still, niter we have invariably fed and clothed

However much we may
l>e disposed to deplore that savage usage which
wreaks indiscriminate vengeance, we still more deeply
deprecate that double-dyoo villainy of fiendish editors
and their lie-loving readers who willfully BUppreai and
falsely color tads aud subvert truths lor the sole
purpose of raising an unhallowed hue and cry

Bat, however Govern¬
ment may neglect, and however enemies may rag<-
and falsely accuse, the experience derived fron a long
observation of tue yearly improvement hi some of
the most degraded Indian tribes upon ttte Continent,
strongly prompt* uie to again recommend the con-
t nuai.ee of that humane policy so uniformly pur¬
sued by Utah toward her wild denuens, gradu¬
ally leading them liko children in the rudi-
mest* of civilization, which has so often resulted
and v*ill ever result iu saving hve* ti.at would other¬
wise have been and otherwise will \*c destroyed, and
which my judgment dictates t<> me the wisc.-t, most
humane and even cheapest policy that can a* yet be
adopted.

rounded as they were by so many contliotiiig views
and entangling questions, it is uot a.subject ot so much
surprise that they inadvertently took so lllegtl a

course, as it is that an euriy Congress, under the Con¬
stitution, continued to perpetuate and endeavor to
make legal that which neither was nor ever could be
law without lirst destroy mg or re-mmleliiig the very
Constitution from which Congress derives its power
to act. And, again, the course of that CoBgress is by
no li cans so surprising as that Congress ufter Con¬
gress, with a lengthening experience in the workings
oi the governmental machinery and a boasted ui-

ci.-a-e of enlightenment, should .-till continue to fasten
a portion of that uucoustitutioual relic of colonial bar-
bari-in upon American citizens, whenever a laudable
spirit of enterprise induce- those citizens to lawfully
occupy and improve any portion of the public domain.
And it is nio.-t surprising of all, that Americans occu¬

pying public domain in Territories have so tamely
lubmitted to such loag-contiauad aad obvious usur¬

pation.
Evan since the more odious features in the Ordi¬

nance oi '87 have beea omitted in the Organic acts
more recently passed by Cobgrass for Territories,
which acts are but illegal patterns after that uinon-

atJtntional ordinance, officers are appointed to rule
over AmericSB citissns in Territories, aud to have a

voice in the enactment, adjudication aud execution of
Teintoriul laws; and worse still, tho-o officers are

frpqueatly appointed from a class w-dl known,
through the rightfully expressed wishes of large
majorities, to be justly objected to by those whom
they are appointed to govern. Call you that

republican It u Hnti.-ti colonial vsssalsge ancon-
stitutii rally perpetuated by tyranny and usurpation in
the powers taut ne. It is difficult to oooeeive how a

people so enlightened as are Americans ahould fiXf BO
Cong a peril d have suffered themselves to be measur¬

ably disfranchised by usurpations curtailiug their
rights wbea passing an air-line from a State into a

Territory, more especially urhea that changing oflo¬
cality is to result ia tbe improvement of lagSBM that
would otherw ise ri ma u waste.

It is foreign to my present purpose to detail that

policy which should have governed from the begin¬
ning in relation to enlightened residents in our Terri¬
tories, a policy that would not have curtailed them
in the feast Constitutional right, and would thereby
have utterly excluded that odious and guicidal (aeon-

would have caused the administration as dee.- the form,
to guarantee equal freedom to all, in Territory
as trail as State, but will merely remark,
in passiag, that the continued practice of
that wretched inconsistency has done and is doing
much to undermine the fair fabric of Americun liberty.
