The
wost fatal result of the acaident is yet to be told: no
lens than three men lost their lives b{ the disaster,
They were the engine wan, named C, Hildebrandt,
the fireman, W. Clinton, and & man who was learn-
ing the grades asa fireman, named Henry Harvey— sl
ol“ whom were killed, either l&.thu violenee of the
fall or by being drowned, Hildebrandt was out;
before life was extinct, but died almost immediately.
The bodies of the others wire ot recoversd for some
bours afterward, The unfortunate men were all at
their posts when the dissster occurred. The brake-
map, samed L, Wilson, escaped in n mirsculous way.
e was about the middle of the train, and went dowa
with the sixth car. He was entangled with the wreck,
sud was oot recovered until afier an hour's offort by
the eonductor, Mr, Finuell, who swam out to him
and sustsined his head out of the water to prevest
bis drownirg. When out be was found to be but
slightly injured. The filth man upon the train, who
wus the conductor, was the only one who did not go
down with the train—his duty nqnim him to
upon the last car of the train. The bodies of the de-
