—Wae assure our correspondent that Irish poli-
Yics and Trish religion—we regret that we have no
single term under which we can comprehend the
two, which seem to the rest of mankind st once
jrreligious and impolitic—are our extreme aversion.
Iu Germany, in Switzerland, and slmost every-
where else, save in Ireland, Catholics and Protes-
gants bave either argued out or fought out their
early feud, aod now live side by side in peace and
pbarity; while in Ireland religion and hatred would
seem to be almost synonymous. Each gide heaps
oll the blame on the other—we do not decide be-
iween them—but we koow that both contrive to
make themselves very unlovely in theeyes of nearly
prerybody elso—a in the case of our correspond-
ent. We see nothing in our notice of the Or-
phava' Bsli to justify or provoke his exbibition of

bigotry. :

We certainly did not mean to say that the Catho-
tio Orphan Asylum trained up children in the creada
sud ways of Protestantism, any more than the Prot-
estant Ocphan Asylum educated children as Catho-
lic. We know that the contrary in the fact, yet
wo consider each a good snd beneficent institution,
to which we gladly contribute our mite, sud would
{sin parsuade others to do so.

But * why should Protestant money be given to
+ gupport Popish institutions 1" aske our * Prot-
petant.” We answer—Because, iu our judgment,
gvery dollar eo paid has been returned seven-fold
in lessening the cost of our Alms-Touses, Prisons,
ard sdministration of Justice, and in ehielding us
from the depredations of crimipals. Orphans left
to grow up in the streets are very apt to become
barlots, criminals, snd public enemics, Probably
oue half of those who find a home in either Orphan
fueylum would be thus ruined, if left to grow up a8
ehance would have it; while of those trained in
Orphan Asylims, we sre confident that less than
poe-teath come to & bad end. Hence we deem it
wi# for citizens and tax-payers to be generous to
Orphaa Asylums, cven though from no higher
motive than self-interest.

Wo do not of course care to go very deeply into
pur Protestant’s sweeping assertions as to the gen-
enl immorality of Catholic ae compared with I'rot-
gstant countiies; yet we must say that they are
pot sustained by facts within our knowledge. We
hivk the Protestant portions of Europe are more
intelligent, more eflective in indastry, more advanced
in the useful arte, than the Catholic; but we know
o facts which extablish any such disparity in morals
between Prussia and Austris, Spain snd Sweden,
Great Britain and Ireland, Protestant and Catholie
Bwitzarland, as our correspondent proclaims,
Friend Protestant' did you ever read a aertain par-
able put forth by the wisest and holiest Teacher
expreasly to rebuke and admonish those who
“'thought themselves righteous, and despised
others 1" [Ed.

Bpring work never was more furward than it ia now
in the vicinity of New-Yeork. Some of the Long Ialand
faimers who plant 30 acres of poiatoes, had them all
in the ground a week or two ago, and nearly all of the
caly planting of the market gardens is finished and
the gronnd for the next course of crops all ready. We
have never aeen such o breadth of land on the 20th of
Apni! under cultivation, or plowed ready for plasting,
s we can oo 8t this time in all directions. Even in
the colder lands of Westchestor County and Connecti-
cut we found gardens plasted, and many potato-fields
being planted, aud the oats all sown and all kinds of
Spring work very forward, The buds of peaches,
cherriea and pears are nearly ready to opan, and show
enough to insure a full crop, unless killed after this,
which it is not impossib'e they may bs. Apples also
bid fair, and are quite forward, The leaves of foreat
trees Legin te show tlemselvea—the elma looking
elightly green, and the ouks giving a reddish tint that
adde Lenuly to the landecape. Prstures are not yet
very green; but some rich mowing lots and warm hiil-
sides show such n coal of grass as would make glad
tLe bearts of all sheep and kine, (ienerally speaking,
the soil is moist, and for the seazon of the year is
warm aud dry, and tho Lushsodman's prospects are
urususl'y fatieriog.
