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After the readirg, the Rev, Dr. Macin of Elizn-

beth, N. J. (a member of the Executive Committes),
obtalned the floor, aud made s wpeeciy, going over sub-
wiantially the same gronud with thie report, attempt-
ing to vindicate the Cummitie's action, and declariog
that if they had acted othewise the result would have
been the dismemberment of the Soviety.

Bishop McTiy aisk of Ohlo moved the adoption of
the report, and in & epeech of grest length advocatsd
the Cowmittes's policy in the past year. He said he
wis ene of the or.zinal members of the Society; that
before its formation the late Dr. Miluor wrots to him
of it contemplated organization, requesting bim to
besome & wei-ber: and that he was now the oldest
elected Vice Prosident—uot only the longest slected,
but the oldest of its Vice-Presidents. At the time of
the orgenization s state of feeling prevailed among
the varivus evargelical denvminstions, now difficult
to be sppreciated by thoss not witnesees of affairs; and
there was great solivitude respeoting the possibility of
#uch & Society, foruied of men of difforont coclesiaati-
cal connections, avd holding different religious views,
remainirg Imt in harmonious aud suceessial ope-
ation, Me beemne &  membaer, after bhavi
carefully  examined the consttucion, and too
sctive pertfin i's  public and private meet
wge 1 IKE, when he removed to the West. He
mentioued, a0, that he bad probably written more
of the tractsthan nuy other map. But though he had
pot mingled in 18 auciversarics for many years, yet he
had out, duripg that time, lost any of his stischment
to the Soclety. When he came to the city to attend
the meching of this vear, he fonnd “men’s liearts
fnilivg them for fear, and he would pot disguise his
apprebension that serious detriment sud foroible ruin
might seeult to the Society from that day's proceed-
iogs. He would not in detail state the Committes’s
nction for past years—it was too complic sed to be
spread out except at great loss of time; morgover,
it was too well known to need rebearsal. Ha quotea
the Report of the Committee of Fifteen, of 1857, and
said that the other Committes, in attempling to carry
them out, found themselves environod with difficulties
of three kinds; that by the resslutions the Sodiety
could wot allow itself t6 becoms an agent for the pro-
Dction of any pevisl reform such as ** Anti-Siavery'
that the Commitiee were told to exclnde tne
< political aspects” of Slavery, as not belonging
properly to their sphere of publieation; and that
potbipg was to be published that world not meet the
«apprebation of all Evavgelical Christians.” How
to coustruet 8 tract ayuiost Siavery, and still com-
p'y with theso mstruciions, tbe Comunittes conld not
satisfactorily to themselves determine. and ne ven
tured to say ths! Do man o I'rotestant Awenca
cvuM write & irnct that would weot the ** approba-
tion of aii Evangolical churches.”  Moreover, they
benrd from the quarter in which the proposed tract or
tracts were to Le circulsted, that no publications oo
the subiject of Savery would ba acseptable or toler-
ated.  ‘Toev foned themselves cnvompassnd with seri-
ous apd ewharrassivg difficultien. What coald they do,
They reeclved, nut koowit ,zw:;t beﬂe;t'-vr :'9::.1‘1 do,
to @b nothing; end they didpothieg. 1 1e attion men-
tiooed iu :‘lfe' n-p'_.rl,yiiu-w:'-lrv. which he moved to
approve, was not netien 0 much as lusetion. Heap-
proved their ipaotion, He thought that to spprove
their staud-still would not be to compromise tre
Biavery question. A member's vota b approve wou i
bave no pecessary reference to lis Pro-Siavery or Lis
Anti-Slavery views. It conkd wot commit him inthes
jeart. Moo might have radical Auti-Slavery views,
yet they did pot attempt to force thew upoa the So-
ciety, oF make the Society Toree them upon the world,
He also argued sgninst rutn!uluiu( onthe subjsct of
Savery ou the ground of wist Le called unconstitu-
noesnty; hut it the Society could depart fiom its past
cowree (o publish on tost subject. why could it mot
make a turther de arture snd publay on some olaer
subjects pot now ivcluded in vy cirvle ot themes. i
the Publishiog Committes should vield to the prosent

sresetie Lo ene trncts sgminst Stavery, would they
pol then be resdy to yield to some other prassaie
to issuo tracts on some other subject equally im-
proper aod equally lnespediont! The Pablishing
Conmiltes were untvilling to insnngurate such s policv,
They fiuveaw o what it wou'd lead, and refused to
et 1t in motion, He belioved that they would be jus-
tAied for so doipg by the costituency and Sogiety.
Morcover, if the Putlishiog Committee (in the sleo
tou of which the grestest veuominal wonal ssfeguards

are taken) are Lo be diracted in regard fo* what they
shall publish by the chance decision of & s 8jority st
any annusi mecting, it will be ooly secessary 10 mske
an effort to secure & largs atte of say #pecial
rect or paity, packed for the occasen, to dsetr ¥ iie
catholic character of the Society, and to tarz sl i
agercies to the promotion of rectarian or pariize
views. He, therefore, as an E iap, resistex
the fvnovatiog Eolw, proposed by thoss who refussd
to acquiesce io the courss of the Commitiee,

Prof. Ceosuy of New-York, read some psasages
from the tract “ Sambo and Toney." in w%.ich the
duties of slaves to masters ars eet forth, He was op-
posed altogether to the ivtroduction of the quastion of
Slavery into the Society's tractz, but as it had beea
introduced into this tract—in which the slave was in-
structed what to de—-Le thought that, for the sake of
consistency, & mimilar tract sbocld be issued to mas-
ters, instructicg (hem in Lke manner.

Dr. Wiviiam Apams said that this tract was not
isued during the past year, but previously. He was
then acked if it was etill circulated by the Bociety. It
was asoertuired that copies were still sold st the Tract
Housn, and that one hsd besa bought thors witiic s
few duys.

The Rev, Dr. Tyso, who had mads sevaral in-
«ffectual attempta to get the floor, was then eslled for
Ly the house, He began by expressing a desire that
no untoward circumsiances might destroy the har-
mony of ko importsnt & meetivg; that the Spirit of
Gied” might be present during ita deliberations, and
thiat the resulte might commend themaelves to evary
man s conscience (o the fear of God. IHe said that vo
wan could have a grester s tachment for the Tract
Society than he himeelf had; that thirty-one yeara ago
Le spoka nt its apniversary, and had spuken re y
on subsequent occngions; (hist he hadalways advocatad
itsinterests, and sustained its policy ; thatthersis notan
sgency in the whols country of more moral importance
and value than this institution, except the Church of
God. e referred to the remarks of Bishop Melivaine,
ou the constitutionality of instructions by the Society
tothe Publishing Committee, and he entire}y dissented
from the views of his esteemed friend. He ssid that
e Led corfidence in the eincerity and fidelity of the
Coumittee, aud hoped that the Socisty would give
«xpression to & similar feeliog, by redlacting tham to
their poste. He thought that a more compstent or
faithiful Committee could nct be selected. Ha be-
lieved that they had acted conscientionsly, according
fo their own convictions of duty, and that however
they might come short in a course of action which
muny of the beet friends of the Society desired to see
reversed, be hoped that po mapifestation of & with-
¢rawal of their confidence would be made. Butwhile
Le had long ngreed with the Committee in former
enrs, in the present case he said that & vote approv-
ing their report would by no mesans cover the ground
on which Le wished to stand. There were other is-
pues to be discuesed, and other circumstapcea to be
considered. Ile would willingly have refrained from
& persons! paiticipation in the discussion, yet duty
had coropelled him to he present, in eircumstsnces
burdenrome yet blessed—burdensome inthe wenkoess
of tre ﬂnh.?rl blessed in the universal sympathy
of & fruternal and heavenly spirit.  He was opposed
to the original introductiom of the subject of Slavery
into the Society's discussiona and publications, when,
from outside influence, it waa pressed upom it in 1856,
He bad uot sivce then gecn occasion te change his
views, It was not his good for'une to be present
st the anniversary of 187, when the Report of the
Investigating Comimittee wes presented.  He was then
abroad, and the first intelligence of the action at
that medting reached him at Gensva, It was a nnan-
imwous sction—a reruit very different from wiat he
expected, The Socisty nt that meeting laid s founda
tion broad and deep, ard agreed to stand upon it; and
they stood upon it without & diseent, with 8 remark-
sble and surprising unsnimity. The resolutions then
paseed be bad reed over and over again—sometimes
nit cften as thrice io & sirg.e day; and ha pronounced
them to be, to the best of his judgment, n perfectly
prexampled nstance of enlin, mod srate, conservative
and righteous judication in the preunases iovolved.
Adepted by the unatimous consent of the Society,
they remmiped the unsnimous action of the B-sclel'}'.
No'ection of & subordinate agency could in any degres
ipvalidate the force of these resolutions thus passed.
The Committee hayving, during the year, stienpted
to earry out the privciples contained therein, had
failed in the ability. They had not had time enough,
they had deleyed, for a while, to take action; they
couid not see their way clear to ge ahead, so they
stepped. [le believed that the course which they
adopted, as a subordinate agency waiting for further
metructious frem the bigher body, would mot, in suth
n view of thelr inaction, be very generally unsccepts-
ble to the Society. Tre Society would oot unreason-
ebly cemand hasty action. There was time enough.
1t ¢ould nut be projerly done in 8 week; it wight,
perbape, not be done in & year; but it should be done,
He be'd in his band the resolution of last year, aud
another resolution which ke interded to offér in place
of Bishop Mcllvaine's motion to approve the report.
e then read the following resolutien, although he did
not at that time move it:

W hereas, ot the annual mecting of this Soclety ln 1857, the
fullowing resolution was nosuimonusly adopled, vie.: " That the
o pulitical saperts of Blavery lic eutircly without the proper
“wphere of this Soclety, aud vavnob by discussed b ite publica
tioue; but that thise motal dutics which grow out of the exist-
vpnee of Slavery, as well as those moral evils and vices which it

Hevoleed, That the snid resolution be sud is bereby maflirmed ;
sud that the Fxeertive Committes. now to be oiected, be is-
strveied to carry the same fato full effect.

This reaolution, he aaid, wonld do away with the
doubits in the minds of the Committee. It wasa resclu-
tion of instruction, snd the instructions were explicit

Dr. Brinese of Brooklyn hers iotsrrupted the

He proceeded to say that the resolutions of 1337
were entirely satisfactory to him, as he resd themin &
foreign land, aud as he Lnd since repeatedly read them.

“ a1l my gratification and consent in 57, I do not see
 how any set of gentlemen could devias languages or
 gonstruet & resalution more perfectly free from every-
“ thing that could he copsidered as alarming in its tend-
s ency, disorganizing to its iofluenes, or likely to be
arnoying or harassing to the reeliogs of thesa upon
whoes interests and nabits it might perticularly im-
pinge. It was not a temporary or local fssne, 1t was
1ot & question of Slavery or Auti-Slavery, It was
rimwly the question whether the grent principles of
Christian morality in tte havds of the American Tract
Soclety should have o local or 8 universal appliostion,
It wasthe question whether fornication was North
or South; whether ndultery was Fast or West;
whether there ie a sacredness in the marriage relation
ord the paternal relation—whetber thers is a duty
of family worsbip—whether there are obligations upon
masters to instruct their servants. These wern the
questions, The action of 1ast year was merely, in the
Inrguage of the first article of the Constitution, car-
13ing out the principle of * vital godliness and sound
“iorn'ity,” =0 88 to meet the approbation of *all
t ayupgelical Christiane,” He continued: 1 should
ke to kuow what evangelioal Christian North
or Scuth, Esst or West, would undertake to
sny that the Iapgusge of that resolution meete his
disapprobation?  Who could say that the Socie'y
ought not to testify against vices growing out of cer-
tein cireumstanees, or against evils **deplored by
evangalical Christiane 1" He esaid that an episcopal
Scciety, more than balf of whose work is in the South.
had puclishec against Slavery, and nttered a solemp
snd atern rebuke mgainet thé yices that grow out of
slaveholding, written bv & <laveholder, We do
met, he cuntiuaed, tonch the rights of any

laveholders: we do not ioterfere with bim where
we lave po right to interlere, we wish oaly
10 jpublish aroit st the immoralivies assd vices
which slavebolding is known to promote; we ssk that
the thousards and tens of thousands of faithful parents
and mwasters st the 8outh, who are loeging to have the
weans and opportunity of direct personal influsuce fur
good upon their families, shall be permitted to have
them.
