FOOD-CHEATER STILL.

&ih: A reoent article ia your paper speaks of the

comparative cheapness of egg*-.only to 12J cents a

doaen, or 8 cents a ponnd. "Eggs," wa are told,
" usually considered a luxory, are now actnally the
" cheapest food they /the working classes) can tue.
" Two eggs, one-fourth of a loaf of bread, 2 oents'
"worth of batter, and a little tea," it i* added, at a
" ooet of only 8 coots, will famish a good hearty break
" fast for a laboring man, at outside price*."
This comparative cheapness of eggs is not denied;

and yet it is not to bo admitted that they are the cheap¬
est food we oan use. Dread is bat ¦> oasis a ponnd.
coarse, whole meal bread, perhaps not more than 1.
lieacs of tbe best quality are only about 1 oents, and
com and ryo meal only 2. Are not these cheaper thas
eggs ? hioat ooitainJy they do not contain lees nutri¬
ment.

It may bo said, from high authority, that we are not
to live on bread alone. Very well. Potatoes and ap¬
ples, weighing more than : ....*.<¦». each, cost only 1

' rit each, or only half as mnch by weight as eggs.
These, it is true, are not necessarily as nutritious as the
egg; but when the latter is cooked at a temperature
above 1C5J of Karenheit, tho white or albuminous part
is always considered insoluble by any ordinary solvents
except nitric, muriatic, andeulpburio acids; and these
are not nsnally found m the human stomach. Taking
this fact into tlie acoount it is highly probable that
good mealy potatoes and tbe best apples are quit* as
nutritious aa eggs; for since the yolk in moat cases is
the only part which affords us any nourishment, the
nutriment of a pound of eggs would not be greater
than that of a pound of tbe former. And as to the gus¬
tatory enjoyment, no one who bas ever made the meal
will hesitate to give the WtMttmbtt eggs tbe preference.

and tbit, too, without the cost of cooking; whereat
tbe eggs, in the other case were to be cooked, at a

slight addi'ional expernse to tbe 8 cents mentioned.
unless indeed they are eaten raw, which wonld cer¬

tainly alter the case.
One-fourth of a loaf of bread at 1J cemts, two pota¬

toes and an apple, about 3 cents, and 2} cents for
sugar and tea. 11 ere is n good breakfast for a laboring
man at only ti cents. Or if the butter and tea are both
emitted, as well they might be, the cost wonld be but
3J cents. At cents, however, 385 breakfasts is a
year would ct«t $7 a year less than the breakfast
which included eggs.
A better breakfast, perhaps, for the laborer, were he

accustomed to it, would be from half totbree-fourth*
of a loaf of bread of com, wheat, oatmeal, rye, or
barley, at an average price for the whole year of about
% cent* beside cooking, and 1 cents' worth of apples or
other plain fruit*, costing on an average about I cent.
This would be a cost for breakfasts annually of only
$10 96] whereas the 8cent breakfast would be 20.

The greater part of bis
l.'ee'nnent were taken prisoners st r .>rt Washington,
but he escaped through the happy accident.or, as be
called it, a " merciful Provideuce".of being absent
on sick-leave tor a few days at the timo the fort sur¬
rendered. Hi* fellow soldi>rs who were taken, died
or suffered terribly m tbe "Old Suirar Boa**" or tie
prison-ship. On tbe expiration of his term of ser¬

vice, be returned to hit father s home in Connecticut,
ard afterward went through the regular ciurae of stu¬
dies at Dartmouth College. He was one of i"jur urad-
uatea of that USatttutioU, all lately living, whose com¬

bined ages exceeded four hundred years. Att ieaga
oi twenty-seven be was licensed as a minister ia the
Presbyterian Church, and his first and only charge
was the Old Stcne Church, at Kairfield, N. J., where
he rtided altogether te\ei.ty years. He was in.tailed
in the year 1789, and resigned his charge, as active
pastor, in 1811, making a perie>d of M year* of uninter¬
rupted labors over one Mock. Ouring bts ministry in
thu small country church be baptued about one thou¬
sand persons, performed about the same number of
marriages, and buned abe»ut fifteen hundred pes mi
in the same ehurch-vard where be hae him'elf at
length been laid at rest.
