Tte opposition which is procisimed to s uew par-

fy recmn to ua quite eupercrogatory. We do not
ucderstard that there will be saything vew aboat
the st Lecompton party but s new and very large
sccession to ita tumbers, The name Rejublican is
s0 fit, #0 true. so inoffensive, that we hope to see
it necepted with readiness by all who are ready to
utite pgainst the despotism of the original Lacomp-
tox bill nrd the bribery acd unfairnees of the En-
glick substitute, If only a proper spirit of liberelity
und concession with regard to candidates and mess-
ures be exineed, we believe this will evcouater little
oljecticn,

Theta nie two points on which we think coaces-
sions should be made to the distinctive Amerizan
sertiment. The first in that of guarding most ef-
fectively the purity of the Dallot-box. It is not
right that the mere word of auy male biped io ha-
wan form, or st the utmost his oath, often given
urder the double stmulus of liquor and excited
paitisazship, should be allowed Lo peutralize
the vote of s well-known eitizen. Thbe right to
vote is too sacred, too precious, to be rightfully
subject to nullfisation so easily as this. It is
akedly just, it is urgently necesaary, that the right
of every ore cla'ming to be s legal voter should be
scrutivized more deliberataly and established more
corclugively than it esn be amid the turmoil of an
clection. All this we urged and acted on long be-
fore there wan any American party; it is pone the
lese proper ard urgent beeanse a larga party em-
pbatically demand it. Letus bave s Registry of
Voters next Wister; if there should thereupon
arise any cavil a4 to its constitutionality, the Con-
vention now looming on the horizon will obviate
that difficuity.

No change in the Laws of N sturalization is prac
ticable, nor (in our judgment) deseirable; but our
lust Constitutioral Conventiou took a step in the
direetien of & reform which will ebsiate much
juet complaint in this quarter, We refer to the re-
quirco et that st least ten daye shall intervens be-
twixt the sct « f paturalization sod the exercise of
the Right of Suffrage. The justice of this require-
weut is palpable. To bhunt up and put through
persous eligible to naturalization has bacome a
regular busivess aod a part of the recogeized elec-
tioneer ng mackivery of the perty whish profits
most by the citizen-manufucture. We huve
known important elections in this city earried by
votee bunted up ard masufactured after the open-
ing of the polle. Now we would no wiss reduce
the facilities for usturalization, but we would dimin-
ish the inducement to fabricate ctizen< in order to
profit immedistely by their votes. As our laws
pow require & year's residenee in the State
before voting—not that innuigraats from our sister
States nre deewed less eapable or less worthy than
our citizens *to the manor born,’ but to precluds
the importation of voters from other States to earry
& close Eleetion, =0 we think they should preseribe
that nuturalization sball in like manner bave
taken place long erongh before the election to ren-
der it morally certain that the voter was nol drum-
ned up sud mscufactured to serve o party or per-
aconl purpose on thet cesasion. It would surely be
no bardship to require that sn immigrant from Eu-
repe eball bave been a eitizen ax long before voting
sa 8 immigrant from Vermoat or Penpsylvanin
must have resided in our State before exercising
the Right of Suffruge. The object in either case
would be to prevent either immigration or natural-
ization fo subkerve a party purpose.

The next House of Representatives should and
may be enti- Buchansn aud sati-Lecompton.  Our
own State may essily contribute from five to ten
additionsl Mewbers to this ead.  DPenosylvania can
do ua well; Ohio and Indiann can contribute in pro-
portion,  United States Senators are to be chosen
in New-Jersey, in llinois, in Mickigan, sod, if
theie bo any sense of decency remsining in the
Seoate, in Indiana aleo. It in greatly desirable that
the Oppoeition sball ba united and triumphant in
every Free State.  New-York ean do much to se-
cure this consumwation; let no private griefs, no
peity jeslousica, no persons! aspiratiors, be per-
witted to prevent it,

The greater purt of the information which we re-
ceive from Mexico—that, at lsast, which, passing
beyond the limit of accomplished facts, undertakes
tu foreshsdow the future by letting us into the feal-
ings, sentiments, hopes, snd wisbes of the Mexican
people—unfortunately comes from & source not to
be implicitly relied upon. ‘The newspaper corre-
spordents, from whom almost exclusively our infor-
wation of thia sort is derived, are all of them foreign.
ers, most of them residents of but short standing, and
few of them sble orwilling todiscriminate very exact-
)y between their own siews of what wonld be good
for Mexico, and the vicw of the subjest actually
teken by the Mexicans themselves,  Some recent
Iy publ shed correspondence between Vidsurri, the
Mexienn Geperal now st the head of sfivirs in New
Leon, Coshuila, snd Tamaulipss, aod Lockridge
and Heuningsen, the fllibusters who bad offered hin
their services, throws some light upon this subject.

A story bss for some time prevailed smong those
who have sought to inculeate the approsching dis-
solution of the Mexican Republie, of disunion pro-
jects entertained Ly the Northern States, and of a
scheme for organizing s distinct republie to include
thoee States under the name of the Republic of
Sicrrs Madre. It has been supposed and alleged
that Vidaurri would take sdvantage of the pend-
ing war between him and the Zuloaga Administra.
tion at the City of Mexico, to carry this project
into execution. But in s recently published cor-
respondence between him and Col.  Lockridge, any
such intention on bis part is entirely denied. It ap-
pears that Lockridze wrote from Browmssille, ia
Texas, toword the end of March, offering Vi-
daurri assistance in men, arms, and Lis own per-
senal services in his pending struggle sgainst the
Cerdrsl Government, on condition that after
vindiest'ne the liberties of Northern Mexico, he,
Lockridge, should be allowed to erganize i one of
the ports of the Gulf under Vidaursi's control an
srmy for landivg in Cubs and mssistiog the frionds
of independence in that island. To this letter
Vidaurri replied thut the Liberal party in Mexiao
did not desire any fore'gn aid, being itsell strong
enough to conyuer ite enemies aloe, aad loving its
country too well to expose it to the slightes: chance
of injury. However, in csse war should break out
between Spain and Mexico—which at that time
Senta Anza was enpposed to be instigating—and in
case ns-istance from abroad becawe absolutely ne-
ceasaty, Lookridge’s offcr micht be entertained.
This wes followed by & second letter from Lock-
ride, within about a week after, warain: Vidaurei
pgninst Gen. Hewniogeen, then on his way to the
roithern Moxican States, and whom Lockrilze
Jdescribed as an agent of Walker, with £ busteriag
puipoi€s in view —purpescs sguinst which, whils
sgain repeatiog bis uffer of assistunee, he emphsticul-
Iy proested. Unfortunately fur Lockridge, a lottar
of Lis had mespwiile pppeared in the Texas papers
beuting up for recruits on the basis of precisely such
& fi'llibustesrg expediticn as he imputed to Hea-

ningsen. Hesce, in snswering bis second latter,
Vidaurr not only withdrew bis former rnndm?o.ll
scceptance of Lockiidge's offer, but took oceasion,
8 Le stated, to dispel tha errors prevailisg among
Lockridge's countrymen aa to the opportunity sod
facility of founding & republie of Sierra Madre.
According to Vidsurri's statement, 0o such project
whatever is entertained by the Liberale of Nortbern
Mezico, the imputation of such a deeizn on their
part being but & mere party ealumey, got up by the
Reactiouists to dsmage the reputation of the Lib-
erals for pstriotism and nationality. Moreover,
should the course of events render necessary the
separation and independence of the northern Mexi-
can States, Vidanrr: wishes it to be understood that
the sasistance of foreign sdrenturers, traffiickiog
in disaaters sud ravolutions, would oeither ba
desired por sceepted by himself or bis countrymen.
“ It must never be forgotten.” continurs Vidsurs,
o that Mexico is uot Niearsgus; that its continual
“ pevolutions have not destroyed the seatiment of
* patriotism in its childrep, who would rather sac-
“ rifice their liberty than the pracious good of na-
“ tiouality; asd it must always be keptin mind
“ that auy such project as that which is spoken of
“ will meet with a firm resistance, Thers are
“mem aed resources to oppose it vigorously, snid
*“ 1ot & single Mexican, evea if you suppoe him s
“ partisan of this dreamed-of repubiie, will be
*¢ found disposed to favor the sdventurera,™

‘We have little deubt that those adherents of the
Zulosga party who are represected by eorrespond-
eute from Mexico 8s desiring s French or Spanish
interventien, shonld they find oecssion to speak for
themselves, would repudiste as decisively as Vi-
dsurri bes done the ides that they desire to call in
foreign aid, and, least of all, to submit themsalves to
a forvign protectorate. It is perfectly natural wat
the foreign sesidents in Mexivo should cluteh
esgerly at the idea of the transfer of the Govern
went of that country from pative to foreign coatrol,
but there is pe ground te suppose that the Mexi
cans themselvea are in the lesst disposed to such
sn arrangement, or that they cculd be inluced to
submit to it without a desperats struegie.

Mr, Sprett's famous report on the resival of the
Slave-Trade, the discussion of which sevms likely
to form the principal, if tot indeed the sole busi-
nesa of the Seuthern Commercial Convention, now
in session at Montgemery, Alsbama. begins with
candidly sdmitting that the question now pendlug
in the United States between slave labor and free
Inbor is precisely neither more nor leas than the
question between asistoeracy svd demozracy, It
++is obvious,” says thisreport, * that two distinet
and entsgouistic forms of society have met for
“ the coutest upon the arena of this Union. The
i ope "—meaning, no doubt, tha system of the
I'ree States—* ' assumes that all men are equal, and
that equality is right, snd, formioe upon that
“ttheory, is straining its members to the horizontal
“ plain of & democracy, The other”—that is, the
system of the Slave S:atea—* assumea that all men
s are not equal; that equality is not right, there-
“ fore; and, formivg upon this theory, is takiog oa
e iteelf the rounded form of & social aristocracy.”

The report ndmits that the ** popular ideal of the
“ pge™ is in favor of the former system; but, on
the other hond, the fact of the existence of domestic
Sluvery ie . vwmed to prove not only that the
s rounded form of a soeial aristocracy™ is the *' em-
« bodiment of a living eocial truth,” but as eatab-
lishing aleo, beyond the reach of doubt, the pre-
liminary point of ita being right **to bring the ne-
 gro by compuleion to a life of labor.”

Humsu rociety never waa intended, 30 this re-
port maintsine, **to consist forever of an unarticu-
¢ lated wass of pure democraey,” Whatever States
bave come to greatuess have exhibited the condi-
tion of unequal classes, No State ever yet survived
the losa of such political distinctions. * Rume
“ perished in & military democracy; France leans
+¢ on despodism siner the natural props of social or-
s der buve been stricken down’—referring, we
suppose, to the abalition of privileged orders—
“and even now it might be painful to consider
+ what would be the North without the South,”
These distinetions, however, though necessary ev-
erywhere in communities copsisting of only ope
race, are artificial, and nre therefore liable to yield
to the force of social gravity, The only sure guar-
auty for the perpetuity of *+ the rounded form of &
+ gocial aristoeracy,” without which there can be
pational grestness, is to have at hand a naturally
inferier race, such as the negroes are assumed to
be, who can be kept under forever: and the pres.
ence therefore of this inferior race in the Southern
Statee, und its multiplication therv, #o fur trom be-
ing & thing to be lunented, holds out to those
States * the promise of a brighter future than haa
+ gver opened to the hopes of mag.”

But to justify and uphold this union of unequal
races s to justify the means of its formaton, An
sffitmance of Slavery, so the report contends, is,
“tin prineiple and effeet, an affirmance of the for-
“ ¢ign Slave-Trade.” Preseription, as a basis for
Slavery, is scouted, It were a8 just to hold that
« the impriconment of & man for one year will
‘+ warrant his imprisonment for another, or that
« we msy beat a neighbor until it shall be no bat-
s fery to beat him, or generally that the repetition
v of sny other wrong will make it right, as that
by bolding the uegro in violation of bis natural
¢+ rights for so long, we have sequired the rigit to
* hold him longer."”

The report having thus established to its own
eatisfaction the lawfuloesa of the Slave-Trade, it
next proceeds to the questions whether the resival
of this trade will benefit the negroes of Africa, aud,
if to, whether i: will 2lso benefit the South,  (Quite
s puwber of travelers are quoted to show that the
Africans are barbarous and benighted. Can it be
doubted, then, that they will gain by baing brought
within the influence of Southern civilization aud
Lumanity !

A# Lo the South, what that sestion needs is popu-
r ation, and political power, which depends on popu-
taticn. She must either rule or be rulal Tae
purpose on the part of the Northera States (o con-
trol the Goggvment, and through the Gor.
ernment the Stuth, *‘was expressed in the re-
 cent aftempt to elevate s miserable instrumant
“ to the first office in this Republic,” (Frauklin
Fiere and James Buchanan were both mi-arable
instrumen's enovgl, but the allusion bere, wa sap-
pse, is to Fremout.)

that lacd. Not ooly other new Sistes, hiks Utsh,
Nebreska sud Oregon, might be scoured by the
same means to the South, evee New-Eogland itseil
n.lsht, pﬂhlpl, be reclaimed.

As to dasger from the pewly-imporiod alaves, the
very s)stem of Slavery affords securitios for ordar
which exist nowbers clsa. It allows no liberiy
whatever, and percits inwmrrection to be crashed
ia the germ. As to objections to tha revival of
the Slave-Trade on the part of foreign nations, il is
pot the Scutbers, it is the Nortbern States of
which foreign patious are jesloue. As to ohjee-
tiozs from the Northern States, the chuucs of
making a little movey will efloctually stop their
moutbs, il indecd it does not make Lheir venal
Jteprescntatives the most urgent of its advocatoes.
For all these resscna, the r=port conciudes that the
Africau Slave-Trade pught Lo be at once revived.

The exposure which we published yestordsy
of the corrupt meas used 1o Wisconsin to secuce (3¢
passege, by the Legis'ature of 1556, of a bull dis-
teibutivg the lands granted to the State by Congress
for the corstretion of railroads, is perhaps the
most startling in our history. We have had cor-
ruption before, Lut sever on suchascale. Heres
whole State seemns to have besn bought up. The
Governor, the Supreme Court, the Legislature, the
editors of pearly all the promicent jonruals, the
leacers of Ilepublicans, Demoorste, sud Awer-
i~ars, 8l! have taken the degrading bribes, and sold
theqselves for o price. It isa disgustiog revels-
tion: let us bope that it may prove a useful ous,
sud that there may be virtue enough in the peopls
of Witconsin to set uncompromisingly aod
thoruughly sbout the work of refurm.

The era of eorruption, introduced in this conntry
cotemporaneously with tha eontrsl of the large
towns by grog-shops and by imoravt Irish voters,
who have presersed bere their native predileetion
fur brbery sud jobbers ss 8 means of political
mensgement, seems to be rapidly approacking its
eulminating poist. It is becoming open snd un-
Llushing, snd often seeks to govern both the great
perties atonce, Tous it contests the control of
public affairs with the mass of honest and con-
seientious citizens, The issue is ons which con:
cerns the very existenca of our political system.
If coruption is to prevail, there is au eod of all
toat bas given Ametica any moral superiority over
other governments, 1f Governora, Legislators,
ard Courts are to be bought and sold, there is an
end of the republican experiment.

Wa are bappy to say that i the State of New-
York at least, the Republican party hias taken the
right side of this momenteus ame-tion, Last Fall
its eandidates for State officers were defeated be-
eause it bad refused to nominate men sgainst whom
there waa some suspicion, and had nominated thoss
whom corruption eonld not bope to influenca. We
beliese no sincere Republican but feels a prouder
confidence in his party, besten as it then was, than
if it bad suceeeded by unworthy coucessions to the
public cnemy. The considerations which then in-
fluenced the party gain additional weight from thess
Wisconsin disclosures. Let it stand firm oo the
sufe snd bonorable ground of unyielding hostlity to
every form and degree of public corruption’

We observe that a number of our eotemporarier,
in the cxceeding warmth and ardor of their patriot-
i, are for taking very short messures indeed with
the offerding Diitish cruisers in the Weat [ndingsoas,
and fur that matter with the offending British Gov-
ernment, under whose orders, it is assumed, these
cruisers are sctng. Nothing will satisfy these
belligerent gentlemen but an immediate appeal to
arms, which they tink altogether a better method
then pegotiation for disposing of questions of this
sort. At the risk of beiag set down in the Lstof
thoes cold-blooded persuns who esteem discration
the better part of valor, we must take the liberty
to remind our bot headed brethren that the expe.
tience of the War of 1512 did not prose quita so
decisive sa some of them sppear dispesad to
represent it. as to the advantage, iu cuses of this
sort, of fichting vver negotistion. The violation of
our maritime rights which led to that war was by
romweat s cot fined toGreat Britain.  France, Spain,
Holland, Naples, Denmark and Sweden partic.pat-
ed in it, and ngainet France our grounds of com-
plaint were hardly less serious than against Great
Britoin itself. Some very pugnscions gentlemen of
that day, not content with makiog war upon Great
Britain, were for fighting France at the same time,
and Spain, Holland, ¢t eeters. nto the bargain as
ber slliea. But thouzh the temper of the aation
waa g0 far up that a fight we must have, we had stil
discretion enough left to take our enemics ous al a
time, Content with fighting Great Dritain, we
were astified to etick to negotistion with the
wthers, The reeult everybody knowe. Indae time, by
stickirgto negotiation and pressingour claims, Spain,
Franee, Holland and all the rest were brought to the
puint of payipg up and of hauding over in land or
money quite a handsome suw, by way of compen-
sation to the unfrtunate shipowners, who bad
suffered by their depredativns. Tae fighting
cxperiment oid not turn cut o luckily. Our
attempt to indemuify wurselves by seizing on
Cazada did not succeed; in tue end, we were well
