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DECORATIONS OF THE CAFITUL.

From Our Ows Correspendest
W ASHINGTON, Wedneaday, June 2, 1505,

Lockicg over THE TRIBUNES that have gaih-
ered on my table during an absence of some dsye
trom tbe ety, I find among them a letter from my
friend Profestor Gsjsni, defending the art decors-
tions of the Capitol and vindicating his eountry-
mas, Sig. Brumidi, who bas plauned aud directed
those decorativns.

I bave no desire to impuir the forea of what Pro-
{aror Gajani slleges of the talest of Sig. Brumili
sid of his reputation ss an artist in his own coun-
try, thoagk, from what [ know of the preseat atate
of the arts and of taste in Italy, 1 should not deem
an Italian reputation so conclusive of werit in a
painter as it once was.  But apart from ki eulo-
girs upon Sig. Brumidi—eulogies which, from so
cultivated and so #insere 8 man asGajani, are entitled
to much cousideration—1I find in reply to my erit-
icisma oply the followiog paragraples, which I re-
produce from his communication:

It is equally true that in
the hterature of Eurape the sawestyle of elossleal
nllugion has prevailed in the past, The great epic
pocts of ubl the modern pations begin with invoca-
tiors to the Muser, and the works of the masters
in the art of poetry nbound with elegant allusions
to Venus, Mars, Neptune, n!,ul all the rest of the
rabible of Olympus.  But it is equally true that the
poet of the present day, who should seriously in-
voke the Muses or introduce the Greek sud Roman
Divinities into & poeni on o modern topie would be
justly jadeed to have written bimself down an
ave. Nor could he defend his perpetration of sueh
notzense by ullegivg that he ouly copied the great
masters of poetry, as Professor Gajani detends
Signor Brumidi by alleging thut he only adopts the
style of Ruphunel and Michael Angelo. Taste has
mide, ropid strides in such matters io the last half
century in the modern eenters of art und cultiva-
tion. 1t has advaneed less rapidly in Italy
ll:.n‘ in  some  other  countries, and  that
is oF iteell n sufficient veason for not committing
the decoration of the Capitol to Itulinne,

To Prof, Gajuui's remark that ** Classical drapery
“ cnupot be given up for the ever-changing and often
o gbeurd fasbion of moderndresses,” | must beg
leave to dissent,  The eostume of our Colonial and
Itevolutionary epechs, the eostume of the founders
of our States, the garb of the pumeers, the back-
woedsmen and of the aborigines, are all of themn
sufliciently well udapted to artistie treatment and
eusceptible of picturesiue cilect. Asa gonersl rule,
however, it will be found, I think, that only & native
artist, or one long and intimately aequainted with
our pm-|lnie and our scencry, ean use them wity
truth and proper aeenrney. I oid not complain o
Brumidi's Putnam that it was not & good portrait
but that it represented, not a farmer of Counecticut
but & tarmer of the Roman Campogng,

THE GERMAN VINB-GROWERS IN
MISSOURL
-——

Correspotdence of The N, Y. Tribuse.
St1. Lovis, May 20, 1858,

After makiry the visit deseribed inmy last to the
German village of Hermane, onthe Miscouri, 1 prossed
the river to examine some other (jorman settlemsn’s,
A steam ferry-boat took me over, and fi ading oo vehicls
on the other bank, I begged & seat ina large wagon
which was beivg driven to the village I wished to visit.
We croeaed first the rich river-bottoms, & soul too rich
for wheat, where corn has grown in luxurisnee now for
& guarter of o century without a parucle of manure
frem human Lande, What wheat was growing was
already eome two feet bigh; on some fislds the Lodian
cuin was just springing above ground, and in others
regro boys and gorls were plowing, without apparently
sry overseer or older band beiog near them, Our road
puered mostly threugh groves of cottonwood aad syca-
maore trees of immerse size,

The leared laud here is valued usually at feom §20
to 50 av sere. We reached at the edge of evening
the vibage, & collection of log houses, surrounding &
wiite church, in & large clearing, with goms bills
which seemed viee-coversd on the ou'skirts of the
foreet. T oould et find the goutleman I was ie searcd
of, but at lergth chanced oo s relative of his, who
rectived me kindly. In visiting the different honses,
it strick me the people did not live in ns much comfurt
a* those over the rives, Tae whole was probably &
pewer settlement; oiill every family secmed to have
ita hourses and enttle, and many possessed good vine-
yorda. [ere, again, I cbserved o sigon of drutken.
vers, or of the viees which epring from strong drink,
Thero seemed to be only & few Amerians in the town.
In pasmiog coe large, desolwe-looking brick house,
with spacione fields sbout it, my companion (n Gier-
war| eaid that it belonged te s wealthy squire, & dlave-
holder, and that it wae ooce & beautful property,
yielding several thousand buskels of grain every yoar;
‘s but the niggers sre using it up; in & few years wa
“ Germeos shall buy it out, and they will all have to
“ goto Texss'" My friend raid be had koows of one
piacter who bad used np five plactations of tobaceo in
Vogiris, ard pow, after wasting another fioe one hare,
Lt pone to the South, T asked bim whether the Ger
mans and the slavebolders pever frateruized, asd
whether his countrymen were vever indaced to bold
slaver, * No, be eaid, ** we bate thess inen, and we
cannot besr to have slaves abuut us, Tuey ‘the mas-
ters; are & proud, lazy set, and they pretend lo desplse
us, though they have not often Lalf onr education, Wa
do ot want to meet themn, and they very seldom trou-
Lle ue, though they know we are Free-Soilers; p.rhaps
ore renson is that we never iuterfers with the slaves,
except b,' l}.oﬂ"ﬁp what free labor can do.

s/avesin that ngighborbood were some baniated aristo-
crata and coblemen, who Lad taken them for honse-

In athing about their position toward the slave
boléers, 1 fourd that formerly they had been eowed

bound, apd with his hunting-knife procesded delibe-
rately to eut strips of fleeh from his back. Someimes
they have kvown of fearfal foggiogs, aad they wvi-
dertly consider the pegro girls ssmuch & prey to their
voung masters io Missouri as in any other slave State,
But in these matiers they do not much intereat tham-
selves, nnd I fear bave often imbibed almset sa moch
dis'ike to the tegro s to his master, Ove German
Methodist, they related, had just been hauled up be-
fure his Church for keeping & slave. He put im for
defense that e was actusted by the purest missionary
motives, and that Le wished to convert the poor bes-
{ber's soul. This ecclesiastical body, unlike our North-
ern Syrods, did vot apparently coosider this the best
species of Christian mission, and incontinently dis-
wissed bim,

The church in the village, and the school, wers bailt
by the Germans. I found they had all passed through
the fovers of & pew country, but as the ground wae
beivg more cultivated, these diseases graduslly dimin-
isbed or ceased entirely.
