No under-drained
and subsoiled held >-. -r lufftll with dioutb, or ran*
outof grass. The air as it passe* through the drains
ai d sod is divested cf all its ammoniac*] ga*ses, aud
thus adds fertility to the soil. All rMn»ral substances,
whether caibonae tf lime, phosphate of lime, sul
phate of lime, potash, soda, salt, or other constituents
of plant* art valuable in proper ion to the sourc* fr.un
whence they are derived. The higher the organiza-
t'on cf animal «r j ant, the more valuable the mineral
obtained. TLenlcora! phosphatic rock, which gives
by analysis the *ame results as calcined bonei, is
worthless for manure, and a quantity of arboaits of
lime from the pure limestone given to a field equal to
two per cent of the soil would render it barren, whila
forty p?r cent of the same mineral exactly, according
to analysis, is extremely fertile. The cause is, one has
never undergone any change since its deposit, and the
other has passed through a long course of organized
life.

A CARD To THE PUBLIC.

The purchase of the land for the Central I'ark is
believed to be the largest appropriation e\ er made by
a sii gle i ity for a public place to be devot--'! to health
bi.<] pleasure, and Is a striking ev idence, not only of tha
wealth aad liberalityof the city, but of the high appre¬
ciation of the necessity which demanded its crea'ion.

The plan upon which it shall bo laid out will hereafter
be regarded as an exposition of the taste and sk al
tlie present generation. It becomes also of I lpreme
importance Miat the plan shall justi'y tbe large expen¬
diture *Bd an emphsh tbo objects]for which the I'ark
was established.

means of averting the execution of a plan which they
disapprove.Although the amendments have been published,
they refer ho constantly to the plan tnatnoonc can

lully understand them without having that plan be¬
fore him, and we therefore seise this opportunity of
stating brietly what they propose to accomplish.

Tiir naiva.
According to Plan 33, the entire drive below Ninety-

sixth street, embracing several miles in eitent, is
t'anked on either side by the walk, thus aseixulating
the drive to the roadway of the streets and avenues,
and destroying the appearance and illusion of a coun¬

try road. We propose that the drive shall be devoted
to its object singly and alone, cutting the sward on

either side, and separate and distinct from the r de and
the walk.

THE RIIiE.
Plan 113 puts horsemen or equestrian- on the drive

with tbe carriages, and makes no separate provision
for them whatsoever, except by building a nev, em¬

bankment against the outer embankment of the new

KaoaiTOlt. and making a ride for them on the top of
and around it. As the embankment is in some places
10 feet in hight (as high as the Bossrroif at Forty-sec¬
ond street), tbe effect of horsemen riding upon It will,
in our judgment, be fantastic and grotesque. We pro¬
pose th'at the ride shall be constructed throughout the
entire length of the Park, intermediate the drive and
the extenoi wall or the drive and the walk, aa either
may be best suited to the topography and the econom¬
ical execution. And we cannot believe that, in an

area of 7.r>0 acres, two and a half miies in length and
half a mile, or three blccks and more, in width, it is

impossible for a competent engioeer to devise a ride,
not only separate and distinct by itself, and therefore
perfectly safe, but opening miles and miles to the
pleasure and the benefit of manly and invigorating
horsemanship. As the first objsct of the Park is to
preserve anef improve heal'.h, we consider the proper
and adequate development of the ride as a paramount
consideration, inferior only to the walk.

TH I M UK.
The main walk of 1 .an i- betöre stated, on

either side of the drive, separated from it not even by
the protection ol curb and gutter, but by turf, four
feet wide. There is also a " promenade " approached
by the drive, which o ust be roesed by pedestrian* in
order to reach it. lt is, as its came signifies, appro¬
priated to pedestrians, but is only the length of six
street*.about the instance of Bleeeker street from
W aveiley place. There i* also a "Uerceau walk,
against or at the base of the walls and embankments
of the two reservoirs: but these embankments come
on the east with n 135 feet of the Fifth avenue, and oa
the west within 960 feet of the E _hth avenue: and
through these narrow passes horsemen, carnages and
M destrians must, by the plan, ail go, in order to get
from the lower to the upper port.on of tbe I'ark.
There are also many ineanuern.g pats*. In our judg¬
ment, these provision ere wholly ioadrquats to meet
the habits, tastes or expei ta'i n-of tr.e people, and
indicate no true conception of tne dignity waien suould
beJoog to " the walk " of the Central Park. It should
be its main and moat dietmguished feature, because
it will give more pleasure and more health than all the
other loin * in which the I'ark can bo used. It should
proceed from entrances at which pedestrian* alone
eheuld enter; the safety of age and infancy, and of
women and children, demands that separate entrances
should b* prov.oed -r horres ai : i amages.
