Mr. Caleb Cushing, in his Fifth-of-July Oration
at Tammany Hall, propeunded and sssumed to
golve triumphantly the problem—** Are the Ameri-
o gans of to-day degeverate sons of their Revolu-
« tiopary sires 1" Were we disposed to dispute
the orator's conclusion, we should certainly cite his
Tammany harsngue in confutation of his doctrine.
Such s copglomersation of rhodomontsde and fue-
tian, of sophistry and imposture, of spread-eaglo
bombast abd low-minded demagoguism, could surely
pever have emanated from the mind of auy of the
great and true men who counseled with Adams and
Jefferson or fought with Washington and Groene.

What does he mean by a * sec-
‘tional administration " Was Washington sec-
tional? Were all the great men who rallied around
bim eectionalista? Was Jeflerson disoreetly fac-
tious! We know that these regarded Slavery as
an evil to be endured, and limited, snd soon got rid
of; we know that the very first draft of an act of
Congress intended to exclude Slavery peremptorily
from the Territories of the Union was drawn by
Thomas Jefferson, and remaioe to this day in his

Mr. Cushing has seen it; we know that this Terri-
torial Ordinance of 1744, though not then adopted,
was voted for by a large majority of the Delegates
present, including 8 msjority of those who repre-
sented alaveholdig States; we know that this Anti-
Rlavery Hestriction, copied into the Ordinance of
'57, was carried by a unanimons vote; that the first
Federal Congress, which assembled not long sfcer-
ward, readopted 1t with like unanimity; end
that George Washington approved and sigoed it.
Here was a direct, positive, absolute prohibition of
Slavery in all the then Federal or Continental Ter-
ritories, devised by Thomas Jefferson, himself a
slaveholder, and the fouuder of the old Republican
party, upanimously sanctioned by a Congress of
whose members & larpe majority represented slave-
holding constituencies, and signed by George Wash-
ington, also & Southers man and a slaveholder.
The Republican party bas never attempted to go one
step beyond the vital principle of the Ordinance of

1784-7, thus ongmatea y —d

By what right then, with what justioe, does Mr.
Cushing brand us sectionalista? We stand in the
footprints made by our Revolutionary sires, when
the greatest statesmen and patriots of the Bouth
stood proudly by their mde. If there has been
u change since 1757, it is the South, not we; it is
our renegades nud apostates, such as Caleb Cushing,
who have changed: how dare they seck to fasten
on us the unjust reproach of sectionalism ?

Proteetion to Home Industry, until prospecis of
higher honors were offered to him through the
treachery of John Tyler, which he shared or emu-
Isted—Caleb Cushing, whose best years were spent
| in resisting aud denounciog that Democratic party
l which ke now lauds as having achieved all the good
| snd perpetrated nore of the evil which our country

has experienced—Caleb Cushing, who has coo-
trived to ** turn his back on hiwself " more com-
pletely than soy other liviog Awerican. This is
| the man who reproaches the Hepublicans with a
| 1ack of principle, of couvictions, of consistency,
| and with & deification of “‘the duty of success "
Was there ever a more stingiog self-castigation !

But space and patience fsil us. With one more ex-
tract we must conclude our potice, Mr. Cushing
BAyE:

“It is but for New-¥ork to say it,and we ahall
emerge at once out of this murky atnosphere of ue-
rmﬁtubla mn}unsion regardiog Afnicans, into the h_x‘lg ut
ight of the Unicn.

Oun this great issue, which
involves the honor, the fame, and the fate of our
country, Caleb Cushing deliberately plants himself
on the side of Power, of law-guarded Abuse, of
hoary Ieiquity and priest-sanctioned but God-ab-
horied crime.

A striking instaocs of the advantsge of the new

method of trial, by which the partics o suita are
sllowed, and mey be required, to undergo examing-
tion 8» witnessas, is presectad by tue case of Gough
versus Lees, lately tried in the English Court of
Exchequer. The plaiatiff in this ease waa the cale
brated Temperancs lacturer. The defecdant wes
slso 5 Tempersnce lecturer, but employad in tae
rervise of apnother, and in some respects an antago-
nistic assoeistion. Mr. Gough, as appesred from
his own testimony, is st present. and has been for
four or five years, in the sersice of two Dritish
Temperance Socielics, the Nations! Leagoe snd
the Beottish Lesgue, which pay him at the rate of
ten guineas, upward of fifty dollars, s lacture. He
delivers in a year two hundred lectares. so that his
ineome from this souree exceeds ten thousacd dol-
Iars # yesr. The object of the two societies for
which Mr. Gongh lectures he stated to be t5 ersdi-
cate drunkeoness by persussion and prohibition.
The rival society, ealled the United Kicgdom
Alliance, for which Dr. Lees, the defendaat,
lectures, ssems to rely more exclusively oa legal
restraint, advoeating an enactment of the charactar
of the Maine Law. The libels charged were con-
tained in letters addressed to s Mr. Wilson, & gen-
tleman of large fortune residicg near Nottingham,
and who takes a warm interest in the societies for
which Mr. Gough lectures. Provoked at an aitack
upon a Mr. Binelsir, another Temperance lecturer,
which Dr. Lees falsely assribed to Mr, Gough, he
eharged him in thesa letters with being addictad to
the use of opium, not ouly ineisting that Mr. Gough
Lad been seen * narcotically and helplesaly intoxi-
« pated,” but saserting that, unless he did not know
what druggiog wae, e lisd himself seen him in that
condition.

These charges coming to the kuowledge of Mr,
Gough, he hastened to bring his action, for the sole
purpose of establishing their falsity. With this
object in vivw, under the new Eoglish practice, he
offered himeelf as & witness, and swore positively
that he had never used opium in auvy form in his
life, and that sinee he took the pledge in 1512 he
bad never tasted apirits, except when in a sickness
in 1245, in which his life was despaired of, it was
given to bim as & medicine. Against this positive
denial on the part of Mr. Gough himeelf the defead-
ant bad nothing to offer, and he therefore fuund it
uecearnry, by way of escaping heavy damages, to
retract the charge he had made.

Under the ¢!d system an sction for slaader, even
though the plaintiff obtained s judgment in his
favor, often loft the truth of the charges excaed-
ingly doubtful. By the new method, the party ac-
cured is not only able to offset the accusation by
his own deoial, under oath, but in subjecting him-
self to a eross-exsmination he affords the strongost
guaranty of his truth. At the same time he places
the accuser, who ia not ready to back up his
chirges by bimself taking the stand, in the position
in which Dr. Lees found bimseli—that of retract-
ing a charge in support of which he had previously
offered himeelf as & witness.

It is mever pleasant to comse in contsct with
ignorance and vanity, and least of all is it bearable
when we find such disagreeable qualities displayed
in the conduet of men whose social position, whose
public reputation, and whose presumed acquirements
have led us to expect quite other things of them.

ustify the suspicion that in & given case such un-

worthy characteristics are the ruling iniluence, to
panse lopg before coming to so stern 8 judgment.
Such has been our feeling for the past weekin
relation to the aflairs of the Dudley Observatory.
It is with great reluctauce that we compel our-
selves to accept the fact that the difficulties which
have arisen in that institution are really of a
serions nature; and with a reluctance sorrowful
and mortifying a8 well as great, that we are forced
to believe that those difficulties exist only because
a want of scientific knowledge, aud s vanity morti-
fied for the want of an exerciee of a little brief
authority, have found & lodgment in the syme per-
sons. We can come to no other conelusion after
carefully and most impartially resdiog all the evi-
denee within our reach io relation to this mstter.

We cannot doubt that the publie, to whom all
this evidence is not easily ascessible, have reached
the same conclusion. Tue instinetive love of fair
play, even without & gareful examination of the
nerits of the case, must upquestionably condemn a
body who, like the Truslees of the Observalory,
first ignominiously eject from a plase of trast and
responsibility s gentleman who was chosen to fill it
because he was thought eminently fit for it; refuse
then to lay before his associates any evidence of the
very serious charges which they bring against him;
devying even advisory power to a body to whom
the acientific direction of the Observatory was es-
pecially intrusted; and finally, to eomplete their
aseutnption of immacalste suthority, sssert to the
lady to whose generosity the Observatory owes ils
continued existence, that her feeliogs, worked upon
by interested parties, ave so warped her judgmeant
thst she is incapable of coming to a just conclusion
without aid from them—which aid, however, as it
was indelicate for one party to render, so it would
ba improperly offered by the other, and therefure
improperly sought for by her. This whole course
of proceeding is 80 remarkable aa assertion of irre-
sponsible power, and such an estire disregard of
the commonest dictates of even-handed justice,
that it is not necessary, to form a righteous jadg-
ment in regard to it, to go behind it to the original
eauses of the difficulty. Whatever these may be,
they could not justify the Trustees in their subse-
quent messures.

We have, howerer, read the correspondence, the
resolutions, the statements, as far ss auy have
been made, in newspaperand pamphlet, and can find,
as yet, ouly cumulstive evidence that the high-
banded messurés which are patent to the public
were resorted to to sustain an sct originally out-
rageous; aod that this “”mmm Dr.
Gould would not comply with demands which only
vasity and ignorance could have suggested. Of all
the charges against Dr. Gould of inefliciency, mis-
wansgement, peculation sod incivility, there seems
to be not the slightest ground for say of them, ex-
cept the last. Indeed, of all the others he is not |
only fully scquitted by bis aasociates of the Council,
but they amount only to vaguo geoeralities on the
part of the Trustees. Dut for the Isst imputation
pamed there seems to be some positive and tangible
grousd, The Trustees put Dr. Gouid in & position
where he must either aot in direct coatradiction to

and his dufy as Dimotor of the Obesrratory, or
else ssaume & position which they would ooastrue
as uncivil. He was true to himeell snd his post,
and suffere aecordingly. The mcivility, however—
aa puich is the name given to it by the Trustess—waa
wolely in the set, and oot in the maanerof it. In
laoguage and bearicg, #0 far as we can see from the
correspordence, Dr, Gould wes always courleous
and deferential. Let us explain:

In the latter part of May we find that the Trus-
tees passed a series of resoluticus, one of which
directed that the Observatiry grounds should be
thrown open te the public from 7 ¢'eluck & m. to 7
o'clock p. m., and that everybody should ba admit-
ted excapt children unaccompaaied by their pareats
or nurees, By another resolution Dr. Gould was
dirseted to have 8 sst of duplicate pass-keys to the
Observatory and every room in it, for the sola and
exelusive use of the Trustees, ) that at any aad all |
hours, whether with cr without friends, they might
have free access to the whole establishment. To
this order Dr. Gould returned su answer, couched
in the mest respeciful language, but urged in earn-
eat terms, aud with the strongeat ressons, precisely
such 85 any man who has ouly seen so much of
astropomical operatiors as the setting of 8 sun-dial
upon & post, would suppose ke would return. He
expostulated aguinst such a use of the Observatory
snd its grounds. He pointad out to the Trustees
Low completely the object of the institution would
be lost if the operators and their instruments were
st all times exposed to the intrusion of the publie.
He reminded them of the universal practice ia
Observatories everywhers else in the world, as one
arising from shsclute necessity whea astronomieal
studies and observations were t» be made. In
ehort, be presented the subject as every scientific
man knowas he must have presented it, or else have

been completely forgetful of his duty; and we
ean sesure the unscientifio resder that the

provarbial ** bull in a China shop "—a bull
even whe was perpetually bresking into a
fresh Chins shop--is but the faintest type of whst
an astrovomical observatory, with its instruments
of exesediog delicacy, and its observers neading the
utmost abstraction and uninterruption, would be
with & public let loose upon it, and headed by a
board of fusey, sssuming, suthoritative Trustees, so
deplorably ignorant as not to know they were where
they hsd no business to be. It was Dr. Gould's
great misfortune that he was compelled to instruct
these gentlemen ina matter of which a achoolboy
would be ashamed to be ignorant, aad to show them
by arguwent, drawn from reason and experience,
that it was impoesible to have a public garden aud
an sstronomical observatory within the same walls
and inelosures. We have no doubt that he would
acknowledge readily enough that s playground for
the babies of Albany, and a plase of gossip for
their nurses, was & desirable thing; but he objected
to the Dudley Observatory being usad for that pur-
pose. He would no doubt welecome the Trustess
to observe his labors at proper times, and explain to
them his progress; but he naturally enough objected
to a risk of eonstant intrusioe, which at some unlucky
moment might destroy the labors and observations
of months, if not of years. If the Trustees, in short,
supposed it possible to have & goud walch and
well-fitled sopuff-box in the same case, Dr. Gould
koew better. He bad to teach them accordingly, and
the necessity implied on their part such gross igno-
rance that, it is very evident, they have never for-
given him, Dr. Gould felt that a sciantific institu-
tion was under his care. The Trustees supposad,
with its pass-keye, and free entrancs to the public,
that it was a gigantie plaything, for the use of
whick the public would thank them. The difference
was irreconcilable, and the only answer the Board
could give to Dr. Gould was his dismissal. Such,
we think, will be found to be, at least, one of the
influences which huve been at work to effect his
removal.

We publish elsewhere the resolutions of the
Council, and we trust that they will be [ally sus-
tained in the position they have nssumed by the
sympathy of the public. We hardly think that there
in & scientific man in the country who, under exist-
ing circumstances, will venture to step into Dr.
Gould's place at the call of the Board of Trustees.

We had yesterday the pleasure of an interview
with M. Felix Belly, the geotleman whose recent
movements in Central Americs bave cavsed some
stir in naval circles. But we thiok that the gentle-
men who have antieipated the sending of a fleet to
exclude M. Belly and the French Protectorate from
Ceptral America, bave been rather precipitate in
their ideas. M. Belly is merely a pac fic speculator,
who, with s vast capital to back him, propeses to
dig a canal aercss the Isthmus. Of the feasibility
of this enterprise he speaks with abaolute and en-
thusiastic cocfidence, [tis no more difficult, he
thirks, than the piercing of Mount Cenis, or than a
dozen other achievements of modern eogineering.
Nor doce be gee why the American people or their
Government should view the enterprise with jeal-
ousy. For the practieal work of digging the canal,
New-York must be the starting point. Here the
requisite machinery, the boats, the instruwments,
the forgea, in short the whole materiel of the work
muét be procured; here supplies must ba laid in for
the workwen; here the nuwmerous array of special
assistants and sgents must be eogsged. In fact,
for the mere commevcement, the company must
expend here some $200,000 or #300,000; and the
subsequent expenditure, as the work advances,
must also be heary and constant. Dewides, when
the canal is dope it will be immensely more benefi-
cial to American ecmmerce than to that of any

otker nation. Why then should w: be disturbed at
the prospeet of its construetion !

M. Belly goes back to Europe to-day in the Per-
sis. He iotends to return here in o great length
of time, when be will take steps for the actual cow-
mencement of the canal. He is apparentlya person |
of remarkable energy of character, sod if he will
ooly make the eanal we can promise him asmuch
immortality as soy single individual ought to enjoy.
