Tin: DOUBLE MURDER IS VERMONT.

Coire-p. StVnce ul Tie" B.>«ti>c Ti»v. .-r.

Mos rrtLlEK, July 17, [858.
()n Friday, the H'.th inst., one ot the onr>«t painfa!

tra^ediee wmch ever shirked a Vermont com uanity
cccuried in Calais, a rich farming town adjoining
Mottptlieron ti e no tlieast.

But in a few minutes the wife was startled by the re¬
