] besve Greeea t2-maTro®, on my return to the
Bersh of Lurope, snd kave but littls lesure to send
you s partiog meerage fron the stsdow of tha
Acrepels; yets few worde musd be said in regard
s Greece s 8 preduciive couniry, & subjest con-
eerning whith jou hare donbiless Losrd very con-
trary ojivions. The (reeks themeelves are o
much in the babit of ssying, “We bave a pior
eouptry,” itat the flying tourist, who stops four
dsye &% Atbens on his way to Egypt ssd Paletine,
sod who sees only the bald sides of Ilymettue sad
Penteliane, and the dry plain of Attics, imagines
the whole country to be bsrren, desolate, cure2d—
as it is customary to represent Judes. With the
exception of Avarnanis, Etolia, and parls of Eubes,
it does iudeed grestly lack water, but ita s9il is
prebeilyas productive, in other respects, as any
eouatry of Europe. The valleys are a fine mellow
Josze, which produces excellent crope of wheat, rye
sad bariey, slthough the system of sgriculture is
Memeric (b its simplicity sod rudeness, The lower
slepes of the mountains, where they have been re-
emmed, or have escaped the devastation of war,
produce vines, sa in Missolonghi, forests as in Eu-
b, or geaio, ae ‘o Maioa, while the siles of I'ar-
sasens, Taygetus and Erymenthus are covered, up
to the elevation of 6,000 feet, with woods of vak,
fir snd pone,

But one thing falle, without whickh the Garden
of Eden itself would be poor—the mesns of trans-
pertiog produce to s market. All the roads in
the Peloponnesus, with the exception of that from
Nauplis to Tripolitzs, are $he roughest possible
bridie-pathe, crossed in many plsces by mountain
torrents, which frequently interrupt the communi-
cation for daye. la fact, one can bardly suy that
there sre soy ronde at all, in Spring. when the plow
ebiiterster all trace of the previous tral. In
Norikern Greece there is but o2e, from Athens to
Thebes, which s now impasssble, owing to fifty
yords of it daving been washed awny ia the pase of
(Ence, sbout kix mouthe agy. From Toebes to
Livadis there is & bridie-track over the Beotian
plaio, which is & quagwire when it raine. For-
werly much barley wae raised sbeut Livadis, but
the cost of traneporting it to AMbens upon asses was
found to be just three fourths of the value of what
the ase carried, eo that, unless the trader suc-
cesied in doing a litfle highway robbery en his
way back, ke lost money by the trip. The poas-
axtry around Athens now use certe, sud with the
present bigh prices, succeed in driving & very good
busiess, This Winter the Government bas made
an effsrt fo do something in the way of remedying
this evil.  We hear of roads to Chalels, to Corinth,
ond otber placer. An engineer bas been imported
frem France st a salary of 22,000 fraucs & year,
setwithstanding there is an sbundance of Greek
engineersidle. A large sum has been raised by
special taxation, but all that has yet been accom-
plished in the grading of & few streets in Athens,
But—""Do uot expeet too muck of us," say tho
Greeks.

A German botuuiet, Frass, 1 think, bae given &
very decided opinion that the lost foreste of (irecce
can pever be restored, and that the lsnd must con-
sequently remain dry and barren. With this decis-
jon I must wholly dissent.  All Greece, it is true,
rests on & bed of blue limestone, which refines into
marble Lere snd there, aud the hills which have
been disforested are as bare aud dry as the moun-
taine of Monb, Mymettus appears to be hopeless-
Iy nsked, and even Parnes hides his few remaining
piner in the depth of his savage gorges. Yet the
lenst encoursgement would veslothe even thie
sterility. An example of what simply lettiny the
mountains alone will do, is ~een at the pass of
(Ecoe, between Cithwron snd Parnes, Here the
pesssnts have been preveated, fora few yeare past,
from touching the young pinvs, and the hights are
covered green snd thiek, up to the very summit.
As for forest culture, such as is carvried oo with
#o much suceess in Germany, it is aoheand of, It
is true, Inspectors, Foresters, &«., have been ap-
pointed, and some 200,000 drachmas of the revenue
goee in this way, but the only thiog they do is to
make the peasants pay for tapping pioe trees for
rexip, instead of taking it for nothing. If a Greek
mountaineer wants a little wood for his fire, he
cute down iwenty thriving saplings rathar than
fatigue himself by felling a full- grown tree. Eubiea,
which was once n land of splendid forests, abound-
ing with deer, is rapidly becoming denuded, sod
the mountain valleys, opce plentifully and regularly
watered, are now subject to alternate fresliets and

drouthe.

Wood was s:)d lsst Winter in Athens At the
rate of a cent a pound, while the grand oak woods
oz Doric and Elie are lying full of rotting trunks.
Al ovet tué country one seer uoble trees wantonly
girdled, even in the midst of forests, where they
sre vever felled. It would seem that ths people
ook & peculisr plessure in the act of destructior.
A lsrge land-owner in Fubes informed me that
while superintending the cutting of pines in his
woode, be directed the workmen to b very eareful
wnd fell {be trees in such » dirgstion as to injure
the saplipgs under them as little as possible. The
people laughed outright, and almost told him to his
face that he was a fool. The esplioge, they said,
were little thirge, worth nothing except to burs,
ard it would be ro harm to destroy them all
Weere the forals have oaly been partially sparad,
}t ‘te B3¢ Yountuins sud runaing ebresios the whole
year threngh.  The Alpbeus aud the Furotas, fed
by the oak-covered hille of Arcedin, flow through
£ awmer beste, but in naked Attica the Cephiseus
ard the liesus perish even befure they resch the

Agvieulture, ss T bave ea d, s in the most 1oper-
feet stete. 1 6ud, on repeated inuiry, that filteen
fuld—ibst 1s, fifteen buskels resped for one sowa—
in contidered a large crop, and that the general
aversge csunot be cozsidered higher than eight fold.
The w01l is not mavured, but relieved a littls by &
rofation of erops. It is scratshed up to the depth
of three or four inchee with snantediluvian plow, snd
then erosewise sgsin, 90 that the woil is ent in small
cubes ordire, Thon the farmer sits down and folds
Lie bande, waitivg for a rain whish sha'l dissolve
and break up these cubes, si that he esn saw his
grain.  Sometimes o freshet comen in the wean-
while and carriee them a'l ¢ff before they hava nal
tme to dinsclve, leaving only the Lleroglyphics
meade by the point of the plowshare in the hard
eorface below,

The ciber iaple prolustions of Greece—oll, wilk,
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heaee 136 yichi from fhem @ gresier. Toe vaes
we pluned i the Bpruog, lhe earth .o dug up,
raised 10 besps between ihe staike and finely puk
verized, agd ibey are then lefl to their fate. Olve
and mulderry trees are planied, and that is all
The produce both of sk sad currants is slowly bus
stesdily inerecring, and the number of olive tress,
which o 1§33 wae 700,000, pow amounts to
2400000, Yetio spite of this spparent growth,
the country i poorer now than it was uader the
Terkish dimisation. The lttle I'rovisce of
Achnis, sicue, yielded to the Lstin princes duriog
the m'dd'e ages a greater revenue than the whole
kingdom of Greece at preseat, Tne fact is, the
eountry in poor, only beesuse the development of
ite resonrces has been most shamefully negiected.

A cireumatance which more thaa aoything else,
perbape, retards this development, is the religious
indolence of the Greek furmers, A creed wkich
turns one helf the days of the year into ssintly soni-
versaries. on which it is einful to do any manner of
work, would run any counfry in the world. In
addition to these saints’ daye, there are four graud
faste, aod & nomber of smaller ones, amounting, in
all, to over one hundred and fifty days, or fice
months, Theee nre moet rigidly kept, and though
the temperate Greck satisfies Lis hupger with
bread, clives and onions, bis capacity for labor is
setiouxly affected. To crown kis shortcomings as
an sgriculturist, add Lis egregious yanity, which
prevents him from suspecting that there ia aoy
knowledge iu the world superior to his own. An
English gentlemen, loug seitled in Greece, arsured
me thet Le found it almost imposeilile to teach his
workmen, owing to this trait of character. When-
ever he directed anytling to be dose, instead of
being obeyed, Lie nlways reccived instructions from
themn ss to how it might be better done. Afcer
txenty-four years' experience, he was almost ready
to deapair of their improvement.

L fouud the country Greeks generally honest,
YWe met with two or three instauces of doworight
imposition, but this might ozcur iu any eountry—
except Sweden. Thore who have the worst repu-
tation are the most friendly aund sgreeable. The
Mazinote robbere, as they are called, the Dalphians
aud the Doriane, are hearty, cheerful, hospitable
people, and 1 sball Jong remember them with
pleasure. The timid traveler need no longer hasi-
tate to visit Greece, from a vision of fierce palikars
leveling their lopg guos at bim in the mountain
pseses, Nortbern Greece has beeu overrun this
Spripg by a band of robbers under the command of
the chief, Kalabaliki, but within the last ten days
hirusell aud the greater part of bis men have been
shot by the Government troops, nesr Thebes,
While crossing Mount I'urnes, on our way from
Chalcis, we met three individusle, whom we sup-
poeed to be refugees from his band. With the
desth of Kalabaliki brigandage is suppressed in
Greece, Since 1734 the pumber of robbers shot
or exeruted hae been 103! I must state, however,
on the anthority of the Minister of War, that ouly
twenty of the whole number were born within the
limite of the hingdow.

Beside ber neglected ficlds and forests, Greece
hae slso neglected mines, There is the material
for a hundred Parthenozs yet in Pentelicus; the
white, waxy marble of Naxos and Paros; precious
verde antique and rouge antique in Taygetus; coal
in Eubees, sulplhur on the Isthmus, aod emery in
Naxos. It ie eaid that the treasures of I'aros are
to be exploited, but of the otber mineral produc-
tione sulpbur apd emery, only, are quarried to a
lim'ted extent. Agriculture, however, should be
the first care of a nation, and until Greece has roads
for the transportation of her corn, wine and oil,
abe will scarcely be able to make her quarries avail-
able. T have uot yet heard of any geological survey
of the country, but I kpow an intelligent young
¢flicer, who sgent eighteen months, by the order
aud at the exgeuse of the Government, in making &
secret military reconnoiesance of Turkey ! Offer a
plan for the irrigstion of the Cephissisn plain, and
you will be palitely snubbed. Offer another of the
firtifications of Constantinople, and you will be
well paid.

—Enough of diy ststement. Let me not lose
the pensive sweetness and sadness of this last even-
ing in Athenr, The wun is tinking in clear saffron
light beyond the pass of Dapbne, aod a purple flush
plays all along the high, barren sides of Ilymettue.
Before me rises the Acropolis, with ite crown of
beauty, the I'arthenon, on whose snowy front the
suntets of two thousand years have lefi their golden
stnin. In the distance is the musical JEgean,
dancing with light-whispering waves to fil! the
rock-hewn sarcophsgus of Themistocles. Plato's
olives send a silver shimmer threugh the dusk that
is creepivg over the Attic plain. Many an evening
have I contemplated this illustrious landecape, bat
it was never so lovely as now, when I look upon it
for the last time, Every melodious wave ia the
lorg outlie of the immortal mountains—every
scarred marble in the august piles of ruin—every
blogd-red anemone on the baoks of the Iissus, and
every asphodel that blossoms on the hill of Colonos
—] xnow them aud they know me. Not as a
curious stranger shail I leave Athens; not as a
traveler, eager for new secnes; but with the regret
of one who knows snd loves the sacred moil, to
whom it has been at once & sanctuary s0d a home,

THE TRUTH ABOUT JAMAICA.

That many serious evily, pot to sey deplorable
calamitice, bave fallen epor the Britien coloaisl de-
perdencies sines the passage of the act which strack
the fetters from ‘he links of the elsves, asorot. sither
in reason or in truth, be dexied; bu' thet these
reverzer can be fustly eherped upon the sholithn
principle, or upon the elterior effects of the emanc ps-
tion of the slaves, is thoroughly opposed to those prin-
ciples of truth which ough: reverto be violated or
contemned. Thet the srguments of & large section of
jedividuals have been straiped to establish this base-
los# a=seriion, and ''to make the worse tie better
cause appear,” we ar: well aware; hut ''faots are
stubborn things," and despite the pa‘nt and varnish
with which the question has beem unsparingly
besmeared, the parity of trath must sbice forth in its
pative brilliarcy when we briog to the touchstone of
inquiry the actual ' nature of the case, '

In pursuirg this icquiry—:0 well calculated to
elicit tinth—it wil' be advisable to confize oar re.
marks as much s« possible to coe colozny, incidentally
- farring to apy of the others, ar oocasion may require,
We shall, therefore, select the ome that ie genarally
admitted to have been the most prosperous and pro-
dustive durirg the reign of Slavery, but the most
destitute and poverty-stricken at the present time,
ander the more erlightened and humanizing influence
of liberty ard religion. It is pecdlees to say that we
allude to the inland of Jamaica,

Thete i& not & more beantiful and highly-favorei
country in the world than this isle of the sea. The
bountiful band of & gracious Providence has showered
down upon it blersings without cumber. The exu-
berant fertility of ite soil conld pot suffer m comparison
with that ¢f auy other lund: snd If the labor and
capital g0 ersential to the propulsion of agricultural
movements were but bestowed upon it, the earth is
#till reedy to yield its icorease, and to bring wealih to
these who expend their energies upon it.

Befere proceeding any farther, it wi'l ba necessary
thiat we sbould take & brief retrospective view of the
condition of the negro population of the island ugder
the ancien régime, inasmuch as we shall have to insti-
tute & few comparisons between their trus position jn
the coleny at this time, and that whick they occupied
in the days of Siavery, We need not erter oategori-
cally or at lepgth into the treatment which the alaves
reocived : for it must be gererslly understood that, as
in tbe Southern Etates of the Union, the * privileges'
sccorded to them were of the most insufficient and
contracted kind. The masters only granted what it
wes impossible for them to refuse without materially
affectipg their own icteresis, sod the permission to
ent, drink, ard occasionally to sleep, coustituted the
erjoymwent of the pogro in & state of bordage.

On the vaet majority of the moset flourlshing rugar
ertates and coffes propertios, throughout the land,
there was, at thst time, no eessation from labor on the
Clristian Satibath : and the slaves who had been toil-
irg continuously all the week, had to go on as nmal
boilirg sugar, picking coffee, or pruniog pimeuto treee
on Sucday s2 on sy other day. All that the masters
gought fer wae {0 make the Iabor at their commard as
productive an it could be, ard in this they sbandantly
sucoended, There were, it is Lrue, sowme exceptions Lo
tie rule of Babbath-day labor; but that the pracice
exieted very gererally in almoit every parish is an
establiched fact. No Looks of any kind were permit-
ted to be brought amn og the slaves : and it waasas
much e the shio of any Methodist or Baptist parson
was worth to attempt to get up & class-meeting on sny
of the ea'stes, Churches svd chapels were, like
angels’ visits, ** few and far between ;" aod in the
yiouvtainous sgricultural districts they were under the
Len of decisive prolubition. The foundiog of negro
schools was an experiment that had dawned upon very
fow minds: and, in fact, such & movement wou'd
not simply have Leen regarded as an absardity
in iteelf, but would have been attended with serions
results to these who scught to promote it.  For it was
tren congdered—as it now is in soms places—that by
edueating the regro he would be unfitted to fulfill the
destiny for which he bad been crested. But of this
Lereaiter. The overseers who exstcised control over
the lives and fortunes of the vast body of the tlave
pupulation were, for the most part, rough, uneducated,
bratal and nnpolished mep. Iu truth, the less edu-
cational qualifieation they bad, they were thought to
I's the better overseers. The tide of emigration to the
British West Indies at this period was not, therefore,
very pure acd healthy. Escaped prisoners, dssertsrs
from the army, and similar characters, formed the

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CAPT. HUDSON'S REPORT.
From The Warkin;fon Union,
Usi7ep Stares Sreay Fricars Niavars, ¢
Quessstows, Ingravn, July 8§
Sti: I am somewhst moritied and disappointed 12
rt the arrival of the Niagara at this port on the
ET , after three uwsnccessful aitempts st laying

down the telegraphic cable.
My last dispsich, of the 10tk ult., informed you that
the #quadron were off Plymouth Harbor, bound to

the sppoizted rendezvons for unitiog and rusaing oat
the telegraphic cable.

During the first three or fonr days of our passige
we bad calms and light vaziable winds; the following
eight days almost continuous gales from the W. to the
S, W., and the greater part of the time heavy ses,
when the weather sgsin moderated, sud our vessels,
which bad separatea during the gales, met Logether a
the rerée zvous om the 25b, the Agamemnon having
shifted about cne hundred miles of the uppar portion ot
the cable on her main hold tier doring the gale, which
purtion they were engaged in running o toe gun deck
when we fell in with them.

On the 26th (Saturdsy) we commen ed onr opers-
tiors by eecuring the Niagara and Agamemnon (-
gether, stern to, with hawiers, eplicing the cable and
easicy it down gradually with two hardred fathoms
paid out from each ship; “the hawser let go by sigusi,
srd the ehips separsted on their respsctive ¢otrses
at {he rate of three fourths of & mile the hour. When
we had psid cut two miles and forty fathoms, as
shown by our irdicator, the cable beicg hanled
in the wrong direciion thrcugh the excitewment or
carelesspess of ona of the men stationed by it, canght
snd parted in the Niagara's machinery, A hesvy
fog and miet had et o soon after the ships sepu
mated, We were fortuoate erough, however, to
get topether again in & short time, splice, lower
down the cable, and separsts from each othier ns be-
fore stated, The Niagara's speed, a! startio: was
thort of one mile the hour, sed gradually incressed 1o
two knote #ix fathoms up to i o'vlock p. m., and t.a
cable being paid out three and a hall krots per hour:
and from that hour ti)] midwight 8 uniform epeed was
mairtained of three and & half milss the Lour, sad
the cable was rlid out, as shown by the iedi stor, of
fcur acd a balf miles the bour. Odr machinery was
working as well we could desize, cabls raneiog fron
the coils and going over it with eass and regulsrity,
when, to our grest surprise, at 15 minutes past |
o'clock 8, m., on the ith (Sunday) the elsciriciaus
reposted that there bad been no signale Gou the Ags-
mem non for the last ten minutes.

We kept going on elowly, as previously sgreed
opon, until 4:40 8, m, (ip the mean time the eleciri -
iape tested the cable in the ship aml roportad the con-
tinuity and irsulstions perfect), when the ship's head-
way was ent:iely stopped, and we ¢ 2d heaving
i with the machivery, The cable pa:ztsd at 1:50 &,
m., and we lost on this occasion, ax insastred by the
indieator, 12 miles, J00 fathoms of csble, and started
for the rendezyous, where, on Monday the w8ih, the
Agamemnon and .\'imn were secured together,
the splice made, lowered down, the ships separated,
as ha: been already described, nt 7.0 p.m. Our
speed for the first liour was oply thiee quartars of &
mile: second hour, 2! milea: third hour, 3 miles; snd
the fourth hour, 3} milee, From that Lour ustil V: 10
o'clock on Th ™ amh‘. the “hh (when we
ceared to get sigoals from the memnon, and the
engines ahowed dowr), the speed of the ship liad besu
4} miles the bour, and the cable paid vut 5} wiles the
hour, as siown by the indicator,

The ergines were rla:’ d at 10 p. m., and the ship
hurg in & measure by the cable until twenty minutes
after miduight, when it , the indicators showing
a loss on this occasion of 145 miles ¥ fathomas of the
cable. Our electricians again thoroughly testad all
the cable on board ship, and found the insulation sod
continuity all perfect, and thers was but one opinion
smeng those gentlemen, that the eabla parteaator
Tear t'ia Agememnon, waich we shall ascertain when
»be arr.ves at this port to ill up hes coel.

An mrangement had been made, when the ghips
separated tve 8th ioetant, that in the event of any
gecident to the cable before either should have run
ove hundred milee, we were to returnto the rendez-
vous, urite the calils, snd make another aifust to lay
it out; if beyond that dis'avce, the vessels wore to
priceed to Queenstown, fill up with cosl sud sgain
rerew our eflcrte.

In the Niagara we had &'l the coal that we reqnired
fur laying down our part of the cable. There wers
serfvus ccubts, bowever, if we ran further, or any
distance hr_\'ué the one named, whether tha Ags
mennen's coal would hold cut (without any expendi-
ture in getting back to the rendezvous), and leave her
ecough to insure steaming back to Valentia Bay with
the eable, in the eveut of 1o further casualty to it on
the way there. j ;
