Mr. Burr and
Dr. Hunt e Jwroughly conversent with the
ecuntry. The gute which the party proposed to
take, will Jead it throngh & cirevitof nearly 250
miles, and ite return is got expected till Saturday.
The Mormops bave beea unanimong in their repre-

seutations that Cache Valley, whick lies in the heart
of the Wasatch range, northeast from the Salt Lake,
and at least 90 miles from the city, is the most suit-
sble place for an encampment. ‘The very urgency
with which they pressed the idea, cast suspicion on
the motives of their recommendation. There is no
probability that the army will be located there. It
in very difficult of scoess, and although it abounds
in wll the requirites for a good Summer camp, the
Winters in its neighborhood are represented ax un-
commonly severe,

Col. Lorin of the mounted rifiemen wintered
some thoussnde of animals there while on hie pus-
sage to Oregon many years ago, and the result was
the lose of a large proportion of the stock. While
Gen. Joboston wae an Bear River he dispatehed
Capt. Newton of the engineer corps to make re-
conna sanees in that vieinity, but 1 am not aware
what report was made by the Captain on hig return,
At one time, in anticipation that it might, after all,
be selected for the enmp-ground, & remonstrance
wae prepared for Yneuﬁutntinn te the General, |[:ru-
testing againget the location of the army io any place
ot places not epeedily aceessible to the settlements,
ard especinlly to Salt Lake City. This had been
wigned by all the Gentile eiviliaus present here, when
it cirenlation was stopped by the report that the
cneampment will certainly nov be made north of
Ogden City.

Col. Alexander is left in command] during the
General's abeence, snd on the 29th he marched the
army from the dirty, dusty clirch pasture on the
Jordan to & cunp about twenty miles southward,
vearly half woy to Prove.

The only two buildings
which huve fallen into Gentile hande are the Mar-
ehal's ** mansion,” slready mentioned, and another
Louse of the ssme size, which the Californians,
Meesre, Brookie and Clarkson, who came here on
Col. Kitney's buginess, sueeeeded in renting yes-
terday. Neither ie trade any more lively, nor hnve
the prices st the Globe fallen, It i hard to deter-
wine whether this stote of affairs 15 more diseredit-
shle than Indierous or more Iudierous than disered-
itable. There are two large merchant traing {-nrll'd
on the public square, belonging to Messrs. Gilbert
& Gerrish and C. A. Verry & Co. They are full
of groceries and clothing, and thongh every other
Mormon one meets is in rags, and bas perhaps not
tasted voffee, ten or sugar for six months, and would
walk barefoot ten miles for a plug of tobaceo, yet
these merchants eaunot procure stores in which to
open their goods for gale; and il they could, the
ll:lt'.nwn-. naked and bungry thongh they might be,
would not buy of them without ** baving counsel,”
whieh meane, in plain Englieh, getting leave from
Pro. Brigham. The Church has made several
eflorts to purchase portions of these goods—parti-
cularly the goods of Gilbert & Gerrish—but with-
oot avail.  The merchante prefer to refail then
themselves, and it i for the sdvautsge of tha bulk
of the populatioy that thev sbevld T have no per-
s0n8] ebmplaint to make of my eleeting neconuno
tutions. The day after 1 wailed my lnst letters to
you I took wy blankets to a spaciou freight-wagon.,
where I am now writing, lmu.[l in which I nm com-
fortably lodged. Tle white cover ehiclds e from the
eunlight as well as from the night sir. I sleep ool
and in a good stmosphere, From oneend of the wagon
1 command u view of Brigham's Deehive Mansion
and bis Lion-House, the numerous little windows
on the roof of which indicates the peculiar domes-
tic architecture of the interior.  There 1 shall re-
main till Brigham shall ameliorate and permit Lis
people to let a suite of rooms in some adobe to o
Gentile. 1 took a look at a suite this afternoon,
which would suit we, sud engaged the refusal of
them ue soon as the proprietor shall be ** counselod ™
to let the premises. 1w embarrassment, whes 1
made the proposition, wux evident, and he pledged
me to solemn seerecy, extorting the pledge while 1
wae in the cellar, under circumstanees of extreme
dampness and solemnity.

The washing sceommodations of most of my Gen-
tile friends nre very aboriginal.  There being oo
stores open st which they ean procure busing and
pitehers, or even pails, the majority perform their
ablutions in the gutter. Do not imagine that the
water is muddy. It is pure, clear, and cold. The
City Creek flowe down from the mountaing which
rise to the worth-east of Brighsm's square, and is
guided between Lis establishment and that of Bro.
Kimball, which are on the laighﬁ»t ground within
the city walls, From there it i distributed through
every street, the slope of the land allowing this to
be suceessiully accomplisbed. My Gentile friemds
wash ot o risk of §5 per morning—there being a
eity vrdinance wisely imposing that fine on all per-
pons caught fouling the water.

Though the City Creek supplies the means of
cleanliness, the fucilitier for godliness are not so

dentiful, There hae never hoen s Christian preacher
m Salt Lake City,  An agent of the Bible Society,
mued Van Emmuons, did find his way kither s yoar
or two sgo, with 8 wagon-load of good beoks de-
sigued for sule and distribution. He was kindly
reevived and treated courteously until it waa dis-
covered that the charseter of bis books was more
odly than hiz own.  He induced & women to muke
um & enit of endowment clothies, by the aid of
which Le proposcd to do things allowable only to
mitisted Saints.  The fact became hnown, and &
wenreh was ingtituted for the elothing, bt he had
received & timely waining  and  nsiled it all
into n cigsr box, which he hid under & connten
& grocery-store.  Among bis numerous ex
pererces he was ouce bullied inte presenting
a $16 Bible to Vorter Rockweil. At Inst, he
found it adviable to close bis missionary labors
and returm to the States, 17 the Bible Society or any
other sevocintion for propugatiog religious trath will
""'!.‘ turn their atteution to Utah, !h!‘) will find in
it present cordition a more profitable field for Iabor
thao Borrioloola-Gha or Quashee-boo-la-ghee.

Last pight, from dusk to dawn, s strog of
wagons rolled into the eity from the south. Tha
whole Fint Presidency of the Charch bave arrived.
More than thirty wagons, I am told by those who
were stirring early in the moruing, dischargsd their
contente—farniture, provisious asd women—at
Brigham's aline. From the airy lodgiogs which
T oceupy I eould bear, beside the rattle of wheels,
the incesssnt tappiog of hammers all night loog.
The wirdows of Brigham's officea aud of the froat
of bis Lion House appesred entirely disencumbered
of their board barricsdes thismorsing. Itooks

troll around some of the prineipal squares to-day,

ard through cpen doors sud windows I could see
that the femsle population of the city bad been
considerably sugmented within twenty-four bours.
To-night, I presume, we shall kave & similar immi.
gration.

Contrary to anticipation, Gen. Joboston re-
turned to his camp to-day, baviog limited his
reconnoissance to Tulla, Rush and Cedar Valleys,
Tt i regarded as certain that the army will go into
castonmente in the latter. In the present umset-
tled condition of affaice, it will probably be con-
sidered unadvissble to divide bin force, which, now
that tke re-enforeementa on the road are stopped,
will be reduced by the expiration of the enlistment
of the volunteers, and by the return of Col. Loring's
battalion to New-Mexien, to about 1,400 men, Ce-
dar Valley is the moxt central valley in the Terri-
tory, with reference to the settlements. It lies on
the eart of Rusk Valley (in whish is the Military
Neserve), and eouth-east from Tuills Valley, It ie
readily accersible to both of them, as well as to the
great Valley of the Jordan, and it is sbout equi-

distant from Salt Lake City and Prove. It eppears
pnow that Gov, Cumming, while in the eity
with Col. Kuane, caused the Military Re-

serve in Rush Valley to be resurveyed by Mr. Fox,
# Mormon, who ir the Territorial Surveyor-Gieneral,
and bas been aeting in the same capacity pro tem.
for the United States since the seizure of the effects
of Surveyor-General Burr by Brigham Yonng. Thie
reserve was firet laid ouf by Cul. Bteptoe, and
alterward reserved by Gen. Butr when the publie
survey of that valley was made. Mr. Fox's survey
differs in a singular manner from those of his prede-
cessors, He hag run his lives s0 a8 to exclude a
great part of the most valuable land in the valley,
and throw it into the hands of Mormons, who will
elaim to hold it under grauts from the Territorial
Legislature. It is to be hoped that the army will
be eo augmented, by recruits and otherwise, before
Winter sete in, that & different disposition of it may
be possible, But no one can foretell what may bap-
pen before Christmas.  There is not a Gentile in
the Territory who does not regard the renewal of the
rebellion as one of the contingencies of the morrow.

The Indisns south of Prove have become very
troublesome during the last fortuight and committed
many depredations avd some murders. It is be-
lieved thut their unruly disposition is attributable
in part to the eirculation among them of a romor
that Dr. Forney, the Superintendent of Indian Af-
faire, intends to abandon the farm on Spunish Fork
extablighed and condueted formerly by Dr, Hart,
It is due to the inhabitants iu their neighborhood
that they should be promptly checked aud the of-
fenders srrested.  Dr. Forney started for the furm
from Salt Lake City lnst Tuesday. On Wednesday
he tarried st Provo aud held a singular conversa-
tion with some of the Saints. Among the purtici-
pantx in it was Heber C. Kimball, who sdvanced to
the Doctor’s carriage and blessed bhim and Gov,
Cuming and Col. Kane, stating that he had a right
to bless them * in the name of Israel's God," snd
that heshould always pray for them,  * I pray also
for my enemies,” eaid he, ** Yes,” smd the Doctor,
who is an entl tic Episcopal ** that's right;
that ehows o Christian spirit.” ‘1 pray that the
may ull go to bell,” wus the conclusion of Heber's
sentence.

Together with MacNel, whom I mentioned in
my letters to you last week, Col. Fabens, of Nica-
ragunn notoriety, has been a prisoner in the eity
througbout the Winter. The facts in his case are
briefly as follows: He was traveling across to Cali-
fornis on business conneeted with his Nicaraguan
projeet, aud arrived at Salt Lake City ou his way.
There hie retanined some days, and at last left for
the south of the Territory, and stayed o while at
Springville.  He was arrested there npon suspi-
vion of being a spy.  Being released from this
arrest, he made an effort to strike castward neross
the mountaine north of Salt Lake City to Fort
Bridger, but was captured and carried back to the
city, At the time of his espture, both he and bis
compauion  (MneNeil) were reduced  to great
distress by hunger, wnd had boiled o pair
of  buckskin  pantaloons  for  food.  Fabens
was  coufined  in the eity in a  emall
sdobe close in  my neighorhood, 1 visited
the house a few daye sgo, the gate being off its
higes. It contained one small square room, an
entry, and a ccll, the floor of which was covered
with straw, nud the window et with iron bars. A
bottle, s deek sud & rongh beneh constituted the
sole furniture of the establishment. On the latter
were the squares of # checker-board marked with
ink, and the eheckers were seattered aronnd on
them, with which the guard of the prisoner had
smused themselves. MaeNeil was taken to the Pen.
iteptiary and chained. It s peedless to say that
neither he vor Fubeus entered the valley as spies,
nor in any Way in connection with the army,  Col.

This would have
been the case bad wot Gov., Cumming laid an em-
bargo upon the gentlemen connected with the New-
York press who prlT-»mi to travel at that time
from Canp Srott to the city.

In justive to Lo, l'ﬂ\\l’]f. I must state that both
then, as well ae during the conferences, and ever
sinee, he has been snxious that every set dose and
word said ofticially by the Commission. should be
open to public iuspection and eriticiom. He has
regarded himself s o public agent, whose sctions
are as much the property of the people of the
United States ae the acte of any private employee
sre thowe of bis employer.
