be remeved tooze comer of the platform nesr its
front, by which anargemertas they were within hesricg
Gi-tonos of the epeskers, Matiors were thus arranged
satisfacterily, when Mr. Robert W, Lowber, who,
sirce the dissection of bis a'tampt to sell that cels-
brsted mashet xite to the citizera of Now-York for
#200,000, Las subeided into teliremect, appesred upon
tLe stage, By what authority I am not isformed, but
M:. Lowber ceme forward snd paremptorily ordered
(Le reyorters to leave the pletform, ss sl the Epace
ccucpied by them, be stated, wea peeded for the cer-
emen'es. The order was zot obayed, and until thearrival
of A'd. McSpeden, the Chairman of the Commiitee of
Asrargements, pothing further was done except by
Lowber, who walked abont the platform io spparent
veza, Az Alderman MoSpedon walked on the plal-
fr1m with soma of the [nvited guests, he waa butos-
beied by Lowler before he bad seated the geatlumen
whem Le bad escortzd. McS;edon made common
ravse with Lowber, and ordered the reporters to
lerve, ard directsd Lhe police to remove them, stating
tLat they could Lave the tables placed on the floor be-
low, srd on eitber side of the platform. Koowing
foin experience, that at this distarcs, it wonld be im-
peisibie o prepaze sn intelligible report of the lang-
zage cf speakars, the reporters from all the papens
left tbe sceze, nit however, uotil they saw the
very epace from which they Lad Leen drivea
ccerped by persers from the  sudience, who
jumped from the floor below, sud took possession of
the upcccupled spece after the tables were removed.
