good bere, ns there, till Spring. On the stove is 8o~
other ketile with pear-sauce, prepared in the same
way, but sweeter and richer: snd around are various
suall enrthien pots with stews and sances of 8 differ-
ent kind. We bave seen in the Sumuver, 8 way of
prtting wp fruit and berries, which we never saw be-
fore, and hope sball not be cousidered desconding to
insiguificant particnlars in transeribing a few recipes
from & German cook-hook, as it was not in the cook-
book alune that we learoed them.

Muuy times in the Winter we were reguled with
fresh strawherries and fresh pocseberries, aud when
Summer came, learned how they were thos ;.renprveil:

Take unripe gooseberries, elip the stems and blos-
g0, be caretul not to cnt the at'iu of the berry, and
put them iv a elean dry wivecask, Take nlarge ket-
tle aod eover the bottom with bay, then pisce the
flasks =0 they will not touch each other in the hay, and
so supported that they will wot full; corked, hut nat
tight. Then filling the kettle with cold water, set it
over 8 hot tire, and boil till the water i3 entirely evap-
orated, when the kettle mnst be taken off, bt the
flnsk= allowed to remain in the hay till morning. Then
seal them tight with rosiv, aud place them in the cel-
lar, ina lying posture, After eight daye, turn them
and cover them with sand, sud when they are tuken
out for use they are 5:1»1 as when bottied,

Gooseberrics are En»]num‘l by c.liﬂ:piuu them in
the eame way, wiping them with a cloth, and putting
them in o dry flask, sealed tight; thus, uo sugar is
used till they are put upon the table,  All plums, ber-
ries, und fruits are_prepared in this way, and need no
sttention afterward, being in no davger of fermentiug,
much labor and expense are saved, and as a relish,
they are better than when prescrved in snger. Some-
times tin boxes are used instead of glass, and then
they are soldered by the tinnnn, but afterward placed
in Lot water, to be sure to develop any air-koles that
bave eecaped notice, We Linve seen & huodred of
them in ove store closet,

Not only apple eance, and pear sauce, and plum
sanee are stewing npon the stove, but a dozen pote of
sour milk, which is taken, after the cream is remov-
ed, aud put in & warm place tif it beeomes of the #izht
cousistency to mold into the little Dulck cheeses we
hive mentioped. They canuot afford sweet milk for
cheese, Toa honsewile's work there is no end in one
country or auotber, but in a house where the women
do all these things, and work also in the field and on
the bighway, whal o life of slavery they must lead !

Ou the steps which lend out into the barn we hear
the chorn-dash splasbing, aud as we go to see, the
noise of the flails in the gravary strikes our ear, so we
go there tosee also, The bundles of rye nre srewn
upon the floor in uwe different fashion from that to
whirh we have been accustomed, but there are three
men threshing instead of two, nm{ they keep time not
Jess exaetly, but the motion of each is slower, and the
wusic of the strokes a litgle differest on this accouut,
The flnles wre sqaare instead of ronnd, aud heavier
thun those which the machives have everywhire ou-
perseded in Americs. The threshing machine we liave
Lot seen in Germany, We bave also visited the brick
vard, where the proecss of molding and burning the
tlay is very similar to that in America, but vither the
materinl 8 not 8o fine, or they do not work it so long
to make it «oft and smooth, The bricks, when fin-
ished, nre coarse and rde; bt though hooses are
built of them in city sud country, they are slways
covered with stueco, n kind of plaster, which may be
made of any eolor, and adonts of varions species of
crnsment.  With time it becomes dingy, and in sll old
towps, gives a peenliarly sntiguated appearabes to
the walls. In America the climate m-uhrn--t admit of
this species of finish, and we do not know whiv it is ad.
hered to here instead of using puint, unless that paint
wonld not cover the mde bricks, and the Lricks can
be made in no other way.,

Numerous comparisons are drawn by the writer
between the eustoms of the German pesssnts and
those of the Amerienn farmers with which she is
familinr,  But the two eases are scarcely parsilel,
The Ameriesn is either the owner of the land e
tills, or is looking forward to that position: his
fumily are on an equality with the best in the land;
one of the sons is away at college, sud another in
the eity counting room: the diughters are well in-
structed in female aceomplishmenta; aud no one
arvound that hearthstone achnowledges subjection
to & superior. The coudition of the European
pensantry has nothing in common with this pietore
of republicsn freedom, and it should not surprise
the suthor to find them comparatively destitute of
the social comforts and high standard of character
which distinguish the homes in which she paased

her ehildhowd.

ishing. Its friends, in dolorons tones, grieved that
ita advautsges were upspprecisted. The avails
from tuition, snd from the funds of the College, |
beeame quite inadequate to the payment of the an
pual expenses, and the institution tended to baok- 1
ruptey.  In view of these circumstances, it was |
determined to offer the advantages of the College |
