The structure Was anthorized by the Legislature,

and Adjutant-Gen. Towpsend, Tospector-CGhen, Bruce
and Couunissa y-Gen, Ward were appoivted Commis-
pioners to selock the site nul receive proposals fur plans
for the building, The plan of Mossrd, Cleveland &
Backus was seceptad, nud Lo that finm was awsrded
the superintendence of the erection of the building,
The contract for constructun was awarded to Richard
Oalrow, jr., fur $63,760. The building wns 8 feet in
the clear on S:veuth aveoue by 184 in the clear on
Thirty-fifth street. A turret wis areoted on ench cor-
war of tho buildig—the highest of which waa 120 fost
jn hight. The walls to tne second story were con-
structed of Hastings stone; above they ware of brick,
and double—each being eight inchos in thickness,
with & space of four inenes betwoen the two,

The cause of the accidest was Lthe lmperfect support
of the roof. The rafters ware constructed of wood,
and wepe designed to sustain the reof withont auy
gupport in the center of the building. The epan being
8 foet, to muke it sufficicntly strong became s prob-
Yem, nud the plan adopted by the architeets, though it
was provounced by many practical men, sud smong
them Mr. Calrow, the contractor, to be imperfect, was
believed by them to be secure. The rafters were of
frame work quite complicated in construction, being
bruced and girded st froquent intervala, and the whole
beld together by iron bols, Eight of thess rested on
the morthern and eouthern walla, Restiog in iron
sockels st the apex of the privcipal rafter on either
cud, were rafters which extended to the castern anld
western wulls, built on the sawme plan. It is be-
Yieved that & joiut of one of the rafters extending to
the castorn wall was uot sufficiently strong to support
its own weight and the heavy slate roof sbove it—that
it gave way, Iotting the roof fall upou the lower ginders
which reeted vpon (Le walls, and that the weight was
g0 grest as to force the walls out.  One rafter having
thus given way, the others followed in quick euc-
ceselon, throwing down the side walls and precipitating
the roof and rafters in a mass of ruins on the upper
floor of the building.

In the original plan of the rafters, the architects

to have an iron tie to extend across from the
foot of each, but this was abandoned by them under the
beliaf that the frame was sufficiently strong without.

The damage to the bhuildings will probably reach
25,000, Workmen are already engaged in removing
the rubbish.

Adjoining the building, in Thirty-iifth street, was &
gmall two story building oceupied by & Mrw, Armstrong
sod hor daughter, 'When the crash oceurred, a eoping-
stone abont six feet long by two wide, and weiglhing
miore thun half o tun, foll from the Arsenal wall
through the roof of Mre, Armstrong’s dwelling into the
bedroom oceupied by herself and duughter, and landed
oo their bod. It grazed the lower limbs of Mre. Arin-
ptrong, but inflicted no serious injury upon either her
or her duvghter, The stone, howevor, killed a dog
which was lyivg st the foot of the bed, In the rear of
this building, sttached to it, stood & kitchen, whicli is
utterly demolished and covered with an iminense
weight of ruins. Mrs. Armstrong bas been strangely

walls, literally strewing the rooms and stairways un.

but injuring no permon, On the apper floor resided
@ Mr. Benson, whose wife had a few days previ-
owly given birth to a child, and whose bed was sur-
rounded by bricks and lumber, yet slie eccaped unhart,
although mueh frightened, which may prodoce relapee.
Loss sbout §2,000, Iu the rear of these promises the
yards, and tho yards of the buildings on West Thirty-
sixth streot are completely covered with the debris of
the catastroplie.

Immedistely following the crash, the private watch-
mag, McDonald, repsired to the Twentioth Precinct
Station-ITouse and gave information of the ocenrrence,
Ofticors weve seut to the scens of the sccident, and
after discovering the damage dope they conveyed
Brs. Armstreng to the Station-Flouse, and called
in Dr. Watta of No, 215 Thirty-fifth streot, to at-
tend her, who pronounced her mot dangerously
wounded. After the falling of the stone on the bed of
Mrx, Annstrong, her daughtor Barnh wus only aroused
by ber mother shaking ber and asking if she could gt
out. 8o singularly had the stone fallen, that it lay
across the bod without produciog & shock sufficlent o
bave awnkoned her,

The Coroner then discharged the Jury, and stated
that he should be compelled to hold the accnsed for
trial.

MR. TAYLOR ON LIFE IN TUE NORTH.
——

Mr. Bavagn Tavior on Thuarsday evening gave a

lecture befors the Hatfield's Yourg Men's Christian

Associstion, in the church on the eorver of Nioth ave- |
nue and Thirty-first street, which was crowded. Me. |
Tuylor's subject was *“ Life in the North,” He com- |

menced by an allusion to bis vieit to Egypt, seven
yeurs ago, whis e he formed his determination to visit
the Polar Zone, and trom which he derived a warm
background for lis Arctic picture, Our knowledge of
the Palar Zone was very Limited.  We generally sup-
posed that its inhabitants were Esquimaux and Samo-
yeds, and that the year comprised nine montha of
Winter and three months cold weather, Mr. Taylor
said that he confeared to some misgiviugs al first as to
his power to endure the severe cold of the North. Ile
noticed the curve of the isothermal line to the north-
ward along the western coest of the Beandinavian
peuinsuls, carried thither by the warmth of the Gulf-
Stream, which kept the Norwegiau ports open al' the
year, while the ocean in the same latitude on the
American side was solid ice from October to June,
It was no wonder that Russin coveted these ports;
her geography was incomplete without cither Turkey
or Lapland. There was soow in Germauy before he
left it; he cutered Steckholm in a smow storm,
and the thermometer graduslly sunk as he wect Noith,
until at last he found the mercury and his nose frozen
at the same time, He was ewpecially surprised at the
brillinncy of the Arctic skies, which were superior to
anything ho had ecen in Italy. In Winter the forests
seemed to be & world of alabaster, the glorified forests
of the Norseman's Valballa. They reflected, too, every
bue of the sky. Their rose color ut dawn deepened
through all shades into orange at moon. When the
thermometer stood at 2 to 30 degreea bulow zero,
the sky wes clear and there was no wicd, riding was
very comfortable; but when the sky was overcast
and there was wind, it was daogerons,  He had
felt quite as cold st home a8 st any time in Lapland;
and he remembered having heard Dr. Kane say, on
his last return from the Arctic Sea, in a raw Uctober
day, that he suffered more then from cold than at any
time on his voyage, Still, the cold was not to be
swiled at.  Sleep in it wae deatl; the beard froze to
the furs; the cheeks were sometines covered with ice,
and the cyelashes cleared themselves only by inces-
sant winking., The eensation of cold was felt mostly
on going iuto & warm roont, e had experienced the
counterpart of this in the tropics, when, afler
having borme the buring heat of the
difficulty, he found himself roasting
in the diminished temperature of
1o first began to find a difference in the S:andinavian
