to yield ample fortunea to the occupaats even
within a single term. Tha Bberiff, County Clerk,
Register, or Corporation Counsel who cannot make
s bundred thousand dollars in & three.yoars torm,
aad that without interfering with his ordmary pri
vate business, is considered decidedly slow, OF
the operationa of the Sberiff and his depuies, the
public keow very little. No reporta from thal
«ffice ars made, or legally requited to be mada.
The business is conducted altogether in secret, oaly
thoee unfortanates who are sold oat under exacu-
tions knowing anything of it, aad they very Little.
The emoluments are #gormous; ssme say at lesst
$75,000 » year for the Bherifl alone; and s muoh
more for hia deputies. Whatever the sum may be,
it is socounted the richeet placer in the eity dig-
gings, and many an aspirant has spent §50,000 to
get it.

The County Clerk is another over-fod offisial,
for whose personal benefit the people disbures
£50,000 & year, where $5,000 would be ample
remuneration. The duties of this officer, s gen-
erally performed, are to accept invilations to
drink, talk politics, serve on Nomirating Junven-
tions, keep fast horses, &o. The Register is bin
exact duplieate of the County Clerk, ia expected
to do the same things, and makes sbout the same
amount of money. With a fow exceptons of
clerks withou whom the business of these offices
could not ge forward, the patrousge is bestowed
upon partisan favorites as tha reward for votes in
Nominating Conventions sod koock-down argu-
menta ad the polls.

The Corporation Counsel's is another fat berth
oa which are fixed the looging eyes of the reckless
and the briefiess of the legal profession. There is
little gatronage at the disposal of the Counsel, and
ostenaibly no fees; but sueh s jolly salary! Firet,
be geta $3.500 for general services; then $i 500
in lieu of feea; then §=,000 for clerk here; then
$2,000 aa Counsel to the Bupervisors; making the
snug amount of §20,000 a year, the recipient being
at liberty to gursue his private practice all the
while, and bire * extra counsel " when the Corpo-
ration has snything to do, ss in the Lowber suit,
where Daniel E. Biekles pocketed 8 few thoussnds
while the Corporation Counsel was employed prac.
tically axained the people.

Aside from these conspicuoms instamces, wa
potice that the argregate of salaries has been in-
ereased from $200,000 in 15054 to 506,000 in 1550,
ot nearly doublo in five years, while the service
required has searcely inerensed at all. A reduction
in the number of clerks and tho cutting off of all
sinccures should be the first business of the City
Government; to be followed by an equitable gra-
duation of pay to those retaised, giving fair pay to
all, but not enough to indnce men to seok office for
money. There is no renson why the people col-
leclively should pay more for a speciad service
than the sume people in defail; there is no justice
in ssking vour streot-sweeper to perform s hard
day’s work for a dollar while your hesd of a
burean pocketa ten dollars a day and literally does
nothing.

As for the county offices, the Legislature must
deal with them. Everything like fees and per.
quisites ehould be prohibited under severe penal-
ties, Give the Clerk and Register $5,000 a yeur,
and pay the required number of clerks such sals-
ries as they would command in & counting-house:
and let the surplus foes be padd into the county
treasury, The busioess of the Sherifl's office
should be organized on the same plan. By s judi-
cioms system of revision, half & million of dollars
might be saved to the peopls every year, while the
public business would be amply paid for and better
done.

greater amount of personal respoasibility than he
was bound to do as Director, givisg the Compiay
his entire time, to the peglect of his own busi-
pess, for more than two years, thereby insurring
great expenses and great pecuniary saerificos.  As
to the charge in the complaint that the abstraetion
of the Company's money by Sherman and Mehafley
for their individual use, and their expenditure of
it to furnish without spy equivalent, but with
a loss, mesns and facilities of transportation to
Shermsn and Dean, were the diract snd exclusive
causes of the Company's failure, Eherman replice
that the Company was in an embarrassed condition
as long ago as January, 1556, when bonds o the
amount of §467,000 began to fall due, and that the
Company was only saved from bankruptey at that
time by his great efforta and assumption of per-
sonal obligations to the amount of $200,000, there-
by obtaining an extension of those bonds for ight
years—at o cost to the Company, as the complaint
sets out, of §10=1560, including twelva thousand
dollars in bonds for his own services,  He also
quetes, as showing the true causes of the suspen-
sion of the Company, a report made to the stock-
holders May 1, 1554, by a Committee of their num-
ber, of which Robert P. Getty, now Fresident,
was Chairman, and several of the present Direetors
members, which, without reference to any special
acts of Sherman, aseribes the difficulties of the
Company to injudicious expenditures, both
in Maryland and New-York, disproportionate
to their business, to the attempt to em-
ploy the Baltimore and Obio Railrosd instead
of the Chesapeake Canal as their chief avenus to
market, and the (silure of the camal when they
began to use that by the breaking away of two in-
sufficient dams. Mr. Dean on his part denies any
collusion with Bherman, sany acquaintance with
him previously to the purchase of the lands, or any
knowledge or wuspicion of snythiag fraudulent in
that purchase,

Buch is the position in which this remarkable
case t+ands ab present. In order to come toa
satisfactory eonclusion as to the justice or injustion
of the charges contained in the somplaint, some
further developments would yet seem to be neces-

ary.

What we need i 8 night mail train,
leaving New-York and Boston at 9 or 10 o'clock in |
the evening, and arriving at from 6 to 7 o'clock in |
thte moruing, having couvenient sleeping-sars at- |
tached, simular to those mow in use oo maay of |
the Western lines. Thess ears sre fis'ed up |
with comfortable berths, with mattresses, in
which paseengers ean epjoy s night's rest, and
bave an entire day for business in either |
city. Sueh sn arrargement would, we have
reason te believe, meet with liberal encouragement
and conform more intelligently to the spint of the |
sge, which requires dispateh in the transaction of |
business, and the great:st economy of time which |
cen be secured consistent with prudence and eafety. |
All who bave traveled in the night cars of the |
New-York Central, Miehigan Centra), Michigan |
Southern and Galers Roads speak in paquali-
fied terms of satisinetion as to their conve-
pience and comfort, and thers cam be no doubt
that such an improvement oa the route be-
tween two large eities bolding inkimate business !
