The disease bad
been ntredinecd o spite of Quarnutine, and was ag-
cravated by the want of internal sauisary measires,
He then referred to the ravages of cholera infantum, &
disease peculiar to cities, and of small pox, an estirely
preventable disease, from & Bke negieet, How wore
these evils to bo met ! By educating the people in
senitation. Asa firm belidver in Jdemocratic, republi-
can ivstitutions, in their techuical sense, he cousi
ered that it 1 be by legislation, throngh the in-
struction of the people to their b islators, London
was continnally reveiving the benenit of sanitary im-
provements, amd its honlth {Mproving m propor-

| tion, till London, which in 1666 was mire thay -

mated by the plague, was vow a trifle healthier than
the whole of Eogland, He contrasted the comlition of
