MEXICD.

Ii the manifesto published by Miramoen, by way
of protest agsinst Mr. MeLaoe's recognition of
the Jusrez Government, he referred to u secret
proposition made by Mr. Forsyth to the Zuloaga
Government for the purchaze of a portion of the
Mexican territory, sseribing to the failure of that
proposition a course of hostility on the purt of Mr.
Forssth snd Mr. Buchanan to the Zulowegn und
Mirswon Adwinistrations, resulting ot lust io the
recognition of Juarez as the President of the Mex.
icun Republie.

The propositions of Mr. Forsyth referred to in
that manifesto Lave sinee been published by Mira-
won. They propose to adopt, as the northern
dividing live between the two eountrics, & bounds-
13 to commence o the Rio Grande, at the thir-
tietl degree of north latitude, and to ran due west
on that purallel ullic strikes the easternmost tribu-
tury of the River Yaqui; from that point the Yaqui
to form the bonndary to its wouth, in the Galf of
Califoruin,  The Culiforsinn pevinsuls was also to
coustitute & part of the eession, which would thus
inelude. beside that peninsuln, the greater purt of
Sopora, with the lurbor of Guaymns, the best on
the western const of Mexico, and also the northern
purt of Chibuahun, For this district of worthloss
territory Mr. Forsyth proposed to pay a compensa-
tion in moeney—the amount ot named.  He also
proposed  provision for the pnyment of Awmeriean
clnims aguinst Mexico, u postal amd u reciproeity
treaty similar to those made with the Comontort
Governent but not ratified, and the stipulution
tor o perpetual right of way to the citizens of the
United Stutes nnd their proporty across the Isth-
mus of Teluantepec.

These propositions received po enconragement
from the Zulosga Government. So far s the ces-
#on of territory is concerned, thin was a decided
fuvor to ue, the whole tract—for which Mr. Forsyth
would vo doubt bave been ready to pay s large sum
of money—being, with the exception of the port of
Guasmass sud 8 narrow strip on the Yaqui, of the
moet burren and worthless charneter—a kind of
territory of which we bave s great deal too much
alrendy, wrd frem which we shall never get any-
thing except beavy bills of expeuses.

Meanw hile the state of sffuirs in Mexico remning
s discowragivg us ever, Junrez is ehut up in Yera
Cruz without the mesns of communicating with
the interior, exeept by way of Tawpico. Mexico
is, in fuct, split up into & number of tndependent
Governmente, Miramon bas issned a deeree cutting
off all communication between the Capital and the
other places under his covtrol and the Gulf cosst.
He is still ewployed in sttempting to raise money
on the pledgeof the church property.  He appenrs
to hold the entire States of Mexico, Puebla, and
Queretare, the most populons and the richeet iu the
Republie. Julspa snd Cordova, on the declivity of
the tuble land toward Vera Cruz, were held by his

| troops—Robles being in command in that quarter.

The ouly Constitutiouslist foree in that direc-
tion is the army of Ampudia, who, having re-
turned from bis masreh upon Mexieo, lics en-
camped wear Ruobles,  Ov the rnorth Quere.
taro is the headquarters of Miramou's forces
The Constitutiounlists—those of them who keep
the field—are at Guanajusto, Degollado has retired
to the City of Moreha, against which Miramon has
sent s foree under Marguer,  The command-in-
chief of the Constitutionalist forces in the interior
has been assumed by Gen. Arsmberi. It is uncer-
tain to which party Guadalajars belongs, but all
the northern States are in the possessionof the
Constitutionalists, who also hold all the south and
the twenty-four ports of the Republic.  Each local
chiel, huwever, governs to suit himself. There is
no central authority, and even Vidsurri finds him-
seli alarmed by priestly conspirecies, actual or
imsginary.

1t all that is necessary for the regeneration of
Mexice is to get rid of the srmy aud of the wealth
of the priesthood, that consummation would appear
to be rapidly approaching.

JUDGE WILLRON.

The Obin papers are publishing some reminis-
cences of Judge Willson of the Northern District
of Obio, by way of explaining the ardar which that
learned msgistrate exhibits fur the eaforcement of
the Fugitive Slave Law.  He appears to bave had
an early and esger sppetite for negro hunting, and,

chuse with such esgerness 83 to have exposd him-
self to an indie'ment for kidnapping—indeed, to
bate been actually indicted fur that offenee.

In 1541, this pow ewivest jurist was s practi-
tioner, not to say pettifogger. in Cles eland. There
was also a colored barber nawed Jackson in that
city, who had in his employment two fugitived
from New Orlesns. After a time they left hum,

' one of them going to Buffalo, where be obtained

employment in the same line.  Angry at theirleas-
ing bim, Jackson, who knew their stors, applied
to Lawyer Willson as the most suitable persen to
aid him in betraying these fugitives into the hands
of their New-Orleans owper.  Wilson entored
zealously into the business, and in due time there
sppested at Clevelaed a certain Mr. Vernon Lic-
tenburger, who set himself up na the vwner of these
fugitives. It was proposed to proceed against
them under s cheap and convenient State act thea
in force, in relation to fugitives from serviee and
labor: for which purpose, however, it would be
necessary to persunde the ene in Buffalo, named
Alexander Williams, to return to Clevelsnd.  Lin-
tenhuiger, the claimunf—sery bkely manufactired
for the oceasion—Jackson, the betrayer, aod Wil
son, the dexterous snd eoger attorney, took pas-
sage together fur Buffalo, and, nnder protense that
u painter at Cleveland was willing to take Willinms
ns an sppreutice, indueed bim to go back there,
where he no sconer arrived than e was arrested
on & warrsnt under the State law and clapped into
Jmil.

The Grand Jury, howerer, at Buffslo considered
thix proceeding on the part of Laager Willson aud
his associates a lietle too fast,  They at once found
n bill ageinat all chree for w headlivg, inveighing and
decriviog Williams, with intent to canse bim to be
earrird out of the State ngainst bis will—an offeoss
which & recent statute of New York had made
felony. Upon this indietment, whieh is printed at
length in the Cleveland papecs, Gov, Seaned sind
a noquistion to the G venor of Obis, demandiog
the surtender of the isdicted Kidoappers to be
tried in New York; and upon this requisition a
warrant issucd fo sirest them.

Lintevburger, the pretended elaimant, auddonly
disappeared, followed by the treacherons Jacksou,
Shortly sfter, one of the fugitives escoped from the
juil where he was imprisoped.  The other was re-
leased on some techuiesl orjection to the regular-
ity of the proccedings.  The buut having thue heen
defeated, Lawyer Willson sncceeded, through some
interest or mapsgement, in stopping the proceedings
agninst hiw, The indicrment, however, is, wo sup-
pose, still on e in the Court at Baffalo, and per-
