Conlthard set out with two
other Englishmen, Scott and Brooks, who probably
have ],u-n-lu-d.

Adolph Schlagintweit has been murdered by s troop
of rebels against the Chinese authorities, ina village
of Thibet, not far from Yarkand,

The death of Dr. Edward Voge!, who lind traveled
over Lake Tead, HBorno, Baguinni and the country
Wadai, weet of Durfur, is almost & certaiuty. The
rumor that he was murdered by the command of the
sultan of Wadai, may bave arisen from the proballe
fact that he was kept ue 8 prisoner; a cagse for either
mny be found in bis imprudence in riimins to the :mq
of one of their ascred mountaims. '

The wife of 8ir Jobn Fravklin is net yet resigned to
bear the xorrowful pame of widow. Last year she
sent out the yaeht Fox, in command of Cupt, MeClin-
tock, to search for her busband, By the latest ac-
counts, the Fox, taking the Beechey Jaland route,
meant to sail into Fish River, passing to the esst of
King Willisin's Land.

For some months past, & new Arctic expedition has
been in preparation in the United States, The worth-
lewspuen of the North-West Passage, discovered by
Capt, MeClure, five or six years ago, cools no Arctio
ardor: the Open Polar Bea is now the grest Arctic
problem.

The Geographical Society of 8t. Petershurg lias sent
a number of naturalists to Siberis, and a learned Finn,
Dr. Nordenskiold of Helsingfors, has pursued his ob-
servation as far os Spitzbergen.  Ho there discovered
anthracite coal and such o multitude of scals and
walrusses g2 promisss rick retorns to fishermoen for
years to comie,  Hle Las also nzconded the Suechattan
Mountain.

On the American continent an officer of the English
Navy, Capt. Palliser, has beeu so fortunate as to
find & pussage through the Rocky Moustains iu
British Americs. It may be of great political value
in binding together the English Atlantic and Pacific
poEsessions.

In South Americs, the Frenchman, Dr. Plassard,
who is settled in Ciudad Bolivar, has andertaken an
excursion ioto the interior of Venezuelan Guyana,
aud found gold to the Seuth of the lower Cuinoce, to
ward the Yurnari

At Rio Janeiro, Mesere. Capanema, Lagos and Gon-
salvo Diaz are preparing for a sccond expedition into
the interior of Brazil, which is almost entirely un-
kuown, and in the possession of wild Indian tribes,
They will have a military escort.

Dr. Schmarda, the Austrian naturalist, is on Lis re
turn from his voyage to Cape Syduey and New-

Paul de Losnods to
Quilimane, He embarked last year, equipped with
instruments for making scientific observations. He
will fust attempt togo up the Zambeze Riverina
canoe, which he has named ** Ma Robert, or Robert's
wife or mother, s the oatives along the Zambeze
lLiave great respect for the wife and wothier of o man
whom they admire.

The English steamer, the Rainbow, sailed on the
{ith Japuary out of Bonny ivto the Gulf of Beain, to
explore the country along the Niger. Ladislans
Magynr of Theresiopol, in Huogary, who, after the
Hupgarian inturrection, became a citizen of Brazil,
has bit upon a rather siogular but very prudent way
to peneirate into the mysteries of icmer Africa with
tlie greatest possible safety and advautage. He has

Speke, found aod
mensured last Summer thie great Lake Uyiyi, between
3 deg. 50 mip. aud 8 deg. 40 min. South latitude—not
to be confonnded with Lakes Nynssa avd Ukerewe,
so much talked of iu late vears. Until this discovery,
thera was ground for belief in & great centralsea iy
Afica, stretching from 12 deg. South latitude {0 the
Equator; but this discovery is couclusive that the
great bodies of water which have hitheto been dis-
covored at widely distaut points are xeparate lakes.
