The Moniteur for the few daye Inst past te'ls
nothing new of the war. Letter writers who had
accompsnied the allied army as far as Milan, have
been dismissed from headquarters. The silence is
ominous; we Lve in daily expeetstion that it will
be broken by the thunder of artillery aecompany-
ing such & storm of *‘leaden rain and iroo hail " as
hae pot burst einee Waterloo. The battle may
now be ragivg. Three days ago the Austrisn
forees, after evacuating Montechiaro and blowing
up the bridge over the Chiese, seemed to have taken
# position with their right at Lonsto, covering the
rond to Peschiers, their center on the hights of
Casliglone, defending the rosd to Mantua, and
their left at Csstel-Gofiredo.  One does not need to
be & military man to see the strength of their posi-
tion. French snd Austrians bave fought on this
ground before. Will the latter attempt to hold it
now sgainst the Allies, or still retire belind
the Mincio, within their quadrilateral? The
general opinion is that they will retire. Events are
likely 20 soon to give a decided answer to the ques-
tion, that I may well spare you my conjectures. The
movements of the Allies are going on in the diree-
t one indieated by the previous intelligence ; Gari-
baldi, with & division of Sardinian regular troops,
was, 8% last sccounts, midway between Lrescia and
Lonato—just southward of him, advaveing towsrd
tke evemy's right and eenter, are the King and Em-
peror :  Prinee Napoleon, with his Freneh corps
d'armée, and Ulloa, with 10,000 Tuscane, are ap-
prosebing the southern side of the ** quadrilateral.”
while other French forees, in the Adriatic, are ready
to eciiperate by nacending the Po, sttacking Venice,
or to divert the enemy further by an attack, perhaps,
on the Dalmatian coast. The Italing spirit rises
and spreads in the Roman States, and had some
daye 8go fieely manitested itself 8o far down rs
Perugis. You will, T thiok, hava already received
Vietor Emanuel's anewer to the Bologns mumniei-
toffered dictatorship. He
bis thue bluntly and simply baflled the thor-
oughly Jesuitical policy of the Legate, who, by
peedlessly hurrying away from Bologna the moment
the Austrisn garrizon had left, hoped to ree violent
revolution break ont that would ewbarrass the Al-
lies. There exists in Sardinia, in Franee, throughout
Catholic Europe, a party—the ultra Romanist party
—who indnlged in the Legate's hope and sympa-
thize in hia disappointment. The organ of this
party in France, is the Univers newspsper. The
party is sometimes called the priestly party. It
would, however, be very wrong to sccuse sll the
40,000 Freneh priesta of belonging to 1t.  As, un-
der Louis XVIIL, thers were politicians more
roynlist than the King, so there are churchmen
more Romanist than the Galliesn Church. Of
theee last, the ultra Montagnards the Univers is the
very nble organ. It defends the worst features of the
worst government of Europe—as the Papal Govern-
ment, all circumstances considered, really is—with
the same carnestness that it defends & specalative
dogma of the chureh, and is therefore logically op-
posed to the present Imperial intervention in Italy,
whieb, it plainly seex, must ¢od in some change in
the sdwiuistration st least of the Papal Stales.
For, the actual econdition of things in the Papal
States being an bad as bad ecan be, any change must
be for the better—i. e., aceording to the Univers,
for the worse. With a skill, that, a8 mere intel-
lectual play, is admirable, and with & persistence
and, considering the law on the press, a boldoess
that is remarksble, this journal manages to eriti-
cise and qualify the conduet of the Allies in a spirit
of appogition that would not for & mowent be per-
mitted to the Débats vr the Si¢cle. The semi-
official journals do indeed loudly blame its course,
and call ita editors to order in the name of patriot-
isn and eivilization and common sense,

There 18 no newspaper in France thst the Govern-
ment would be so glad to suppress to-day, s this
sume Univers, de?ita its past important rervices
to the **cause of order.” Its assured existence
and impertinent independence (eomparative inde-
pendence of the regume to which hberal papers are
subject), is & notable phenomenon in the tangled
suarl of compliestions which compose the ** situa-
tion™ of the day.

Not what you can name an sgreesble ** situn-
tion,” the sctusl upsettled situation of Europe—
pot com nanding a very clear proat;('rt anywhither—
wituste on quicksands rather, liable to shift at any
woment; offering the unsteadiest of bases of the
two stools on which several of the powers are try-
ing to git, Louis Napcleon, for vxumgle, at once
on the rigid, bayonet-backed throne of autoeracy
and on the free and ensy ehair of 1talian liberty.

Meanwhile, lot us be thankful for our position as
American spectators, and look on. o

The still tertile thewme of talk is the mobilization
of two-thirds of the Prussian army. The explana-
tion offered by Prussinn journale, officisl and
“ officious,” is that the mobilization is A measure
of defense, and a diplomatic meunre—llmhliud, na

other and
neighboring jowers, and ealsuluted, diplomatiesliy,
to give weight to that intervention or mediation
which Prussia will undertake, 8% in duty bound,
when the time comes. And hereupon our wiseaeres
fuither iluminate the matter with speculative dark-
lsptern, showing bow the Italian question has be-
come & European question, by the retreat of the
Austrisns on the Mincio—how the Mincio is, in a
sort, & defensive boundary of Germany, though ly-
iug far out of German lLimite, how the Balunee of
Power in Earope requires this, and the Faith of
Treaties requires that from the ** Powers;" and
here everything like clear vision is utterly lost in
the great verbal fog.

Let “ able editors,” who can, pressrve theie
gravity. Heaven kuows the whole matter is sad
enough, but, in spite of himself, your correspond-
ent breaks out in a Lalf melsnesoly but inevitable
guffsw when be comes to ** Balance of Power™ and
* Faith of Treatics.” Which of these two respect-
able phrases is the more absurd it is hard to de-
eide.  If Sam Johnson, Noah Webster and patent
fact are to be eredited, neither of them has any
recognized English signification.  Thers is no such
thing and bas never been any such thing as balanes
of power in Europe. The lsst great sttempt st
fixivg the seales was made at Vieona and Paris in
1805, Weighmasters, in the shape of standing
armies, yumbering io all two millivns of men, more
or less, were kept standing with theic bayonets
under the scales to prevent one or the other from
oseillating. The results of this forced equipoise,
when there wae uo balaneing at all, duriog the
lust ** forty years of European peace” (the quota-

i | tiom s from my Lord Malmesbury and other equally

bigh ranked diplomatiats and parlismentary orators
and publicists), bave been the last partition of Po-
land, the Greek revolution, the Italiao movements
ot 1=2¢=21, the French revelution of 1530, and the
iustitution of the Belgian Kingdom, the general Eu-
repesn revolution of 1543=41, the Crimean war,
the Italian war.

And 80 we come back again to Ttaly
ustion of to-day. Your corres does not
preterd to foresee the final development of the ac-
tual phase of things. Haviog sa little faith in the
Powers as they have in each other, but cherishing
a certain confidence in an overruling Provideace,
be has made up on that basia, after some conacien-
tious study of past faols, a few opinione,

No effective negotistions can take place until
after the great impending battle—if the Austrisns
will " stand fight"—in which the Austrisna will be
beaten, or until sfter the taking by the allies of
Peschiera and Mantua. Then, if the Austriaus are
willing, vegotiations may begin. Either by war or
IT pegotistion the Austriaps must withdraw from It-
aly—from Venetia as well ae from Lombardy. Na-
poleon ean aecept nothing less than this. The Ags-
trisne onee out of Italy, no matter what takes their
plsee in Lowmbardo-Venetis, Italy has made her firat
step toward independence snd true liberty. If the
rest of Europe choose to let Napoleon have his own
way,all the States north and west of the Papal
States will bave & better Guvernment thsn they
had before—let the form be what it may. [Let me
bere except the little duchy of Parma, which was
as well governed for the moment as was posible
by that truly maternal ruler snd noble woman, the
#x-Duchess Louise de Bourbon.]  Aud the admin-
wiration of the Papal States will be greatly ame-
liorsted, end made virtuslly independent of their
nowinal soverzign, the Pope.

11 the rest of Europe will not let him have his
own way, then let the rast of Europe look out for
itself, ~ With Louis Naspoleon's morality 1 have
nothing to do; but I way, without vauity, I trust,
be perwitted to say that I esn judge sowewhst of
Louis Napoleon as a practical masn and stateaman.
He bas great intellige. e and grest foree of will,
snd is espnble of taking extreme measures with
great sang frord, If the rest of Europe will drive
him to the wall, it will find him the most terrible
revolutionist ever dreamed of. Driven to the wall,
be is eapable of putupg himself at the bead of the
great sub-soul demoeratic movement of Eurupe, and
Czar Alexsuder is capable of eouperstiug with
Lim. Between the two, Austris will be erushed,
s8 between the ngper and pether millstone, Ger-
man kinglets will have to lock two ways fur 8 day
of rest for their beavy crowned heads, sod the
Turke will be driven across the Bosphorus.

opelully waiting for consrquent individual liberty,
but Italy among sll ita noble men offers none

Koseuth left London last Thureday, atopped here
for & few hours to consuit with eome friends of
Hungary, and left here on Friday, for Genos. Un-
less the other Powers force him to it, I do uot be-
lieve thut Napoleon will lend an effectively helping
band to HHupgsrian or Serbian or other National
revolution,

‘I'he news that bas arrived from Italy to-dsy,
since 1 began this letter, indicates that the Austri-
ans will aceept the chances of a battle this side of
the Mincio. Their attempt, or preparation for an
attempt, to invade the Valtelline from the Tyrol,
and perbaps turn the allied flaok, hns been checked
by the sending in that direction of a body of the
allied troops.  You will eee by Count Cavour's cir-
culnr that the worst stories of Austrian atrocitics
are confirmed. For the rest, wh{ should we have
ever doubted their truth, with the official procla-
mations of Gyulaigand Zobel setting forth the prin-
ciples, and our memories of the cold-blooded
butcheries at Brescin and Arad in 1545 setting
forth the facts ?

And when it was reported t» Him that others, not
his followers, were casting out devils in Hisname, he
said ** forbid them pot, forghere iano map, which
‘“shall dos miracle in my pame, that can lightly
“ epenk evil of me.”

Now mark the parallel;

L. Casting out Devils,—1take this phrase aa [ find it
in Seripture, a4 indicatieg thatthe subject is possossed
by an inflacnce which produces violent throes, or, as
i #aid in Seripture, * Straightway the spirit tare him,
“ and e fell on the ground, and wallowed, foaming.”

1 have witnessed many instances of this, when the
subject wae relieved simply by laying on of hands, avd
sometimes by o mere command tothe apirit to depart,

1 was onee at & cirzle in Troy, some tvenly persons
present, when & strong man became uncons cious and
violently convulsed. He beat the table with great
foree with both his fists, T put my hand on his head
agninst velement etruggles on his part to prevent it,
and in a few moments he was restored to quiet and
conscionsness. I once had & man similarly affected
in my own room, who beat his hesd violeutly on a
marble-op table, and fell on the floor in convulsivns.
He was recovered by the enme menns, though more
tlowly. A man from Chicago waited on me, afillicted
with continnous convulsions of his arms and lags, He
was restored by the mere exercies of the will. Last
vear, at my house, 1 found s man lying on the floor,
distorted gnd convulsed, 1 hifted him up, compelled
him to sit in & chair, and then with 8 few words ad-
dressed, not to him but te the spirit that was influ-
encing him, he was at ouce restored to compoaure,

These instances are enough for ilustration. They
may be startling to one not acquainted with the sub-
jeot, but it is igrorszce alone that makes them ao.
It1s pot diffienlt to nnderstand it, and easy to learn
Fow to control it.  Good sense, firmnesa, and unselfs
ishness afford always, first or lnst, an adequate rem-
edy, for what often, from the ignorance of friends,
coneigns the sulject to a lugatic asylum or condemna
him to a course of injurious medical treatment.

Il Zusanity.—This is & frequent charge sgainst
Spiritualism; and it is oot long since that & newspaper
in this city, in support of the charge, cited from the
reports of several Asylums proof that ope out of fif'y
enscs was produced by this canse.

Chryiostom saye, The Apostles (id net introducs
or epread the Gospel by foree of arms or weaith, but
their words, simple in themselves, were sustained by
miracles. In proclaimiog a erucilled Redeemer they

Augurtine adluces the wiracles of Jesus ag being
mure uotsual evente, and Lie eoumerates anong them,
the sick were healed, strength restored to the lawe,
sight to the blind, hearing to tha deaf, &e.

Paley, in his Evidences of Christinuity, appesls to
the mirncles for proof; and Bolton, in his work on the
same subjoct, says: ““All parties agres in allowing
“ that & mirache, if it ean be proved suthioutie, is one
“ of the strongest evidences any catse can possess, '

Now, when we reflect that healing the sick is one |
of the miracles referred to by all these champions of
Clristianity, may we not ask what there is to ehange
the charseter of the evidence when applied to Spirit-
usliem !
