THE FACTS RESPECTING THE AUSTRIAN
OCCUPATION OF THE LOMELLINA,
Proe Ouy Uwn Correrpondent,
Toerax, June 19, 1559.

1 bave just returned from sn excareon through
@ part of the esstern prosinees of Piedmont, which
bave been the victims of the late Austrian occupn-
tion. The impression left npon my mind by a two
daye’ ride throogh this seene of devastation will be
strong enough to lest me all my lifetime. My road,
starting at Nosars, took me by way of Vigevano as
far o8 Gurlasco, nnd then back zgain by Mor-
tare. The first object that caught my eye, after
heving left Novwis, wes a line of fortifientions
which ¢ xtended slong the whole rord as far as Vige-
vano, and is continued from there, as I am reliably
informed, down to the junction of the Ticine with
the Po, and from that point rlopg the last-named
river up A far as Valenza, It forms a regular iu-
tzenched eamp, provided with il the apparatus of
modern fortifications— detachud forte, bastions, par-
apets, piatiorms for batteries, mines, and even cane-
mates for sheltering the troops, surrounded by e
diteh 12 feet broad and § deep, running almost par-
allel with the eoures of the river, fronting toward
the weet, and running out from the banks of the
Tieino, about 2 or 3 miles un the average, and in-
elosing a space of about the size of Staten Island.
‘Within this space and outside of it, within gun-shot
rapge, an fur a8 my eye could reach. on both sides
of the road, every trace of cultivation kad wlmos:
entirely disappeared. In muny localities the furmer
surface of the country kas been entirely ehanged
by the leveling of rising grounds, and the ere:tion
of artificial bights; but everywhere, cvory vertige
of vegetation had been destroyed, and where your
eye wns ones greeted by the fresh green of the
meacows, by waving rice and wheat fialds, by the
vipe clustering reund the mulberry troe, it meets
pow with nothing but the dreary giay of the naked,
bard-stamped earth, fields lnid wurte, end the «tiil
peetangular forma of the bulwarks, with not vegeta-
tion enough to feed even a goat—in short, a scene
that remnded me of the excavated eities of the
dead, in the Enst,

Thie stupendous work, both of destraetion and
fortifieation, was executed, not by the Austrisng
themselves, but, under their command and guid-
ance, by Lhe inhabitants of these unkappy districis.
The whole male population was cmployed during
thirty-five days in eompnlsory scrviee o trans-

form their own fields inio ditches and ramparts, -

In the district of Vigevano slone, 7,000 persons
were engaged in this work, during five weeks, all
doy und part of the night. Their taskmasters paid
them 2f. Hie. a day, but the wages had to be rassd
by the eommon councils of the neighboring towns
and villages, I am told that the damage done to
the fielas and harvests near Vigevano amounta to
200,000, and 1 have seen in the swme town the
accouuts of the disbursements of the wages, which
amount to 100,000, All this does not iuelude the
heavy contributions which were Jovied by the in-
vaders in the shape of victusls and other supplices.
1 wan very mnch astonished at finding the mhab-
itants in o state of stupefied resipnation to their
fate, whers 1 had expected the rage of despair.
But even the peasants, who, after their five weeks’
restloss toil, to which they were literally driven by
the bayonet, looked wun and bageard as the
shadowe in Dante’s Inferno, exhibited, in word aod
setion, a sullen, indiflerent mood, s if thewr ficlis
and gardens bad been swallowcd by an earthgushe
or some other natural pucnoweuon, muninst which it
would be useless to vent one's pasgions,  Commi-
picative o the Itshans generslly ure | met with
little disposition on their part to converse on the
visitation which had been inflieted apon them: but
in all those instapecs in which 1 eould evercome
their moudy reserve und get them to speas, they
descanted on their misfortunes with an envisule
philosophical equanimity, just as if all their hard-
ships dud not coneern them at all, but had Lappoucd
to some other peopls far awny and long ago. I
could not help admiring the good comnor sense
and stoieal fortitude of mind with which these—
generally very ignorant—people appreciated the
duct snd d ! the menis of their spoilers,
‘That the foreign army had made the most of the
existing ueages of war, living upon the country,
levying contributions, snd even dssiroying the ticlds
for the sake of the fortifications, wis not what they
complained of; what they denonneed was e entire
absence of any plan snd systom in the Austriun
requisitions, the insulent, overbearing deportment
of the officers, and the looseness of the diccipline
among the soldiers, who were leflt to vummage and
pilfer to their heart’s content.
By all accounts—and this inforoation has since
been confirmed by comversations, with Austrian
with whom 1 kad occasien to converse—
there prevailed an utter confusioa in the Aus.rian
eonnuissariat througuout the wa.‘o time of the ve-
cupation. Thers scems to have been no fixed,
detinite rule who was 1o preside over the imposi-
tion of the contributions, whether the connnissariat
of the ary, or the commanders of the corps, or
the subordinate officers, in proportion to the num-
ber of their wen quartered upon the seversl towns
and villages: and, in defhult of such arrangements,
it was quite unavoidable that the subordinetes, in
their uncertainty whetber they would be provided
for from sbove, should secure their share oa their
own book, while this share waw already included
in an gnposition laid upon the whole district by the
superior commanders.  As one of the Austrian of-
ficers themselves ix paid to have deseribed it, this
systetn of vielnaliog was an  loextricable burly-
** burly of orders, counter-ordete and disorders.”
1 bave been shown at Vigevano the respective orig-
inal orders issned by the Austrian afficers on May

Geperally the Lower Couneid were investe1 hy
the Austrians with the exclusive right sad duty of
providing for their necessities and bad to bear the
whole bruot of the responsibility. which was not &
littls increased not ouly by the petulance, inso-
lenee, and stubborn pertinaeity of the exactors, but
also by the prevailing disposition of the inhabitants
to evade by all sorts of shifte the payment of their
individusl shares in kind and money. The people
of Vigevanoare still in high dudgeon sgainst their
City Fatkers, who are secused of haviog evineod
too much alacoty in eatisfying the demands of the
invaders, and even mennced their dilatory and eon-
tumacious constituenta with denousciog them to
the military anthorities.

Apninet the conduct of the common soldiers 1
henrd compnratively very few complaints; only the
Crosts snd Bohemians rendeied the nselves hateful
by their beastly habits and pilfering propensities,
Complaints sgainst these were genorally baoutleas,
ax the mjority of the officers snei to have acted
throughout in & spirit which ean only e axpluined

a deliberate resclution on their part to slhow
bow little they cared for the sufferings and the
feelings of the people. If only one balf of what I
bave been told 18 true, the sojourn of many of these
officers mmet bhve been an uninterrupted series of
knavish tricks and acts of wantonness, eominitied
on purposs to try to the atmost the patienes of
their inoflensive hosts.  "There were eartainly some
honorable exceptions from this rule, and the good

la of the Lomellina seem to have made it
their duty to mention, whenever an opportunity is
offered them, the names ol those officers who, by
their gentlemsnly manners, their good-heartedness,
and their exertions to mitigate the hardships of the
invasion, have loft & gratetul memory belind them.
Tut the wajority seem to have run a regular race

station-bouses of the railway along the whole rosd
traveled, i an wet of downright and unjusiifiable
vandalism. ‘T'be faet that all their walls have hoen
left standing, shows plsinly enough that military
considerations bad nothing to do with it, and that it
wis enly committed for the sake of making havoe,
The platforue in front of them had been broken
up, the iron pillars which support the overhsuging
roofe, smashed, the railizgs, the furniture, wic-
dows, stoves, down to the very dootlecks shattered
to pieces, the gas and water-pipes tora from theie
fustenings aud thrown sbout; in short, everything
that was breskable has beon ruined and laid waste,

It is but jost to add that sside from the shooting
of the Cignoli family, and the foretble abdvetion of
some contuminelons mayor, no case of budily wio-
lence offered to persons Lu: omie Lo 1y Cognizanec;
and the sccounts of violations of ladies, current
gonie time age, were mere inventions of correspond-
ents of Paris papers, who bad to season theirletters
with all Rinds of imsginary evedis, in order to
gratify the appetites of their readers.

Tow much the total damsges and ecatributions
smount to, and whather there is any prospect of
the sufferers beivg indemnified i¢ more than I or
sy body elee can tell.  The Government last woek
appointed commissions to sseertain the true extent
ot the dumage, but it will be sote time belore the
report will be published.
