The extension of this tarifi to Lombardy, withoat
modifving it considernbly, would all but riio the iron
industry in the provinces of Borgamo. lrescis and
Cowo, where many thoussude of persons inake their
living in the wines, founderies and furnness.  Thig
industry forms part of the kistorieal glories of
Lonbardy, the manuficiures of the Lombard
armorers and sword cutlers basing always held
the higbest rank in Europe from the earliest times in
the mdale ages down to 1515, snd it has alwaye
been in & flourshing condition, until the Austrisn
Government sacrificed it to the competition of the
cheaper Styrian sud Carinthisn iron; however,
though languishing, it is still too lmportaet to be
slighted. In the province of Bergamo alone, there
are 120 iron mines, and pearly G furges and
founderies, burning out 3,000 tne of manufactured
iron n year. ‘The proceeds of the iron industey in

I was not presnt when this Association was fori.
&nd wae not consulted either in reference to its aims
or to my selection ne one of the alternate orators.
While T am grateful for this evidenca of esteem and
confidence, it is but das to the Association aad to my-
self to say that 1 am pot prepared at presunt to go
further than is justified by the minority report aod
resolution upon the subject of the African <lave-trade,
sade by me to the Southern Convention when in s
sion &t this place in May, 158, and which was ia sub-
stapee adopted b r the same body recently in session st
Vicksburg, by a large majority.

Further refloction laa bot econfirmed me in the
opivion then expressed, that the Federal laws pro-
hibiting the African slave trade, and punishing it s
piracy, are unconstitutional, wud are at war with the
jundamental policy of the South, and, therefore, ought
to be repealed.

I am further satistiad that the agitation of this ques-
tion is beneficisl. It bas sieady served to develop

ot 1o create) much unsoundoess in our midst npon
the queation of Slavery; and one of the advantages of
disensston will b to correct these erroneous views,
to warn our people of those amoog ns who are radi-
cally unsound upon the principlas which anderlie that
institution, It 19 wisdom to seoertain wherein we are
weak, that we may fortify our position upon that pot
and use extru vigilsoce,

Until within the last twenty-five or thirty yoars, thera
had prevailed an uubroken ¢alm in the South npon the
moral aspect of the Blavery question.
