But tbey had just returned to Clark's from tbe

Big Tiees of Mariposas, having visited those of
Calaveras two or thrte days before. The general
impression seems tobe the CaUveras trees

Bra the larger and finer; but Mr. Wheeler, having
jiiot visited each, was very decided in his preference
for those of Mariposas, and I understood all his
associates to concur in that verdict They found
the Calaveras treea in lar better condition, in the

charge of a keeper, and approached by a road over

which a li^ht carriage may readily be driven up to

tbe very trees themselves. Toes') are no light ad

wantages, hut they assured us on the other band,
that the Mr>iiposas trees are considerably more nu¬

merous ("some 2Ö0 to UOO), and really larger and
iner specimens of their kind. Mr. Wheeler found

by careful measurement the diameter of one of
theee trees 100 feet above the ground to be twenty
fleet, while its first limb, which put off at that

bight, had B diameter of six feet. Just think of a

twig six feet through at that elevation' He ob
bained these results by measuring the tree's snad >\,
which I need hardly remark was probably narrower

than the tree itself. He bad several tape line m'as

Brements ol Mariposas trees over one bund reed feet
in circumference; but one of the Calaveras tree* is
claimed to be, I think, nearly onofourth ItffBf tb'in
this. No matter.those ol either County are big
enough.
We went up to the Mariposas Trees oajrij next

morning. The trail crosses a meadow of m ist lux¬
uriant wild grass, then strikes eas'Aard up tbe
bills, and rises almost steadily, but in the main not
steeply, for five miles, when it enters and ends in
B slight depression or valley, nearly on tbe top of
this particular mountain, wh-re the lüg Trees
have been quietly nestled fori dare not say how many
thousand years. That they were of very substan¬
tial sire when Da.id uancet bef ire tbe Ark, when
Solomon laid tbe foundations of the Temple, when
Theseus ruled in Athens, when *Smbb it4 from
the hunting wreck <if vanquished Troy, when Sesog-
tris led bis victorious Egyptians into toe heart of
Asia, I have no manner of doubt.
The Mg Trees, of eOBTBB, do not stand alone. I

apprehend that they c >uld not so stand at pre-e. t,
in view of the un moderate depth at which they
Bre anchored to the earth. Had they stood on an

Bnsheltered mo'intam-top, or e\cn an exposed .11-
oide, tbey would doubtless have been prostrated.
as i presume thousands like' them ssori urostrate*!.
by the hurricanes of centuries before Christ's Ad¬
vent But the locality of the se, though probably
2..r»(K* feet obOTO the South Merced, and ICBM 4,500
above the sea, is sheltere d aj*i tramju I. though
Several of these trie s have manifestly falle n within

tbe pro« nfl century. I'nquestionably, they are

past their prime, though to none more than to them
is applicable the eoiiipliiiieiitary characteruatiou of

a gr*«en tdd age."
Let me try to give as clear an idea of these forest

mast, dons as 1 can, though 1 know that will be but

B poor ore:

In measuring trees, it is so «'a«y to exaggerate by
running your line around the roots rather than the
real body, that I place little dependence on the re¬

ported and recorded measurements of parties under
no obligations to preserve a judicial impattiality.
But I believe a fair measurement of the largest
trees standing in th«s grove would make them not
less than one bundre.l feet in circumference, and
over thirty in diameter at a hight of six feet from
their respective bases, and that several of them
have an altitude of more than thrive hundred feet.
I believe the one that was last uprooted measures a

little over three hundred.
But these relics of a more bounteous and magnifi¬

cent win Id seem destined to speedy extinction. I
deem them generally cnfeobloel by age and the rack¬
ing and w renching of tbeir roots by the blasts that
oweep through thpir tops These malign influ¬
ences they might withstand for ages, however,
were it not for the damage they have already sus¬

tained, and are in danger of hereafter of sustain¬
ing, through the devastating agency of fire. For
these glorious evergreen forests, though the gmund
beneath them is but thinly covered with inflamma¬
ble matter, are yet subject to be overrun every
second or third year by fire. For the earth, to a

depth of several feet, even is dry aa an ash heap,
from July to October, and the hills are go gteep
that lire asfend a the»ni with wonderful facility.
And thus the Bg Trt»es are scarred, ar.d gouged,
and hollowed out at tbe root and upward, as the ef¬
fects of successive* fire>s, one of which, emgiuat-
ing far southward, ran through this locality 00 hte
as Last Auttimr, burning one of the forest kings so

that it has since falicu, ball destroying another al¬
ready prostrate, through the hollow of w hich two
horsemen not fj. P K James's, I trust, i were ac-

custemed to ride abreast for a distance of fully oae

hundred ieet, and doing serinus damage to very
many others. If the filbsfBof Mariposas, the
County, or tbe State of Calii.Tnia. does uot imme¬
diately provide for the safety of these trees. I shall
deeply deplore the infatuation, and believe that
these giants might have be .:. nmre happily located.
The Big Trees are usually accounted Reow I

Tbey are of course not all of extraordinary size,

jet 1 cannot remember one that would girth to

little as twenty feet at a bight of two yards from
tie earths surface, which is the proper point for
horizontal meafurement. Hardly one is entirely
free from tbe marka of fire at its root, while
several have been burr.ed at ISBOt htatf through,
and are ao hollowed by fire that a tree eight
f« et in diameter would probably lind ample room

blttocavity, And, while many are »tili hale and
thrifty, I did Ml i>**rc« .ve a siaajhl young one comiDg
forwaidto take the place of th- decay ing patriarch*.
