For several days alter starting ton
Daranrj continue.i frozen.
On IhaSdof April o;:r long projected Spring journeys

were commerced; Lieut. Hobson accompan'ed me a*
far as Cape Yicrona; each of us bad a.dedge drawn by
'. BJ men, and an auxiliary sledge drawn by six BflgO,
Tbk was all thb force we could uiua'ar.

Before separating we saw two E-quimaux familial
livug out upon the ice in snow but.; from them we
learned tliat a second ship had I. en seen otT hing
Wihiam Island, and tbatahe drifted athoie on tbe Fall
of the sane year. Fiom thi* ship they had obtained a
vast tieal ol wt .si and iron.

I noar gave Lienterant Hobson directions to search
for the wie« k, and follow up any trace* he might tin!
upon King \\ niiam Island.
Accompanied by my own party and Mr l'eteraen, I

marched alotg the 'i t shore of King William Island,
occasionally passing deserted snow huts, bat without
meeting natives toil the iStb of May, when off Cape Nor¬
ton we arrived at a snow village, containing abont in
inhabitant*. They gathered about mi without the
slightest appearance of fear or sbyneee, although none
had ever seen living white people before. Tney were
most willing to communicate all their knowledge, and
baiter ail their goods, but would have stolen everything
had they not been veiy cloeely watched. Many more
relics of oar countrymen were oo'alned.we oould not
eu-ry away all we might have purchased. Tney pointed
to the inlet we had croesed the day before, and told u*
that ete day s march up it, and from theuce foor dayi
overland, brought them to*the wreck.
None of these people had been there sinoe I* *, at

which time tbey said but In tie remained, their coan-
trymen having earned away almost everyuung.Most of our inturmation wa* received from an intelli¬
gent old woman. She said it waa in the Fall of tha
year that the ship wan forced aihore. Many of the
white men dropped by the way, aa they went toward
toe Great Kirarj but this was only known totnemm
the Witter fodowicg, when their bodies were discor-
ered. They all assured us that we would find native*
upon the south shore, at the Great Kiver, and some
few at the wreck; but unfortunately this wa* not the
caee. Only one family waa met with off 1'otnt Booth,
and ncne at Montreal Island, or any place subsequently
visited.

Point O^'le, Montreal f-land, and Barrow Island,
were searcced without tincing anything except a few
scrap* of topper and iron in an Ltquiuiaux hiding-
place.

Mick,
Inspect r of North Greenland, and the local authon
tic--, who obligingly supplied our few wants.
