By these doctrine* d.>p.nism can be rendered eternal
at k-ranaiueo ji a Constitution and Law*.

tar tanndalion on which to stand against heaven,
fk'e wa-e bidden by these doctrines to obey one of the
facet savage and internal statutes watet ever dii
jrraced jinv tyraany.

.many nations had been swept away from history tag
enattrg away the law of the Lord, and setting up a

fair law in it* stead, how could we escape I nawaes
aaore directly descriptive of our own guilt than those
vahich we foiiutl ¦ the Bible could not be imagined'
JHere in this Christian nation men dared to say: ''this
ia the white man's party, and as for the negro, we are

net xmr brother'* keeper. But this covenant with
death and agreement with hell could not be urged m
jjBkstitriitini ot cruelty and injustice. The prcicn.se
ef law for such boundless rascaliiy was only an exas¬

peration of crime. This wa* a religions question and
the most selemn that could come lieiore us, except that
mi the aalvation ef our own eoul*. Were we so

drankex with our pruspenty as to imagine that
we could take the same sins for which the Jew*
were swept away, and not only practice but teach
them, and escape the punishment of the Jew* '

The ¦torni of God * wrath was thickening over us.

Alrtady the big drops began to fall. The blood of
Harter * Ferry wa* only the precursor of the blood of
the hr*t born of the American Pharoah with Janne*
tvad Jambro* in the churches resisting God, refusing to

net his people free. Daniel aud Shadrach Mosbach
and Abednego broke np the tyranny by breaking the
law. So recreant had the church been to it* duty that
tnany men, wrongly trymg Chr.stiaiiity by tue ait ion of
the church, had miturally condemned it, aud tied mto

the deaert of *kepüci*in. If the church and
the ministry would use the word of God faithfully, it
would abolish Slavery from the face of the earlit.
There was at first great difficulty in the abolition of
Slavery among the Quakers in the South. One mem.

b«r insisted that it wa* not right to aak him to give up
bis negroes, lor they were just as much Ins property as

hi* oxen. "Fnentl," said another member to him,
" that »pee<h of Ihme came right out from the very
. belly of hell; yea, from the very belly of boll came
"that speech1' On meeting next morning, the slave-
bolder who had been thus rebuked said; "Friend,

Bgent, terrible reproof of his brother, he might have

t them until this day. The unfaithfulness of the

Church and Ministry to Slavery, acted to make many
men infidel*. It had thrown John lirown from his
balance. Dr. t heever had had a deeply interesting
©ouveraaUon with his stater. She said that Bruwii*
ehied characteristic, beside Ins faithful consistency as a

axan of prayer, was hie remarkable and keen scusi-

tiveneaa to w roug and injiietic*'. A* a boy and a young
¦van, and a man. ho was marked for that'characteristic
above all men. Il the Church and Ministry had done
their duty in relation to Slavery, John Brown would
have done no more than his. Let not pmfesned
Christian* utter one yyord against him, dumb dors
who dare not even yelp against Slavery. He
had committed no treason; tor he owed no alle¬
giance to Virginia. And how could ho commit treason
when hi* Bote object was to free the slave ' They who
bad nanctioiicd tin* infinite *in. and received it into the
boeom of the Church; they were the traitors. The in¬
activity and treachery of the Churoh in regard to

Slavery, drove some men into infidelity, but not suck n

axan aa Brow a.not a true Christian, such as John
Brown was said to he. The mischief with him seems

to have been the treachery of others. Their onfaith-
fuhic** to (iod and the slave filled him with mure tire
than he could hold. " t>|>preeaion maketh a wise
aaan mad." And, depend upon it, God had
rather see such men made mad in such a w »v

than to see the cowardice of the Church geiierahv.
If John Brown come* under that category of the

wise men made mad by oppression, John Brown was

ante in the loving pivte/uou ol his Father; John
Brown was received of his God, and if hanged upon
the gullow*, his soul would go immediately to Ins
Ihthor.to God. The great lesson of the tragedy was

that if the men of peace would not apply God a law
against the sin of slavcholding. in the shape of argu-
meut, and pungent troth, and the msJedietions of God,
the men of war would nut it in the shape of bullets,
and fight it out, and God would let them. Most of the
war* of thi* world had arisen from the scarcity and
aafaithfuhieas of Chnatiait warriors; for if they
weald but fight Gods battles with the
htword of the Spint, God himself promised
trial even men of violence should turn their
