short before the walls of Mantua, there were a
great many sanguine people ready to account for
the slow-coach progress of the peacemakers by a
decp-laid scheme on the purt of Louis Bonaparte,
who, they said, wanted to give to the Ttalians full
scope for tuking their affaire in their own hands,
o that, Italian unity having onece consolidated
iteelf, the French liborator might, with good

grace, back out of the awkward conces-
gions made to Francie Joseph, and, from
the word of his bond, appeal to th

superior force of & fait accompli, Political eon-
tracts are not cxewpt from the casualties besetting
civil contracts, which, according to the Code Napo-
leom, get 1n:ﬁlhﬁrdphllly the inwrgerewe of a force
majenre.

Fnding at last that he was expected to ey he
was embarruseed by no such sernples, the man did go,
and wae forthwith sworn,  The regular Prosecuting
Attorney (not Mr. Huanter) hos o habit of going to
sleep during arguments which he does not deliver him-
self. He slumbered quite placidly s long while this
morning, 1o the grest delight of the Jury, who guve
the whole of their minds to him, He woke very sud-
denly, and called out for tolaceo, at which everybody
around Liw liughed, and the Crier shouted, ** Gentle-
men mugt not talk in Court.” The attomey did talk,
nevertheless, and gave u friendly companion an ac-
count of & rough-and-tumble fight he had
had with a blind man the Samnrdsy night
before, just after his opening argument against Brown,
I am told that this fi bt wasu very preity oue, and
that the blind wan had the best of it, bestow ing hruises
upon his antagonist’s face which che Latter brought
into Court with him on the Monday following. But
the most cxtrnordinsry custom is that of the Clerk
preparing a written verdict, reading it to the Jury, and
teking them if they &' ree to it, which, of conrse, they
do.

He even refused
to give the sculptor & chunce of seeing Brown at all.
Mr. Brackett will be obliged to return without aceom-
plishing his object, for it is wholly impossible to satisfy
the jealous Virginians that there is not in his visit bere
& great deal more than meets the eye. He has been
