During the Siiininer, the Revision Com¬
mittee, at the instigation of voting Mr. Spofford of

Newbtirypejrt, took into eon tide rat ion tne expe¬
diency mi aboliehinn the State Agency, but finally
eoiiciiided to «tay their Vandal handH. In due pro-
i-e-ri ot reviKiiig the law*, ti e question came up
¦nit, but week. Mr. Spoflord attain made bia mo¬
tion, and loudly declaimed nennst the quality of
the official liquor, which he prououueed ruinou* to

the health of the people. Hut the representative*,
mused to heed Iii» appeal. After the vote was

taken, Mr. Russell of lionton pro|Mised ¦ Commit-
t. e ot Inquiry into the dealin*j« mi the Liquor Com¬
missioner w ith the firm of John Felton Al Co., and
the Committee was appointed. I'p came John
Felton, and up came his partner, Mr. Jaques, and

they swore to certain transactions w ith RriMikhouse,
the foreman of the Agenry, which on the face of
them had a bad look. In brief. Bmokhouse had
sent to Felton &. C'o.'s establishment some high-
priced French brandy, and bad it "extended"
with alcohol, so that it became a very moderate-

priced brandy, and not peculiarly French. It m\fjrni
M cntisidi r. m\ |>erhaps, of French descent, but

nothing more. I believe that aomething was added
for flavoring and coloring, and this was all. It is
claimed on the one side that this, if " adulteration"
in any sense of the word, is so in a harmless sense;
that the alcohol and the coloring and flavoring mat¬
ter did not makf the original article more poisonous.
On the other hand, as I judge by the clamor, some

\\i II, the law against adulteration of liquors by
the State agent is not as severe as the Mantuati law
against selling poison; it is only official death, and
that has happened to Mr. Rurnli.im. the agent. He
has taken himself off, to prevent himself from Mm
taken off'; be hes resigned, aud the public h resigned,
though I suspect he is not. The Hon. Jacob Sleeper
was appointed to take Mr. Purnham'* place. BaWM
a strict temperance man, it was supposed that he
w 1 hi Id not adulterate with anything wor*v than the
b« it of Cocbittiate water, and this would rertainly
do no harm. Put be has declined, and there ia no
appointment yet made. The investigation is still
continued, but its main purpose is probably an¬

swered, and already the public interest iu it seems
to decline. The report of the testimony is not half
en interesting as The Trihi ne's comments, last
Summer, on l)r.
