HISTORY OF THE CHURCH OF CHRIST, IN CHRO-
NOLOGICAL TABLES. By Hxsur B. Swrw, DD
1 wol, fol. Chbarles Beribner.

The value of this work, not only to the theological
stadent, bat to the geners! reader of history, will be
evident from a rapid glance &t ita contents, It aims to
give & comprehensive survey of Charch History and
its immnediate adjunets in the most condensed and con-
venient form. It is at once a manual and a serien of
wynehronistic tables, presenting a complete digest of
the subject, andarranged in & method admirably adapted
to facility of reference. The whole history of the
church ia divided into six genernl periods, and subdi-
yided into sixteen tables.  Each table extendsto four
folio pages, with the exception of the Hth and 16th,
which veenpy five. The first column in each table de-
scribes the characteristics of the epoch, the second
gives an ontline of its secular history, and the third i
devoted to litersture and culture. The eccle-
giastical listory of the period is mext ex-
hibited i ten or twelve colomns, each of
which comprises s distinct  department. One
page of each table is devoted to the external, and
two to the interual history, The whole table pre-
sents 1 parallel view of the history of the church in
different countries, with the cotemporary literature,
polity, worship, discipline, doctrines, und heresics.
The history of the church in America, from its first
colopization, is given, in great detail, in two sap-
plementary tables, comprising an aceonut of the chief
eoelosiasticnl and doctrinal controversies, and s full
bibliography of each denomination in this country.
The preparation of these tables has been a work of
immense labor, and, ss stated in the prefuce, has
ccenpied more or less of the sathor's time for the
last seven years, He has freely drawn from the
best and most recent authorities on the subjeet, in-
cluding the histories of Mosheim, Neunder, Gieseler,
(juericke, and Huse, and the tubles of Vater,
Danz, Lenge, Hugeubach, and Surtor. The very
abundance of the materisls, however, woald have
proved sn embarrasement in Jess ekitifal and prae-
ticed hands than those of the austbor. He han
thresded his way throngh the labyrimh of dates,
and numes, and doctrines, with exemplary firmness and
precision, and from scuttered and fragumentiry dats
has micceeded in evolving a symmetrical anfluninous
whole, With his extensive historical learning, and
philosoplie acumen, he hus beon enabled to give nnity,
und dlearness 1o an enormous mass of facts, and 1o furnish
the stodent with the means of gaining an weeurale view
yithe conrse of Christiun bistory, without losing his way
in a coufused meltiplicity of detuils. The work ia pnb-
