The sseemblage wis called to order about 7§ o'clock
by the Hon, J. A. Andrew, He was sccompanied by
the Rev. J. M. Manning of the Old South (‘g::rch. the
Rev. Dr. Neal of the Bomerset-street Baptist Church,
and Wendell Phillips, The Divine blessing was in-
voked by Dr, Neal, who also offered up prayer for the
family of Brown.

Mr, Emerson then made his ﬁ\punnu on the plat-
forin, and the upplanse waus of the heartiest kind.

Mr. Andrew referred to the letter of John Brown to
Lydis Maria Child, and read that ion of it suggest-
ing the need of aid to the writer's family. Johu Brown,
be remnrked, bud fullen for an ides.  Whether his
course wae wrong or not, Brown himeelf wae right.
The spenker sympathized with that ides, and all who
did shonld see 1o it that the family of thst honest mun
should not suffer by the loss of their natural protectors,
