We have seen nnd beard a child
of four ytars of age, after listening to a military
band play a piece, go from the open window of
a drawing-room, stand at a piano and play
tbe whole correctly through, not mistaking
either batmony or melody. We Lave heard another
of 11 years of age, who could execute clearly and
beautifully, with the loveliest of voice*,a chromatic scale
of three octave*.from Do to Do in alTi<«imr>, or any¬
thing else that could bo wrttten for the voice.tilling a

large hall easily. So, too, the lad Arthur Napoleon
show ed astonishing childi*h talents on the piano,which
ate equally wonderful with some few years added to

hie age. Tbe original infantile compositions of Momart
liave he*n published, and, supposing them to be helped
out and corrected, are still very remarkable. In 1762,
the father of Mo/art made a voyage to Munich, with
Ida two children, a sister of Mozart being
also a younir prodigy. The Klectnr was much
astonished to find a child of six years play a com-erto.

At thi* early age he showed all the assurance which
invariably aco m|utme* genius. Talent doubts; geniu*
never dots. It i* gtnerally *ell-*ulii''ient, overbearing,
