Mr. Huggin r design for
the Plymouth Church has come in for its full share of
left-handed compliment- from bis brother architects,
one of whom describee it as " a huge Ik>x," a qno»llil>et
of an hit*t- nraI odds and ends, and a " rabble of bar-
racks," Ac. But the plans of Mr. Doggin, though
not of a i barut ter to place him on a level with Bra-
mante, are not altogether destitute of merit, and, if

they do not possess the elegance and originality of
those offered by Hunt and Mold, they had sutticienl
mem to win the approbation of the Plymouth Church

people, who saw m them the elements of what they
required for their new honso of worship.
The site chosen for this large edifice is one of the
