What (he secondary Powers represanted at the
Congress will do seems to be (hought of liitle im-
pertunce, though their iufluence, after all, might
prove greater than expected, if they should be wise
enotgh to set in concert among vach other.

Itis pnirfully felt by the German uation that
neither tho German Confederation, as a whole, nor
the smaller German BStates, taken together—in
which position they would be more than equal to
Prussin in population and resources—are to be rep-
resented af the Congress, Thus the interesta of &
pation of more than forty millions are left to the
diseretion of two rival Powers, each of themn elaim-
ing the lewderekip of the Conlederstion, which ean-
ot be obtained except by the reduction, if not the
unnibilation, of the other, Thie simple faet alone
shows Lhe unsatisfoctory condition of Germany, and
Le abeolute necessity of reforming the I-‘adenly Con.
stitution,

The emaller States, with Bavaria and Baxony at
the head, hawe taken steps to remedy the
evil, Cooferences of Ministers of State have

Leen held, pot long sago, st Munich, and more
lately at \i‘hnhurg. for the pu  of acting in
concert in endeavors to amend Federal Con-

stitution; and, in faet, in all mensurcs tending to
promaote the unity and power of Germany, and to
teke care, above ull, of those national intercsts
which are apt to suffer under the contending aiws
of Austria and Prussia,  Austrin does uot appear to
throw any obatacle in the way of this patriotic en- [
terprise, which is entirely constitutionul. Though
the States engaged in it are called Secessionists by
the advoeates of the Pruseinn scheme, the personal
charncter of some of the princes and statesmen sup-

mivg the movement precludes any idea of unpa-

ivtic pu You will undoubtedly hear more
of the subject, which, if I am not mistaken,
oceupy a considerable share of the publie attention
of Europe in the coming year.

Undor these eircumetances, it may not be amisa
to give your readers u succinet account of the pres-
ent state of party divisions and party platforms in
Germary.

1n184¥, those platforms were sbatract priveiples:
Bociglism, Republicanism, Monarching, Absolutism,
and what other ism may have moved sod agitated
the German mind. This is not the case now,
All parties now sgree that national unity and power,
giving to Germaoy thut politicsl position and infla-

Genusny, an opinion scknowledged by the Govern-
ments just os well as by the people; un opinion,
therefore, which is quite legitimate, and is publiely
expressed in a flood of pamphlets of more or losa
werit,  Political hfe is ae high io Germany as it
ever has been Lefore 1848, but it is by far more
gound and positive in its wime than ever before,
Amendments to the federal constitution, of more or
less importanes, have u!m_ndg“bm moved by some
of the minor States, and it bas beeu the object of
the ministerial conferences at Minchen and Wiirz-
burg to prepare further action in this direction, and
secure the conegrt of all the smaller States, so ns to
eetablish a well coustituted and consolidated bal-
ance of power between Austria and Prussia, Thus
the platforma of both the parties now existiog in
Gerwany bave reference only to the different views
in the amendment or reform of the federal or na-
tional constitution, and sceordingly we have to dis-
tin, three prineipal partics,

 wost active II‘II:? them ia that which aims
at uniting Germaoy under the Prussian soepter.
This party dates its cxistencs from the revolution
of 1848 and "40. At that period it consisted of the
majority of the Fraokfort Parlisment, who carried
the resolution to the imperial orown of Ger-

many on the of the King of Prussis. Ifis

well known that that monarch was vither too proud
to aceept mch a m from the hands of a popular
aescmwbly, or not enough to brave the uppo-
sition o1 Austria. He refused. But, after Laving
dove sg, be repented, ond a trial was made to unite
{he emaller States of Germany 1nder the leaderst
of Prussin by scparate acts of voluntaryor hal
voluntery subordination or anvexation. For the
resligation of this project, the eobperation of thab
srme party which had wmet with the refusal of the
King when offering to him the imperial erown was |
lent and readily acevpted.  Austrin, however, by a |
firm snd threntening opposition, frustrated the
Trueeion scheme, avd rinee that time ( I&‘i?, Lhe
adlerentn of (his oty were reduced to political
insignificatce, until lately, when, in eonuection
with tle change of government in Prussia and
wite the peeition taken by that power in the
Italign war, the party is revived, strength-
eved by the rewnants of the Democratie party
of 1845 in Prussin and in sowe other sections
of Germony, who united with thew and gave them
kot wore getive and enterprising cbarneter by
which they are now distinguished. During the
pericd niter 1849 the purty was called the Gothauer
or Gutha party, frum a meeting at the town of
Guths. Now, after their rovival they are ealled
the New Gothaucr, ¢ New Gotha party. In their |
niost ganguine cxpectations, their Ultras take it for |
grauted that Austrin, sooper or laler, must go to
piveer, nud that then (he whole of Germany will ba
conetituted ne one role and wndivided empire under

the Prussian scepter.  Few, bowever, are

Mr. L. W. Billbergh, the mate of the mufortunste
ship Bilas Holmes, belonging to Wm, Nelson & Sons
{already reported lost), havivg arrived at New-Orleans
on the 27th of December, bas made an interesting
slutement i relevence to the dissnter. Ile stutos that
ibe got asbore on the Eust Key, Tortugas, on the 3 of
Deoember, and after lightesing by taking oat thres
Highter loade of eargo, pot off.  Bheleft Garden Kay on
the 9th fu churge of & pilot, and went ashere ngain
pour the foit. Bhe was got off ugaia by the waistance
of the wreckers and the bavds of the fort, when she
proved to be lesking 500 strokes an hour. Capt. Grif-
Oth put eight of the steerage g ers st the pumpe,
and 6/l hauds consented to proceed to New-Orlowos, the
ebip being cousidered seawerthy., On the 11tk inst.
the ptlot was discharged, wnd ou the 12th the leak kad
fnoreueed to 1,500 strokes un hour, This continned to
the 16th, whep the ship encountered u houry northerly
wind, the leak inereasing. At 4 a m., 15th, the pamps
eocked; but ot 8 o'clock u. w. fonnd Lhree foet in ber
Lold, although the prmps were going all the time, At
4 p. m. fonnd the water over the #kin, the wind blow-
ing strong; abip down to elosc.reefed topealls. ArS
p. m, found the leak gaining fuat, with four feet water
over (ke kslson, By obeervation, the abip wes abont
100 miles from the bar of the Misissippl. Atabout
miduight he wuter was over the Letween decks.
