unsound aud a pcrniciou.-. idea that COBglBBl shiuld
surrender BB* of it» functions to the Executive.
If it has printing to do, why not do it for itself, in¬
stead of handing the control of the matter BfBt to
the PsbbJbSSBI Vet the bill in question does so

band il over. It allows tbe President lo ap|Miiut
the Superintendent, and tbe Superintendent ap¬
points hi» subordinate*. The working machinery
of the establish.»-nt i» thus placed beyond the
reach of Congrios, who«»- sonant it is, and undur
whose evhiMvo control it should be.
Rut the main objection lie» uguiust the system, by

whomsoever operated. The hill substantially cre¬

ates a new department of the Government, and one

of a subordinate and irresponsible character. It
open» a fresh field lor favoritism, for patronage, f »r

corruption, for extravagance. It create» a bureau
for the disbursement of hundreds t f thousands of
dollars per annum, covering tho purchase of sup¬
plies of printing and binding materials, and the
pay of a small army of workmen. Of cour-a» it
must become, like our navy yard*, and arsenal»,
and armorie.*, a partisan branch of the Government.
