saciamente and to ring the bella as uaual.
Theae ordera of the civil rulera were punctualJy
and religiously obeyed; and it waa Sixtus IV., and
not the Republic that burst with rage, and hia sui-

ctBBor, Innocent VIII., <iuahhed the interdict. All
ttis happeted before the time wheji the Reforma-
lion and the diffuaion of the inductive philosophy
and general culture of the intellect that had taken
pofltriiMt.u of tha rivilized world. Now all these
channela and eortduetora of menUl electricity are

n tull actiou all over Northern and Central Italy.
Even tbe lower clergy, the curates of pariihes

in that country are now freed from tho prcdominut-
ing inOuence ot" Rome. The curates all over Cen¬
tral Italy headed the people at the polla in their
recent r xerciee of the elective franchiae. Thif faet
is a turning-point in eiirri-rit hiatory, and indicatea,
btyond douht, the political reuefuTation ef the
Italians. The B.fgj have thus revolted agninat the
ueurped power ofthe Popea, and rebtori*d i-ocleBia^-
tical ditcipliLo to ita |ennine, Chiiatian, catholic,
primitive liniit«.
