Sert" of severe inactivity, North Carolina ha« hesitated
oven to join in the violent political agitations which,
lor th« past few years, «he alone of all ber Southern
sisterhood bas failed to fully «hare.
Within five or six months, however, North Carolina

has stroggled into motion. The cams i« that which is
.bovo all others powerful in Sonthera region«-the
ovidence of Airf-Slavery inroad« among the people.
All else failing, this has roused at last the dormantspirit.
The -ok* of North Carolina ie heard in the land.
Proofs of energy and vigor, in one direction at least,
wise. The discovery of Abolition vipers insidiously
gnawing the very bosom of the State is followed by
determined efforts at their extermination. The sus¬

pected are menaced, held in terror, or driven off. A
»»TonssB of rigid investigation begins. Where send-
«cent« of opposition to the prevailing creed are dislincU

ty detected, the law is let loose upon the offenders.
And iu every way, so far as this one point is concerned,
the placidity of North Carolina has given placa to an

overflow of indignation which is expected to settle tlie

ejnestion very speedily, and to remove at once all diffi¬
culties in tht way of th« peaceful progress of the
Southern system.
Tbe principal excitement« are in tho very center of

the State.in the Counties of Davideon, Randolph,
Otrilford, and other« «djazeut.where the operations of
laborers in the Anti-Slavery cause have been most

freely and effe.-tively carried on. There is in these
oooniies a considerable Quaker population, of whom the
great majority, if not nearly all, earnestly favor the
pro-ulgation of the most liberal idee, upan the sub¬
ject, and who continually aid, as far as they are able to

without peril to themselves, the development of the
largest Anti-Slavery principle«. Theeemovements are,
for the most part, secretly pursued, the danger«.is con¬

sequence« of disclosure restraining any general open
and undisguised action. At this time there is hardly
any limit to the persecutions which the mildest advo¬
cate of free doctrine« must look for. But, notwith¬
standing this, tbe work doe« go on, quietly, but
with a certain eteady su« ces* which th^s« most nearly
interested find no reussn to complain of. And this is
now understood by the people generally. " There are
" SS m«d abolitionists, «aid a tavern orator, a few
nights ago, in the village of High Poiut " in this
"cormty, and within a mile of us, a« any in Massa-
" cUnsetts. There are a few respectable Quakers here,
" who, though their queer religion lets them h tve no

appljsd, which immediately began, were eertaiuly not
of a nature to carry comfort to the soul of any draïr-
suited gentleman that might have overheard them.

Ahhottgfa the Anti-Slavery movements are mainly
toudected with great caution, yet there are a few earn

.est workers who, more daring, and lee« disposed to
«ttknla'.e consequences, adopt a conret? quite in defiance
©/ universal prejudice«. Foremost among these ie the
Jt"ev. Daniel Worth, a Methodist minister, a man dk-
ti-guishsd no lea« for bi« unyielding courage than for
Site _e.»i with which he has tor the last twenty years
given his strength and eloquence to the cause of negro
emykeipatioii. Although always avoiding communica¬
tion with slaves themselves, believing that not by
their »geury, hut by that of the whites, the end he
levks for must be accomplished, he has not failed to

put forward his sentiment« boldly and without con¬

cealments, whenever he lute judged that good might
result therefrom. It appear« from the slaloment« of
hie antagonists here, that the " worthier members of
hi« family.be is himself a native of North Carolina.
pavo themselves over to deep grief on account of the
orrore of his way« and some time ago, a« a punish¬
ment for hie persistence h wrong, formally repudiated
him, and rt_ouxted all ties of relationship with hiin.
I« does not api-sar, however, that this cessation of con¬

sanguinity brought Mr. Worth a single step nearer to

repentance, but that, on the contrary, he plunged
rattier more deeply than before into the Anti-Slavery
abyss. The result, inevitable under the circumstance«,
was that some two month« ago he, as well as several
other« similarly engaged, was arrested and thrown into
jail, on the general «barge <>t exciting discontent in tlie
slave population, and seeking to create insurrection.
The particular occisión of Mr. Worth's arrest was

th« disposal by him of a number of copies of II. li.
Helper s " Impending Crinis," a work which, although
written by a North Carolinian, and approved by North
Carolinians, ha« been judged improper for North Caro¬
linians to read. After having been detected circulating
this work in various towns, Mi. Worth was seized at

Greensboro, in his native county, »nd confined in jail,
to await judicial treatment. Indictments were also
found against him in other places, so that he was

w .'ii-«d to look forward to a long series of trials. ( lue
oí these, of which I «hall presently speak, took place
last week in the Conrt-House at this town.

heaviest disaster bis coun'ry has for the last half cen¬

tury experienced. Nasira'd-din was reputed to be. the

have been expected to equal that of his great grand¬
father, Fath Ali Shah. Nasiru'd-din ascended the
throne on the 4th of September, 184ft; and it will be
remembered that a few year« back he was near perish¬
ing by the hand of an assassin, having been badly
wounded by a fanatic of the Babi sect.
