ex-Epeaker Orr, its master-spirit,  Wood is not no-
likely to show bis teeth at those who thus exclude
him, (
The Platform Commitice s bard at work, but
had not agreed on a report at a late hour last even-
ing. We presume some fix-up was made in the
course of the night, and that a report will be made
this morning. The Douglns men tender the Cio-
cionnati Platform, pure and simple, whieh the Chiv-
alry reject.  The Douglasiles are understood to be
willirg to add an indorsewent of the Dred Seott
decision; but that is not deemed encugh, The
truth is, if the Fire-caters were at ]l confident
of their ability to vominate Hunter or
Jefl.

TIE DISSENTIENTS IN THE LENMON
CASE,

The potilicn ocoupied by two of the dimentiog
Judges of the Court of Appeals in the Lemmon
case, is neither very creditatle to thew, nor very
respectful to the pecple of the Btate by whoss suf-
frages they bold their office, In & easo of such
magritude and importance, involsing not only the
ecnetitutionality of an ast of the New-York Legis-
Iature, but a moet important question ol Heate
rights, a decent respect for publio opinion woald
seem to bave required from the dissentiog Judges
a0 cxhanstive consideration of the case, a full sate-
wewt of the grounds on which their opinion was
fourded, sud o readiness to meet sl loe conse-
quences of their opision. Instead of this, Judges
Comstock and Selden shirk out of the responsivility
of their position, pleading, by way of exsoee,
that they Lave not bad time to give the
jquestion the attention it deserves! That
would have been a very good resson for not giviog
sny opivion at all, instead of which Judge Comstock
does volunteer a decided opinion upon a question
not before him, ** that the act of the Legisiature on
“ which the question in this case depends’—io
wit: the act deolating that no person beld as u
slave shall be imported, introduced, or brought into
this State on any protense whatever, and thst any
person &0 hrought into the State shall be freo—" in
i« diseetly oppored to the rules of comity sud jus-
« tice, which ought to regulate intercourso bet wean
v the States of the Usion,” while Judge Belden
goes still further, regarding that act, not ouly ‘- as
¢y groes vivlation of those principles of justics and
« comity, which should ot all times pervads our
« interstate logislation,” but as ** wholly incoasis-
¢ tent with the general spirit of our natiosal com-
¢ pact,”

Now, these are pretiy rerious charges to be made
by these two Judges against on act of the Legisla-
fure of New-York, of which they do not venture to
deny the constitutionality, and which has the warm
support and approval of a large majority of the
people. Haviog bad tume to come decidedly to the
opinion above expressed, the * priveiples of justice
wgod eowily” wou'd eeem to bave demanded of
these two Judges that they ehould have specifically
pointed cut the grounds upon which they hold if,
aud the extent which they propose to give to it
Would tliceo alleged principles of justice und comity
exterd to fore'grers ns well as to cur Soutbern fo.-
low eilizens 1 Would they be applisable to un in-
habitaut of Cuba as well as to acitizen of Virginia?
and if net, why not! Justice and comity are gen-
ernlly supposed not to be dependent on torritorisl
boundaries, but upon geworal prineiples,

Whatever claims the citizens of our Slavehold-
ing States might have upon us by virtue of express
coustitutions! provieions—if any such are to be
found—it is éifficult to conceive that on the mers
bawis of justice sod comity they would gecupy any
higher or stronger pusition than the inhubitaots of
Cubs or Brazil. Since these Judges decm tha good
people of New- York eo ignorant and mistaken 22 to
the duties imposed upon them by the priveiples of
justice aud comity, in relation to this question of
slaveloldiog, it would have been no more thaa s
picce of eomily on their past to have speciliod the
extent to which they would have us go. Do thess
prineiples of cowity and jostice stop shorl with the
case of slaves brought to this State on their way to
o market 1 or do they extend to sll esses in which
slavebolders might bave oceazion to visii New-
York 1 Aund for how lopg a time and to wha!
exteut do the prineiples of justice and comity, as
uséenstoud by Judges Comstock and 3elden, operatel
Weuld they require us to tolerate the erection hera
in New-York of slave peus or prisons o accommo-
date the interstate slave-trade, where negroes
brenght bere for the purpose of being sold South
wight be detained till a purchaser sppoared or an
opportunity for shipment occurred? Would they
demard of us fo tolerate on the part of the slave-
bolder bere the ssme power over his slave which he
exercixes at bome? Might a slaveholder here in
New Yark, sccordiog to Cometockisn ideas of jus-
tice and Seldovian views of comity, eommit a rape
on his female slave without any liability to be
enlled to sccourt foric? Would the child of a fe-
male slave born here be born a slave or born fres 1

There ie a long list of questions like these that
would need to be answered before a complete view
could be bad of the extent of the duties which, ae-
cording to the ideas of Judges Comstock aud Sel-
den touckirg the obligations of justice and comity,
wou'd be incumbent upon ue,

As to justice, we sbould like to be informed how
jwtice can require us to allow in anybody that
which we regard a8 itsell an act of injustice 7 Ik
is upon the ground not merely of its inexpediency,
but of its eseential injustics, its conflict with those
doctrines of buman rghta which we have lsid down
as the basis of our government and social state, that
the Legislature of New-York bas abolished and pro-
hibited Blavery. Ilow then ean justice require us
to tolerate in visitors from other States that which
we bave forbidden our own citizens to do on the
expreea ground of jte injestice I To make out
their accusation aguinst the people and the Legsla-
ture of New-York, the first thing which it would be
necessary for Judges Comstock and Selden to do,
would be to prove the essential jastice of alavahold-
ing and slavetrading, before the question of eomity
cvuld come up st all, it would be necessary to
wake out those pointe; but even if they were made
out, it would not by any means follow that esmity
would require us to tolerate in straogers that which
in contrary to the policy of our own laws.
When was it ever before pretended that a Siate
could be required by aoy nolion of comity to allow
ita territory to be used by strangers for the purposo
of carrying on a trade forbidden to its own eiti-
gens ! Wo do ot suppose thal even Judges Sclden
and Comstock will pretend that the State of New-
York does uot possess the power to prohibit as to its
own cilizens tho mekiog any part of its territory
a dipot frthe domestic wlave-trade. How then
cau it be pretended that comily requircs usto al-
low the same trade to be freely carried onin and
throvgh our territory by citizens of Slaveholdiog
Biatew 1 It is quite & suflicicnt answer to any pre-
tensions of that sort, to aay that, as slavebolding
ard slsvetrading, bowever inuceent or meritorious
{hey muy be in themselves or in the opinion of the
good people of Virgiuis, are contrary to the poliey
of our lsw aod are forbidden to our citizens, all
strangers who come among us must be contant to
submit to the same restriotions, We should like to

bave Judges Comstock azd Selden point out an in-

stance, if they can, in whioh, under the ides of
comity, strangers bave beon allowed to shoek the
morsl senaibilities of any country they may choose
to visit. ‘That, in the case of & large majority of
urpuplo.!kdlidng of gaogs of alaves

s pot be lawful to bring in‘o the Disirict of Colum-
« bis any slave whatever for the purpose of being
v gld, or for the pwpose of being placed in depot,
« to be subsequently transferred tu auy otber Siate
« or place for wale a8 merchsudise, And if any
« slave sball be brought into said District by its
i gwrer, or by the authority or comment of ita
« owaer, contrary to the peosisions of this sct, such
« ylave sball thereupon become liborsted and fres.”
Hos pot the Legislature of New-York the same
Yur sdiction over its own territory that Congresa bas
aver the Distriot of Columbia? Aud istte.o sny
1ule of comity that requires us to furnish facilitios
for the demestic slave-trade, tbus denied by Con-
gress ia the District of Culumsbia?

Judge Clirke, too, indulgea bimsell in flings at
the act in question, * as indicating a epirit of the
« most wanton sggression,” though we are not able
to see that vy of the objections be takes to it ara
rot equally spplicable to the act of Congross quoted

He does pot, however, skulk the point at issue
1ke bis two colleagues; though, perhaps, had he
regarded Lis reputation as a lawyer he might better
have done so, Iie very quistly ssttles the queetion
by sseuming that the Coostitation of the United
Btates recognizes, not merely the right of holding
slaves under the law of aoy of the States that may
chocse to admit it, but that it clothes thess slaves
with tta absolute character of property which the
owper has a right to earry with bim through any
pert of the Unicn, But if the Constitation of the
Uvited States clotbes slaves with the character of
property, and obliges all the States to reg srd them
in tbat light, whence do the States oblaiu their
power of probibiting or abolishing Slavery 7 I( it
38 unconsitotiorsl to prohibit the earrying of slaves
through our territory becaure they are property,
would not the same reason equally prohibit us from
preventiog the bolding of slaves in it?

Indeed, the idea has been alre ndy Itll'tﬁd. based
upon the very premites which Jadge Clerke as-
sumes, that all the State laws abolishing or prohib-
itieg Slavery are unconstitutional; and should the
Lemmers bereafler elaim not merely to earry slaves
through New-York, but permanently to hold them
bere, logicsl conaistency would require J udge
Clerko to sustain them in that pretonsion,

CHOURCH-BATE REVOLUTION,

The Parliamert of Englavd is like to be bored
irto abelishivg the good old abuse of making the
lieges pey the expenies of maintaining public
worship, according to the Establishment, includiog
the repsir of churches, . whether they choose that
road to Heavenor not. Like the utjust Judge in
tue parsble, it may grant the jast demaod—not so
wuch beeouse of ite justice, as of the persisteney
of tbe importunity with which it is assailed. A«
the persecuted dumeel married her saitor, to be nd
of tim, and as the authorities of New-Hampehire,
ot & former period of her history, ured to purdon
troutksome eonsic's out of the Penitentinry for
the nome reason, 8o the aveient uesge of Church-
Rates will 1oon go by the board, sud probably
during this present session, beesuse the demand is
incesenutly dinned ioto the esrs of the lawmakers,
ard there is no other way of stoppiog the nowe.
To be sure, thero are greatnumbers of remonstrante
agaivsl this eoclesiastical revolution—for sush, ia
fuct, it is—but this counter-current is not strong
enough to turn the flood. tide of publie opinion from
the direction ia which it sets with irresutible forgs.

Indeed the desth-warrsst of ths Church-Rate
system would seem to have been sigoned when a
Cowmnittee of the Lords, consisting of the Arch-
biskop of Canterbury, the Bishops of London and
Oxford, avd the Earls of Derby and Granville re-
commended & wodifieation which is equivalent to
ita aboliticn, These Right Reverend and Right
Honorable Churebmen recommended, first, that
the jurizdiction of the Ecclesiast cal Courts should
be abolished in the premises, and, with it, the cic
cuitous and sonoylog remedy for refusal of payment
through excommunication and its attendant dwabil-
ities aud fivel incareeration—the eollection of Church
Rates, of those liable to the same, to be had by the
game sumimary process emplojed for the recovery
of poor rates.  This would, of course, make the sol-
lection of the assessed sums moch more easy
of those from whom ihey are due. But then
folluws the method by which this liablity could be
avoided. Any perscn, by giving annusl notice to
tbe Churchwardens of th: parish in which be lives
of hiswish tobe released from the payment of Church
Tates, should be entirely freed therefrom—Ilosing, at
the epwe time, of course, bis rights of voting in the
vestry meetings. For it will be remembered that
thegrantiog of Chureb Ratea aud the election of War-
dens, lien with the great body of ratepayers, includ-
ing all Dissenters, Jews as well as Gentles, which
lest elasees, in oot infrequent instancee, have the
majority, and refuse to grant the sums necessary for
the maintenacee of the edifice and theservice. And
there are seversl cases, as of the late Lord Mayor
Balomons, in which Hebrew Jews have been chosen
Churcbworders, and acted as such, receiviog the
Biehop t bis vizitatioos, and performing all the for-
wal ard eubstantial duties of the office.

This proposition looks fair enough, and is po
doubt fairly meant. Certainly it ecould not have
been s atisfactory task to the Primate of England,
and to Dre, Tait and Wilberfores, to say nothiog of
Lord Derby, to suggest this innovation on the
ancient hold of the Church on the purses of the
laity. DBut it was the tub which necessity ecompelled
fo be tbrown to the popular whale. Meantime, it
does not eeem Jikely to be aceeptablo to the Chureb-
men on the one hand, or to the Disentors on the
other, The first will be apt to apprehiend that too
wide a door altogether is thus opeued to the Gallios,
who eare for none of these thiogs, and who, if
they bad to pay for any form of public worship,
would as soon support that of the Establi-hment as
nny olher; but who, nevertheless, would be glad of
ihin way of eseape from paying aujthing for any of
‘bem. ‘There is, no doubt, & large class of persons
who bilbg very loosely ou the shirts of Mother
Chureb who would not give her up for any of the
Conventicles or Chapels that would take her place,
snd yeb who would be little disposed to contribute
of thelr substance to her maintenance if they could
be woll rid of it. The Dissenters on the otber
hand are likely to object to the annoyance of an
nnnoal statement of their objestions, and they might
prefer to keep up the wligions warfare which thoir

rights as ratepayers give them (a the Vestry lo re-
linquishivg them through this yearly quit olaim.
Theso rights, $00, would re-sttach at any time oa
the negloct of the legal notice, and thus the elenont
of division and scandal in the Chureh be resewsd
whenever the ocension for renewing it was worth
the price of the Church Rate. Thix proposition,
proceeding from the Lords, then, docs not seom
likely to satiafy cither party.

In fact, the great body of liberal Charehmen, sa
well ns the Dissenters, are in favor of the abolition
of Cburch Rates altogether, Pablie opinion has
clearly reached the point of scouting the idea that
aman shall be obliged to pey for the repair of a
Church edifice, sod the maintenance of a form of
worsbip which ho never ures, and which he eon-
siders it wrong to use. The inevitable inference
which must be drswn from these premises, and the
pecessary consequence which mast follow this
begioning—that it is more absurd to compel & msa
to sugport ministers whom he never hears, and
whose ministiy he regards as wroogful—these are
conveniently winked out of sight for the presont
distress, But mao's eyes will open upon them
again, as soon as this point has been carried snccess-
fully, As far asthe repair of the Church edifices
ard the payment of the necessary expenes of toe
service, the Voluntary Sjstem will very soon be
adopted in Evgland. Aud who can doubt that it
will not be wany years before the whole tithe sys-
tem will follow in the wake of that of the rates,
avd po man be obliged to pay for a spiritusl sczom-
wodation of which ke i not inclined to avail him.
self? That both changes wll work satisfactorily,
there csn be no great donbt. We suppose tust
nearly, if not quite, as much money is raised in
this country on the Voluntary System, as in En-
gland on the Compulsory one, It isa matter more
under the control of Publie Opinion than of Law.
It is respectable to attend upon the Ordinances of
Religion bere, snd to contribute to their support.
Hence the large sums anuually raised for pious
uses in Ameriea, This will operate with much
more force in England than bere, and the power of
fashion will tend in the direction of the Eitadlsh-
ment mnch rather than of Dissent. So we do not
apprehend that England will suffor from a dearth of
parsous for along weile o came. Whether the
chappe will be the better for the independence of
the elergy, time only can ehow, and whether the
power o the patron and of the bierarchy is any
worte than that of the pews will be, In the mean
time, this impendicg chavge, enough to meke Locd
Eldon snd Lord Ellenborough turn over in their
coffine, is a freeh proof of the elasticity of Englsh
institutione, and of how sure they are to take the
mold furuished by the deliberule purpose of the
people, =
