TRISH EMIGERATION,

The large inerense of the Irish emigration to the
United States which the present season exhibits,
compared with that of two or three years past, is
attracting a good deal of notiee on the part of the
Eritish journals, . That emigration received a
suddon sud violent eheck o consequenes of the
panie of 1557, and the diminiched demand thenco
arisivg espeeindly for railroad laborers.  The great
deelive in the prosperity of the Western farmers,
ond their abiiity apd disposition to employ bired
labor, operated in the same direction, The falling
off in the swount of rewittances sent to Ireland,
by which of lata years the emigration has been so
Inrgely euctained, must have worked still more
effectually to put a tewporary cheek to it, It was
natural, therefure, thot these canses having spent
their force, the emigrution thus temporarily eur-
toiled should return again toits old limits, A
short erop, followed by a very severe Winter, ap-
pears to Love added o special stimulus ot this mo-
went, while the facilities lately furnished for pas-
soges in steamships divect feom Treland have given
su pdditiona! Bpulse to the wigratory movement,

Although the potate ro, and the consequent ex-
tinction of the system, formery #o mueh in vogue,
of sub-lotting lund in small patebes, to be plauted
i potatoes, hae diminished t(he population of Ire-
land by some two millions or more, econom-
ical chenges are still goipg on, which tend
to o still further diunution, and consequently to
keep up the current of ewigration.  We reler to
the gradual extivetion of the small holdings of
fram ten te Giteen or twenty aeres, and their con-
nolidation into large farms, after the English
fashion.  The introduetion of agricultaral ma-
ehivery, such as respers and mowers, operatea in
the sume direction, It is ressonuble, therefore, to
expect that for some years to come the Irish emi
gration will coutinue to maintain iteelf, if not
withou occosional fluctnaiions, yet without any
grent deeline from the average of five or gix years
pust,

Not eontent with this rational view of the case,
The Lenden Tinws goew a great deal farther, If
weare to listen to that journal, Ireland, by the
progiews of this emigration, is to be emptied of her
Celtic iubabitants, while the United States are to
be turned into a new Irelspd. *The day may
“eome,” g0 wo are told, **when Ireland will be
“mo more Celtie than the Secotch lowlands are
« Syxen, the Bostérn eonnties Dinish, Cornwall
“ Phawician, or Ireland itself Milesian or Span-
Sl Fo for as Ireland itsell merely is econ-
cerned, The Times, which hos no great partinlity
for the Trich race, wonld be woll enough satisfied
it such o chenge could be wronglt in the popula-
tion.

This forecost of the [uture may also serve in
part to explain the anxiety of the ultra slavehold-
ers to obtain the insertion of their views on the
Slavery question as a part of the Democratic ereed.

The statement of Mr. Treasurer Wheelor does
not at all invalidate the point of the article ia Tag
TRIVUNE of Tuesday morning, which was that the
Commissioners of Emigration are required by lnw
to carry into effect the Quarantine arrangements
for the protection of the port from the introduc-
tion of foreign diseases, to do which the law has
provided a fund, Aeccording to the reports in the
worniug papers of the weekly statement of the
Commissioners at their meeting on Wednesday,
the amount on band is $20,408 17, From this
sum the Treasurer deducts payments yet to ba
made, aud reduces the balance to $13,809 92,
Fen this sum, if not a large surplos, is amply suf-
ficient to pay the expenses of the Floating Hospi-
tal, which are not likely to be more than §2,000
per month for the pext four months, while at the

rame time it will be constantly added to by the
‘ax upon emigrants, 2,758 of which class have ar-
nived here winee the 16th inst., and 26,647 since
the 1st of January, But even i there should be
any want of funds from this souree and the large
balauee on haod, the law allows the Conunission-
ers to borrow—a privilege of which they bave
already availed themselves to the amount of
200,000, and which they ecould be never more
Justified in resorting to than in an emergeney of
this wort.
