Tribuns,
Wasminaros, May 27, 1860,
THE ADMINISTRATION CORRUPTIONS,

Patrick Lufferty testified befere the Covode
Committee yesterday. He was appointed Master
Carpeuter at the Philadelphin Navy Yurd merely
on account of political influence. When Mr,
Grice was the Naval Constructor there be refused
him a certificate of qualification, and got trans-
ferred to Kittery, Me., after which Mr. Lafferty
was appointed.  He was a member of the Demo-
cratic Committee of the city, and prored that the
office holders in the Novy Yard w-re compelled to
poy 2100 down for eleetions.  They were assessed
arbitrarily per capita, and in proportion to salary,
and a refural to earry out the programme of Col-
lector Buker, wis invariably followed by dis-
missal.

This eystem had never been praeticed under the
Pierce or auy other Administration. He also
proved that Jack Cummings, the Nuval Storekeep-
er in Philadelplin, lived in Snyder County, and
makes his office n sivecure. More than that, he
had a elerk appoinied who was whelly incompetent
and merely as a cover to enable him to draw $300
salary in addition to bis own pay.

Pat. Lafferty voted, unfortunately, for the
wrong delegates nt some primsry election, and
WihE l’l*’.-ur'!rll forthwith, Mr. Florenee benevo-
lently telegrapbed him to see Mr. Baker, or he
would be removed. Pat. visited the President,
who professed great (riendship, but ordered his
Lead off, which be fonnd in the basket upon re-
turning home,

Mr. Dunn, formerly a clerk in the Philadelphia
Podt-Office, corroborated this testimony so far as
assessments were levied for polifical purposes.
The subordinates were sent for on the eve of every
eloetion, and notliied of what was expected, with
the penalty of disobedience, An ex-officer of the
Custom-House also coufirmed these statements,
thus proving that the system extended to the Navy
Yard, Post-Office, and Custom-House.

The State of Musenchusetts bas a erisis impending
over it more diveful than almost any other which eonld
be fmagived.  And it does not stand alone, for the
whole ngricultural intercst of this country is liuble to
receive o blow from whieh it may not recover in muny
yours, The fearful plenrospuenmonia, despite the pre-
cnutionsry measnres which have been adopted, i
spresding from one town to another, and pursuing its
dendly work upparently unehecked.  The eurncst
wiirning uttered two monthe age by Tue Trincse
wite not uneallid for, ax the developments subsequently
have too sadly proved.  Our worst fears re reatized,
and we feel it our duty at this important junetiire 1o
call upon the authorities of every eattle-ruising State
1o take instnnt messure=to prevent, if possible, the in-
troduction of the disesso within their borders.

It bas, we believe, been already shown that every
caee of plenrospnenmonia thus far ohserved has re-
sulied from actunl contast or aseociation with animals
inor from the district where the jnfection first ap-
penred;  and we are at liberty to infer that if & proper
soquestration of the farms and herds had been at first
mnde, the disesse might bave become extinet before
this, Cnpidity and carelessness, added to a nutoral
ignorance of the real danger, have set ut naught the
efforta of the Commiseioners to stop the contagion; and
it seerug to us thut there ean be no hope of erndicating
the plenro-pnenmonia except in one way,  The Come
mirsioners should at onece nseertain not only what ani-
mals at Brookfield, Hubbardstown, Warren 1ills,
Pelbm, and the adjacent places have been exposed to
the disense, but also, anil especially, the destination of
every nnimal which Las been sent from these places for
ut Jeust two months prior to its first appearavce in each
1wD,

Yokes of cattle, cows, and calves sold to this place
and thut, exported perhaps to Maine, Conuecticut,
Lhode leland, and Vermont, have curried the seeds of
dizense with them, and possibly in this way the infees
tion is now firmly fised in twenty cattle-ruising dis-
tricte.  Should this surmise be correct, the drendfal
resnlts can only be imsgined by reference to the expe
rience of Europenn States in a like situation.  In our
former aticle on this sulject we stated what this expe-
rience hud been, and called attention to the measares
of precaution which in several of the conntries were
thought necessary, In view of the convocation of the
Mussachnseits Legiglatnre on Thoreday next, we think
it well to restate & fow of the facts before presentid.

In 1744, & farmer residivg at Poplar, in England,
imported two ealves from Hollund, under circum-
srancer exactly similur to those which attended Mr.

In one year, the third of the existence of the disease,
£125,000 were puid ont of the public treasury as a
recompense for the cattle killed aceording to the pre-
seribed orders,  During the year 80,000 head of cattle
wore Villed becanse more or less infected, and pearly
double that number died of the disease, The prompt
aetion of the Government, although it did not eradi-
cate the disease, vet much diminished its ravages, and
undoubtedly shortened the period of “its sojonrn in
Fogland,

In 1857 over 14,000 head of eattle were glanghtered
or died, in only forty-thiree villages in Holland, cans-
ing s distress smong the pessuntry of a lowentable na-
ture. What distress an equal mortality among the
neat stock of Ameriean farmers, megt of them not
over rich, woull oceasion, may be imagined. Let
plemro-puenmonin once get to the praiie coantry of
the West nnd sweep away twenty per cent of the
cattle from which this city is supplied, sod what woald
be the effect npon the railronds and cities, that even
under existing cirenmstances can barely hold their
own ! We therefore think it highly necessary that
Obio, Indiann, Minois, snd, coming Eustward, Penn-
sylvanis, New-York, and New-Jersey should take
their precautions before they are invaded by the
dircase, A competent Commissioner should be chosen
by each of these States to go to Miusschusetts, invosti-
pte the disease, snd report to their severul Legis-
lutuzes the menuns of provention found effetual, that
the necessary logislntion might at once be taken.

Once lot the maludy pass the boundarice of the
State, and an irvetrievable injory may have been done,

It is nlmost unsafe o purchase a hewd of stoek from
Massnehnsetts, for, however remote from the infected
distaiet, the beast may have been disensed by renson of
contact with gome animal exported themee.  When the
Sugte Commissioners are propared to wunonnes to the
public which towna sre ind which are not infected, the
Butebers in this city, and stovk-growers and farmors
throughout the country, will ut least be able to pur-
chanse understandingly, A it is now, infoeted cattle
from the Connceticnt Valley, or other parts of Masaa-
cliusetts, may be sent to this maiket, or to Albany,
there solid to furmers for thoe yoke, und thua whole dis-
tricte b ravnged by the disewse.

—Mr. E. Authony of this city has jost published
gome 70 or B0 stereoscopie views of Californian
seenery, including the renowned falls, the big trees,
and most of the wonders of the Golden State. The
mountain scenery presents some of the deepeat preci-
piees known,  The Yo-Semite Valley and Falls are
illastrated by several views, One of the views shows
wman standing &t the foot of one of the big trees; it
does niot look 4 thongh he conld ent it down in a life-
time, Two or three scenes in a kanyo give a vivid
iden of the durkness and rocks and tumbling water
which make this new word necessary to vame them.
There are charming views along the Merced River,
complete panoramic views of Sau Francisco, some
views of Sacrumento, and, not least in intercet, the
scene of Broderick's murder.

Niew Merarn,—Von Kobell, the distingnished Pro-
fessor of Mineralogy at the University of Muuich, bas
discovered the seid of 0 new metal in the somewhat
yare minerns] from Tammels, in  Finland, hitherte
known a= Tantalite.

IsFroescr o Maoserisy ox tae Hannsess or
1nox.—Rubmkort! bas observed that when one of the
poles of & sieel mugnet is clamped within s soft iron
stirrnp, the latter becomes mneh harder and more diffi-
cult tofile. By removing the maguet the iron recovers
its original softness,

Arsexic 18 Acricvrrrian Prasrts.—Dr, E. W.
Davy bhas detected arsenic in peas, cabbages, and Swe-
dish turuips, which had been munured with super-
| hosphate of lime, This fertilizer is very extensively
marnfactiured in England, especially for use on the
turnip erop, from ions phosphatic mi )
from bones, by the help of arsenical oil of vitriol. The
arsenic, being thus proved to enter vegetation, may
very enily tind naturally pass into animals, and be re-
tained in thelr organiem. This is another striking,
presnmptive proof of the worthlessness of thattoxolog=
ieal evidenee which hangs a man on the strength of
minute traces of arsenic being found in working up sev-
ernl pounds of flesh and viscera.

Antiviciar. Woon.—It is said in the Dewfschs

Giowerbe-Zeitung that saw-dust can be made over into
wood by mingling it intimately with one-eighth its
weight of powdered rosin, and pressing the mixtare,
cheese-like, between Lot iron plates, inclosed by frames
corresponding in size to the dimensions of the required
bonrd, It is cnsy to give the artificial wood any re-
quired color, to marble or grain it, as desired. It may
Le molded or wronght to any pattern. We believe
that while such saw-dust boards may be valuuble fo-
ornumental purposes; they cannot be of much use
where strength is required.
Tuk Parext-Woon o Fienovs-8nan Courasy of
London, working under Bielefleld’s patent, showed at
the great exhibition beantiful samples of another man=-
ufacture, composed, according to Kletzinsky, of hemp
and flax waste, siliciate of potash (soluble glass), clay
(50 per cent), a little asphaltam and copperas, beside
coloring matters,  This is a sort of mineralized papier
waehd, ind gorves for vencering or ornamental panel-
ing, ns well as for arehitectural moldings, reliefs, &e.,
and bus been used for chundeliers. A bust of Flax-
man, exernted in this materinl, was mnch admired at
the London exhibition.

Protocnariise THE Isvisiie,—Dr, Gladstone of
London hns made the remarkable discovery that char-
acters traceil on white paper with the solation of &
Swerencent body, which on drying are undiscoverabla
by the eye, may be bronght ont on a eollodinm-silver
snrfiee in the snme way in which positives are ob-
tained from a negative photograph.

Fluoreseent bodies, as, for uxsmple‘ sulphate of
quinine, infusion of the bark of horse-chestnut, or tes,
srd fluorspur (henee the name), have the property of
preventing or greatly checking the transmission of the
actricie or chemienl roys; so that the characters writ-
ten with such n flnorescent hody are loft white on &
durk ground, when copicd as described.
