THE STATE OF NAPLES.

The Naples correspondent of T%he Daily News, writ-
pg on the 3h ult, mys:

“ Lot wight we a demonstration, which was
got ns'in consequence of news from ermo.  The
crowds assembled in the Cufé Europa, and the Toledo
appeared to be in great agitation and searcely able to
kecp themgelves from boiling over.  About 200 per-
sank, all gentlemen, went from the eafé up the Toledo,
shonting ' Veea Garbatdi!  Visa Sicthia!  Viva
I'ltaha ! The officers of Husows and of Marine,
who were in front of the paluce, ran in that direction,
and, drewing their swords, followed the erowd to the
street of Sunta Drigide. Here there wosa conflict,
Oue of the officers had hix heud broken by a stick,
while another ent a_youth through the shoulder and
enrried him off to the prefecture, The erowd separs-
ted immedintely ufter they hand uttered the cries A
wisomed fog wae tken into the Café Earopa,
which was taken possession of by the proprietor, and
burnt sg a precantion; but in the course of the even-
ing both he and his waiters were arrested and
they say 20 persons im the café.

NAPLES AND ENGLAND.
From The London Tvmes,

In presence of England the Government of the Two
Bicilies has been eating the leek during the last twe
diya,  In the official report of the landing of Garibaldi
in Marsala it was insinusted that the British vessels
had favored the expedition of the patriots. Mr. Elliot
thereupon remoustrated in very strong terms, and the
consequence is that the Government on Sunday lust
sent round & cirenlur to ull the Misions, exculpatiog
our vessels from ull blame in that truneaction. [t is
dited the 26th of May, though not sent till the 27th,
and runs gs iollows:

* The undersigned, Minister for Foreign Affuirs, had
the honor on the 12th inst. of directing & note to —,
Minister Resident of —, to inform him of the anda-
cious and eriminal landing of the adveuturers of Gari-
baldi in Mursala, and to rantes the Government of
the King against all responsibility for the consequences
of such un sttempt. Iu the statement of facts derived
from the first reports of the officer commanding the
Royal cruiser in those waters there occarred s phrise
reintive to the twe vessels of the British navy lying st
anchor there which has attracted the observation of the
Minister of Her Britannie Mujesty, ou u comparison
with tke report which was received from the Admiral
stutioped at Malta, saying that the eame might be inter-
preted in & sense uniavorsble to the English vesssls
menﬁ;md, -:l. regards the nm.rli‘ ‘::m.d;; by the R"i's".‘.
